5:30 p.m. Review Rural Water Association Analysis of the Gunnison City System – Curt Ludvigson

Curt Ludvigson stated he worked for the Utah Rural Water Association, and had been asked by the City to complete a water usage and water rate study.  He explained his methods of calculating the results with the information he had received from the front office. It was explained anytime a City goes for a grant, these reports are necessary in the application process.  The total average monthly water bill was reviewed which included usage and rates. These had been calculated through the winter and summer months to give an accurate picture.  He explained Rural Water gets its money from both federal and state funding.  Discussion ensued regarding usage and rates, current and future.

Review Pressurized Irrigation Water Connections – Proposed Approval 258 No. Main – Council Member Brian Jensen

Theldon Myrup explained his situation with his home and the trailer park his family trust had just sold.  The current pressurized irrigation line is located on the trailer park property, and will be unavailable for his usage from this time on.  He would like a pressurized irrigation water line run to his home.  He stated he does have 5 water shares.  The Council noted the City is obligated to run the line to the property line of the citizen, and Theldon would be responsible to get the easement from the City, pay a connection fee of $450.00 along with pay for the cost of installing the line from his property line to his home.  Council Member Jensen and Supervisor Childs will get an estimated price together of the cost for Theldon to have the line installed, and will get back with him on that price.  This would run the line from the East side of the trailer park along the road to his home.

Discuss Library Computer – System Software Update- Council Member Powell
Council Member Powell noted the library system is out of date and is not upgradable at this point.  Library Supervisor Childs had found a company that would charge $2,000 to purchase a new program with $550/year maintenance fee after researching other companies that were more money.  Supervisor Childs has a grant she needed to use for half of this by the end of the fiscal year for this.  Mayor Nay stated the City would pay the other half and would work the $1,000 into the budget for next year.
Discuss Streets – Weed Control- Council Member Powell

Council Member Powell stated the staff would not be able to get to the rest of the roads to spray them  until after Memorial.  He and Mayor Nay will get a list of roads/side streets that need to be hired out and spray certain areas.  The staff has sprayed Main Street and the Riverwalk.
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Review Maintenance Contract for Baseball Fields – Possible Approval Award of Contract for Summer 2012 – Council Member Pickett

Council Member Pickett stated Nick Rollo was the only application put in for the contract agreement for maintenance of baseball/softball complex.  The Recreation Board recently met and awarded the contract to Nick for the 2012 year.  The fee will be $2,500.00, and paid in 3 increments.  Council Member Powell would like to be sure the job is done throughout the summer with special attention to the details.  Council Member Pickett will follow up on the job that is done on the fields throughout the summer to be sure the job is done meticulously as the contract payment will depend on the job done.
Council Member Pickett made the motion to award the 2012 Baseball/Softball Complex Maintenance Contract for $2,500 to be paid in 3 installments as said in the Agreement.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Council Member Pickett noted the Recreation Board is still looking for a way to fund a Recreation Director/Dept.  Mayor Nay would like to look at the option of combining police forces with Centerfield City, and possibly save money to put towards a Recreation Director/Dept.  Chief Halliday felt it would be a more efficient way of running both departments-financially, coverage and time management.  Mayor Nay stated this could be done with an interlocal agreement.  Council Member Pickett reviewed all of the different avenues that had been researched to fund a Recreation Director/Dept.  Chief Halliday also discussed the benefits of having a unified police department.  Mayor Nay will meet with Mayor Sorensen of Centerfield to have further discussion regarding unifying the departments.  This would also bring their court services to the Gunnison Justice Court.
Determine Arbor Day Celebration – Arbor Day, April 27

Mayor Nay announced Gunnison City had received a growth award along with a Tree City USA designation.  It was determined the Arbor Day celebration would be coordinated with G-Day at the High School which would be Monday, May 21.  The trees would be planted on that day.  Council Member Judy will take pictures and put together a little article regarding the tree planting.
Update on Proposed Improvements/Traffic-500 South with Possible Approval-Council Member Powell

Council Member Powell noted he had one bid so far to get the sidewalk done from the subdivision to 300 East (430 feet) at $4.50/linear foot for labor and $4.75/linear foot for the cement which would be $9.25/linear foot totaling close to $4,000 for the bid.  This was a verbal bid only.  The written bid will be coming.  Supervisor Childs and Supervisor Reber would help put the road base in for them and do a little bit of grade work also.  Mayor Nay would like to see this started on July 1, 2012.  Mayor Nay would also like to see what the cost would be to finish the curb and gutter on this project.  
Update on 4th of July Activities – Council Member Donaldson

Council Member Donaldson reported the contract will be finished and sent off tomorrow for the group Restless Heart to perform for the July 3rd concert.  He has been working out the details for the staging, ticketing, pricing, seating, concessions, etc.
Proposed Approval of Seasonal Part-Time Employee for Summer 2012

This will be tabled until the next meeting.
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Update on Foot Bridge-River Walk at 200 West – Possible Approval of Transfer of PTIF Funds for Engineering Fees –Council Member Donaldson

Council Member Donaldson stated he had received the bid from CKR for a maximum of $5,000, and hopefully could do it for $3,000.  They will work with Lyle Young to engineer the bridge.  The application for the bridge would be put under the Lions Club, and Garrick from Jones & DeMille would file the application.  Mayor Nay would like to have a MOU set up between the Lions Club and the City on this project.  Mayor Nay would like $15,000 set aside from the PTIF to pay for the City’s portion of the bridge.

Council Member Donaldson made the motion to take $15,000 from the Arts PTIF and put into a capital improvement fund to pay for the City’s portion of the Foot Bridge-River Walk at 200 West.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a  5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
Proposed Approval of Ordinance 2012-2, Flood Damage Prevention

Mayor Nay reviewed the conditions surrounding this Ordinance along with the flood map facts the City currently has.  This Ordinance must be passed by May 2, 2012 to stay in compliance.  Mayor Nay would like to do more research on this before it is passed.  FEMA is currently basing the current map to be passed on a flood plain from 1926.  She stated any mitigation would need to be done by the City and paid for by the City.  Council Member Jensen voiced his concern for the impact this would create for the citizens regarding flood insurance.  Mayor Nay noted Gunnison City had not been mapped out at all on the 1985 flood map, and now FEMA has gone back to the 1926 flood zone map, and it is inaccurate.  Council Member Jensen would like to wait until after the May 1, 2012 meeting with Barb Fitzpatrick, FEMA representative.  Mayor Nay would like to table this until after the FEMA meeting.
Review Culinary Water Service for New Homes Outside of City Limits – Council Member Donaldson

Council Member Donaldson reported Supervisor Childs had gone to Richfield to meet with Kirk Forbush with the Utah Division of Water Rights.  Supervisor Childs spoke with Mr. Forbush regarding the radius around the Gunnison City well.  He also informed Supervisor Childs if there were ever a mandatory chlorination in the 1” line that had been run to the property in question, the City would have to run a line to chlorinate the possible subdivision in question.  The property in question currently has a 1” line for one connection.  If the City did not allow water to the subdivision and proposed to drill a well, the City could protest the well.  Council Member Jensen would like to put a policy in place for situations of water requests for out of City limits to be handled on a case by case basis.  Mayor Nay stated this would be addressed officially when the owner of the property comes before the Council.
Proposed Approval City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, April 4, 2012, Open Session

Council Member Judy made the motion to approve the City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, April 4, 2012, Open Session.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Update and Review Regarding Main Street Water Project, Infrastructure Upgrades, Possible Approval of Streetscape Plan for Final Bid Preparation

 Mayor Nay updated the Council on the status of the Main Street water project, streetscape and final bid preparation.  She noted as soon as the depth had to go to 5’, rather than 3’,with some of the laterals across being flowable fill and the laterals not being figured in prior, the cost of the project increased immensely.  Mayor Nay had called Keith Burnett at CIB to let him know the project was over by approximately $200,000 from the original expected cost.  The bid award should be able to be done on May 1, 2012.  
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Mayor Nay will also need to write a letter to CIB which Mr. Burnett will take before the board explaining the situation.  Discussion ensued. 
Mayor Nay announced all of the cobra lights were too old to retrofit.  They were probably installed in 1947, and were rusted out.  Currently, they are on an alternate bid for $260,000.  Mayor Nay should know in July or August if this will be able to be done through Eccles.  One block will have to be done with the under lights with the new cobras to match the cobras on the turn to Hwy 89.  Any cobras beyond that will need to be painted if the Eccles does not come through.  Most of them will have to have the base reestablished due to the rust.  Mayor Nay also discussed the crosswalks.  The number of crosswalks and colors were discussed. 

Council Member Pickett made the motion to approve the design changes on the Main Street project with the COBRA’s and crosswalks, and to go forward with the final bid packet.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy and Pickett with Council Member absent from the room during the voting.
Review and Prioritize Capital Improvements, Upgrades and Maintenance

The Capital Improvement short term list put together with the help of Six County was reviewed first followed by the medium term.  The Council discussed items that they felt would benefit and be of value to the City.  It was determined those items could be added to both the short and medium term lists the next time the list was officially reviewed with Six County.  
Possible Approval of New OSHA Compliant Safety Policies for Gunnison City Safety Manual

Following the OSHA inspection the City recently had, it had come to the attention of the City many of the required policies and procedures had not been put into place.  Recorder Braithwaite, Supervisor Reber and Kenny Christensen from OSHA had worked together to put together a new OSHA Compliant Safety Manual to put the City in compliance with OSHA.  Trainings and follow-ups on these policies and procedures would need to be followed and kept current.
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the New OSHA Compliant Safety Policies for the Gunnison City Safety Manual.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Discuss General Budget Goals for 2013 and Explore Possible Savings in Various Departments

Mayor Nay recommended each Council Member review the budgets for the departments they are over.  She noted the department heads had already met with Gary Keddington to review their budgets.  Council Member Judy questioned the best way to get a Pool Committee meeting put together.  She would like to get the Committee more involved in the process of the pool.  Discussion ensued on capital improvements for the pool.
Future Items to be listed on Agenda

Signage:  Council Member Jensen noted the sewer pond needed new signage.
Seniors:  Council Member Pickett stated the Senior Citizens had donated $250 to the City.  A thank you card will be sent.
Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

The Mayor and Council Members approved and signed the bills and adjustments.
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Council Member Powell made the motion to move out of Open Session and move into Closed Session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1)(a) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (i) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; and (c)strategy sessions to discuss pending or reasonably imminent litigation.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
