Review and Proposed Approval of Cash Back Service, Zions Bank – David Warren, Branch Manager, Manti Office
David Warren with Zions Bank reviewed the new credit card cash back program.  The current credit card the City is using does not have the cash back capability.  He recommended the City utilize the 1% cash back program with a different credit card.  This would be at no cost to the City.  The City would need to open up a money market account with Zions to be able to use this program.  The online banking would be available to track this account.  Discussion ensued.  This will be left to the Mayor and Recorder to get these accounts set up with the amounts that would work best for the City.
Council Member Donaldson made the motion to approve the utilization of the cash back service available from Zions Bank and to open a money market account with Zions Bank.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Council Member Powell made the motion to move out of Open Session into Closed Session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1)(a) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (i) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; and (c) strategy sessions to discuss pending or reasonably imminent litigation.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion pass with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Council Member Powell made the motion to move out of Closed Session into Open Session.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Award Bid for Professional Engineering Services

Council Member Donaldson thanked those who participated with the bid process, and commented on how hard it was to make a decision.

Council Member Donaldson made the motion to award the bid for Professional Engineering Services to Sunrise Engineering and to pursue those grants available with their assistance.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Proposed Approval of Sewer Line Repair 500 South

Discussion ensued regarding the sewer line repair on 500 South.
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Council Member Pickett made the motion to have Madsen Construction repair the sewer line on 500 South for $5,900.   Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
Proposed Approval of Expenditures for Completion of Climbing Wall at Gunnison City Park

Mayor Nay would like the climbing wall finished at the park by July 4th.  Supervisor Reber has Logan Bown helping with this for his Eagle Scout project, along with a donation from the Jaycees.  Supervisor Reber needed approval for $1,500 for the hand holds.  This money will come out of the arts PTIF account.
Council Member Donaldson made the motion to approve a $1,500 transfer out of the Arts PTIF account to pay for the handholds for the climbing wall at the Gunnison City Park.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Proposed Approval of 4th of July Contracts

Discussion ensued regarding the contracts for the 4th of July entertainment.  Mayor Nay reminded everyone that all contracts needed to be signed by the Mayor or Recorder.  She noted she did tell Council Member Donaldson to sign this contract.
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the signed contract for the concert entertainment of Restless Heart.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
Proposed Approval of Landscaping Contract for RMP Frontage

Mayor Nay reminded the Council of the Rocky Mountain Power grant for $1,400 for the tree budget the City had received.  Mark Cox was in yesterday, and was pleased with the work that had been done.  There will also be a $5,000 grant from the Utah Community Forestry Service.  The cost of the work should be $6,400 with the match being Supervisor Reber’s work and the property/frontage road.  The drainage was still being discussed for this frontage area. 

Council Member Pickett made the motion to approve the landscape contract for Barlow Landscape for $6,400 .  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
Discuss Ground Breaking Celebration and Proposed Approval Top Stop Demolition

Mayor Nay announced she got a $500 check today for the refrigeration unit along with about $500 she should get for the copper wiring out of the Top Stop building.  The groundbreaking ceremony is scheduled for Friday at noon.  Mayor Nay would like the building demolished Monday by Madsen Construction for $6,000.  The details of the groundbreaking ceremony were reviewed.  
Mayor Nay announced the bid for the Streetscape had been postponed until Friday, June 15, 2012 at 
10:00 a.m. with the formal approval coming on the June 20th Council meeting.  Mayor Nay reviewed the monetary details of the Streetscape project again with the Council.
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the demolition of the Top Stop building by Madsen Construction for approximately $6,000 minus the amounts received from the scrap metal, etc.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Drainage:  Council Member Pickett reviewed the drainage problem and some of the solutions Jones & DeMille Engineering had come up with.  The City will probably discontinue use of the water wells.  
CIB:   The meeting tomorrow was discussed.

Irrigation:  The current City Ordinance was reviewed.  Council Member Jensen summarized his conversation with Roland Beck with the Gunnison Irrigation Company, and the problem they are seeing state wide with citizens watering all night.  Council Member Jensen reported the City pond was out of water this morning so the system was shut down to allow the pond time to fill up.  Chief Halliday was concerned with the old City code that is on the website even though it has been replaced with a more current ordinance.  The old code will need to be taken off the website.  

Zoning:  Council Member Jensen would like to talk with Bruce Parker who wrote the new Land Use Ordinances to clarify some of the procedures and review some of the problems the City is currently experiencing with different zoning issues.

Main Street:  Mayor Nay reported Eric Mulander could come in and complete the photos of Main Street to update the photos of the work in progress.  The Council gave their approval to get this done for about $350.00

July 4th:  Mayor Nay also reported the parking would be different for Main Street this year for the parade.  The parking will be banned from 100 North to 200 South to allow the businesses to operate while preparing for the July 4th parade rather than have their businesses blocked by cars parking 2 days ahead of time for the parade.  This would be tried out this year to see how it works. Advertising for the activities and concert were also discussed more thoroughly.
Recreation:  Council Member Pickett noted he is working on a presentation for a future meeting for the Recreation Program and funding.
