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GGSIP University to train Delhi Police Officers in Cyber Crime

Guru Gobind Singh Indraprastha University (GGSIPU) is conducting a Specialized Course in “Cyber Crime Investigation & Computer Forensics’ for the officers of Delhi Police from April 1 to May 15, 2008.  The specialized programme has been jointly inaugurated by Sh. Neeraj Kumar, Special Commissioner of Police and Prof. K.K. Aggarwal, Vice Chancellor, GGSIPU, today.  Sh. P.N. Aggarwal, Joint Commissioner (Training), Delhi Police and Sh. V.K. Jain, Registrar, GGSIPU, besides other senior officers of both organizations were also present on the occasion.  

The training is a part of joint collaboration between Delhi Police and GGSIPU. About 100 Investigating Officers of the rank of Sub-Inspector, Inspector and ACP selected from the Districts of Delhi Police will undergo this programme of Six-Weeks duration.  It will be conducted in two batches of 50 participants each.  The programme has been formalized realizing the ever growing number of crime related to information technology and cyber space thereby became crucial for the police force to be well-equipped in order to investigate and combat such crimes effectively.  


To be conducted by the University School of Information Technology (USIT), GGSIPU, the first four weeks of the course will provide inputs on Computer Hardware (including Dismantling & Assembling of PC, Bus Architecture, Storage Devices, Expansion Boards, and Peripherals),  Computer Software (where subjects like MS-DOS, Windows Operating System, Linux, and MS Office : Word, Powerpoint, Excel etc. will be covered) and Computer Networks ( which will broadly cover Data Communication Networks, TCP/IP protocol suite, Network Protocols, Wireless Networks, Network Security, and Disaster Recovery).


The last two weeks would concentrate exclusively on Cyber Crime Investigations & Forensics, where topics like Cyber Crime, Digital Fraud, Incident Response Systems, Computer Forensics Fundamentals, Cyber Law, E-mail Crime and Cyber Forensics, Credit Card Frauds, Hands on Training in Forensic Tools, E-mail Tracing, Forensic Data Computing, and Nigerian Frauds, will be dealt at length.


Apart from the in-house faculty members, external experts from Delhi Police, Cyber Security Cell of NIC, Microsoft, Banking, ForensicGuru.com, and Central Forensic Lab, Hyderabad will be involved in imparting the course.

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INTER-STATE GANG OF AUTO LIFTERS BUSTED : SIX STOLEN VEHICLES RECOVERED.
 
INTRODUCTION:
With the arrest of 2 persons namely i) Ashok Kumar, aged 45 years, s/o Sh. Parkash Sharma, r/o Mansarover Park, Delhi and ii) Vinod @ Pappu, aged 40 years,  S/o Bhagwan Dass, r/o Ghaziabad, U.P. the Crime Branch, Delhi has busted a gang of auto-lifters and recovered 6 stolen vehicles including 3 Maruti van, 2 Maruti-800 cars and 1 Maruti Alto car from their possession.  
 
INCIDENT & TEAM :
  AATS, Crime Branch had some clues regarding the activities and movements of a gang of auto lifters active in North-East Delhi and Ghaziabad. The information was further developed and after hard and sincere field work, on 28.3.2008 at about 3.30 p.m., a secret information was received that the accused person namely Ashok Kumar, who has earlier history of auto theft would come in the area of Kalkaji to sell a stolen van.  On this a Police team consisting of ASIs Braham Prakash, Balbir Singh, HCs Bhim Singh, Azad Singh, Amar Chand and Ct. Satpal led by Inspr. Satish Sharma was constituted under the close supervision of Sh. Rajender Bakshi, ACP/AATS, Crime Branch.  The Police team apprehended Ashok Kumar with a Maruti van, which later found stolen from the area of Police Station Sahibabad, Ghaziabad, U.P. accordingly the accused Ashok Kumar was arrested by the Police team. 
 
INTERROGATION :
            During the course of sustained interrogation, it was revealed that the accused person used to steal the cars, especially from the area of North-East Delhi and Ghaziabad with his old associates namely Vinod @ Pappu, r/o Hapur, U.P.  On his instance the Police team also arrested Vinod from Hapur.  They usually targeted marriage functions in North-East Delhi and Ghaziabad where vehicles used to be parked scatted. They would identify a vehicle which is parked a little away from the function venue in the dark.  They always committed theft of old model  cars which could easily be opened with duplicate keys.  After changing the number plate of the stolen vehicle they used to park it in a private parking in the area of Shiv Vihar, Panchal Vihar, PS Karawal Nagar, Delhi.  After waiting for 4-5 days they used to sell the stolen vehicles to Salauddin of Meerut, U.P.  They have also confessed stealing of over 30 vehicles in the last 4-5 months from the areas of North-East Delhi and Ghaziabad, U.P.
            Ashok Kumar is found previously involved in two cases of theft and Vinod @ Pappu is also found involved in one criminal case. Beside this both the accused are found involved in about 18 cases of auto lifting. 
 
            Further investigation of the case is under progress, more arrest and recoveries are likely to affect in this case.

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ROBBER APPREHENDED ONE COUNTRY MADE PISTOL, ONE KNIFE, AND ONE MOTOR CYCLE HAVING FAKE NUMBER PLATE RECOVERED. 

      West District Police has arrested one robber namely Jitender Kumar @ Rajesh Bhaskar @ Suja (age-25 Years) S/O Munshi Ram R/O H.N. 10665, Street No.-8, Andha Mugal, Partap Nagar, Delhi and recovered one Country made Pistol along-with one cartridge and one knife. With the arrest of the criminal, five cases of snatching and one case of robbery has been solved. 

INCIDENT 

    
On 29/03/2008, Smt. Vijay Gupta (42 years) W/o Shri Ravinder Kumar Gupta R/O WZ-27, Manohar Park, Punjabi Bagh, Delhi was coming to her home on Rikshaw. At about 10.30 AM, when she reached in front of her house, two Motor Cyclists came. The pillion rider brandished a knife to her and snatched her gold chain. When she made an alarm the accused driving the Motor cycle whipped out a country made Pistol & waived it menacingly at her and fled away on the Motor cycle. Shri Ravinder Kumar Gupta, husband of the victim who was sitting in his car, chased them. A Police team including Constable Pardeep Kumar, Constable Subhash and Constable B. Ramaulu was present at main Rohtak Road, Rampura, Delhi and checking the vehicles by putting barricades on the road. They managed to apprehend one of the robber while the other succeeded in escaping. Nabbed criminal was identified as jitender Kumar @ Rajesh Bhaskar @ Suja (25 Years) S/O Munshi Ram R/O H.N. 10665, Street No.-8, Andha Mugal, Pratap Nagar, Delhi. On his personal search, one country made pistol along-with one cartridge and one knife was recovered. The accused who managed to escape bas been identified as Sunil S/O Tulsi R/O Street No.8, Andha Mugal, Partap Nagar, Delhi. A case FIR No. 126/08 U/S 392/397/34 IPC & 25/27/54 Arms Act, PS Punjabi Bagh was registered against the accused. 

    
A team headed by Inspr. Gurmeet Singh SHO/Punjabi Bagh assisted by SI Khemendra Pal and staff thoroughly interrogated the accused who disclosed about the commission of offences of snatching in areas of Police Station Punjabi Bagh, Moti Nagar, Gulabi Bagh and Roop Nagar, Delhi. In all five case of snatching and one case of robbery have been worked out with arrest of accused Jitender Kumar. One Motor Cycle No. DL-l-SQ-9954, Hero Honda Super Splender black color was also recovered on which accused committed crime by using fake number plate of DL-l SQ-8854. Five pairs of number stickers were also recovered from his possession. 

    
Further investigations are on progress. Members of Special Team are being rewarded suitably for the good job done.

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For the past few days number of obscene calls received in Central Police Control Room has been steadily rising and we have booked few of such miscreants.   We have started locating such type of miscreants because they not only misuse the public facility, but also create nuisance to the attending officers, especially the lady police officers.  Earlier, we have booked an Engineering Student, who had made such nuisance calls to 100 No.  This time also, a person made total 1981 calls in two months and 65 calls in single night to public assistance No. 100 from his mobile number 9899568918. He was proposing to female operators of CPCR. Whenever any female operator attended his call, he was proposing her with “I love you, please marry me, I want to meet you”.  In the event of getting no response for his proposal, he was vulgar. With the help of electronic devices available in Central Police Control Room, the mischievous caller was located in the area of Paharganj and identified as Sunny Kumar Grover s/o Sh. Ashok Kumar Grover r/o 9626, Yog Maya Basti, Paharganj, aged 24/25 years, an unemployed, school drop out. He was residing with his father.  The modernization of Central Police Control has made easy to find out or locate such miscreants. A case FIR No. 76/08 u/s 509 IPC has been registered in Police Station IP Estate Police and accused arrested.  

Now we are very particular about such callers, who use the public facility 100 No. for mischief and other undesirable purpose. These type of callers not only block the channels but also make suffer the distress caller, who is trying to have access on the PA 100.  We have also started locating such type of callers with the help of Call Locating System and ACD, so that such miscreants will think twice before making such type of calls.
