Lesson Goals (3 days):  

Students will understand teacher expectations and the reasons for those expectations.

Students will review and practice analyzing imagery, tone, and audience in poetry.

Students will write a meaningful response in the form of one line of poetry.

Students will identify resources for resilience.

Opening Question:  What in your life pushes you and how does that make you feel?  How do you respond to being challenged or encouraged?
Video:  “Push” (YouTube Video, Slam Poetry) by Marty S. Dalton and initial reactions

Activity:  On individual hard copies of the poem, have students highlight and share in small groups powerful images, likes and dislikes.

Discuss as a class: tone in the poem and how/where it shifts.

Replay “Push” poem, this time asking students to focus on where they could fit into this poem.  Have them write their own line beginning with “This is for. . .” that expresses either a regret for something that could have gone better had they been pushed or that expresses an undesirable outcome in the future if they are not successfully pushed in the present.

(NOTE:  Did not get to this in Pd. 1)

Return to the more positive message toward the end.  Talk about audience.  How does it change our understanding when we see at the bottom that he addresses the poem to himself?

Reinforce my own classroom expectation – that students are challenged by me, but that they ultimately push themselves.  I also need them to recognize and celebrate their own successes, as I won’t always catch every accomplishment.  I really want our class to be student-centered and for each of them to grow daily.  Intrinsic motivation will be much more effective.
