Auto thieves arrested: AATS staff of North District, arrested two auto thieves namely Bhushan @ Dharma 21 years, R/o Dhaka Village and Ranjeet Kumar 20 years, R/o Munshi Ram Colony Mukherji Nagar, Delhi, yesterday.   According to DCP/North office during the vehicle checking being conducted at near Khalsa College the deployed staff noticed   two young boys riding on red motor cycle were trying to flee with intent to avoid checking.  Their movement arose suspicion.  The staff chased them and stopped. On asking the requisite registered documents of the vehicle, they made incoherent and unconvincing reply.  On sustained questioning the motor cycle was found to be stolen from the area of Mukherji Nagar.  Both have been arrested. Investigation is in progress
One snatcher arrested:   New Usmanpur police arrested one snatcher Ashraf 35 years, R/o Jahangir Puri yesterday.  According to DCP/North East District,while one Smt. Pooja Devi 35 years, R/o Bhajanpura was going towards Chautha Pushta Usmanpur, three persons came on a motor cycle and snatched her chain.  When they tried to flee their motor cycle got slipped and fell down.  One of them was caught by the public and handed over to police. Their motor cycle has been seized. Efforts are on to nab the other accused.

Kishan Ganj Railway police have sought public help in identifying the body of a male, aged around 45 years, Ht. about 5’5”, sallow complexion, long face, thin built, wearing white stripped shirt and lungi, found on 28.3.08.

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INTERNATIONAL CREDIT CARD “SKIMMING” RACKET BUSTED : FRAUD WORTH LACS UNEARTHED : 5 PERSONS ARRESTED
 
 
INTRODUCTION:
With the arrest of 5 persons namely i) Vivek Prasad @ Sain, aged 27 years, s/o Venkat Prasad, r/o Sikandrabad, Andhra Pradesh, ii) Nafees Ahmed, aged 37 years, s/o Dr. Shabbir Ahmed r/o Uttam Nagar, Delhi, iii) Raju Khan, aged 27 years, s/o Azad Khan, r/o Najafgarh, Delhi, iv) Brijesh Yadav, aged 27 years, s/o Phool Badan Yadav, r/o Najafgarh, Delhi and v) Dildar Hussain, aged 32 years, S/o Mohd. Sharif, r/o Kidwai Nagar, Delhi, the Crime Branch, Delhi has busted an international credit card “skimming” racket and exposed the darker side of technological advancement and the serious implications of international elements.  The Police team has also recovered 21 fake/cloned credit cards from their possession.  So far this gang has cheated Rs. 30,00,000/- with the help cloned/fake credit cards. 
 
 INCIDENT & TEAM :
            On 29.3.08 an information was developed in the Anti-Homicide Cell of Crime Branch, Delhi that a gang of cheats was running a fake credit card racket.  It was also learnt that the gang used to swipe the fake/cloned credit cards in connivance with shopkeepers and other owners of the swipe machines in order to collect money fraudulently. To bust this gang a police team consisting of Sis Ramavtar, Sunil Kumar, HCs Dharamvir, Cts. Krishan, Ajit and Manoj led by Inspr. Jitender under close supervision of Dr. Joy Tirkey, ACP/Anti-Homicide.  The Police team received a secret information that two members of this gang would be coming to Netaji Subhash Place in a Maruti Wagon ‘R’ car sometimes before noon to commit the above said fraud.  At about 11.00 a.m. the informer pointed out to a Maruti Wagon ‘R’ car bearing registration No. DL-3C-AG-5532.  Accordingly the car was intercepted at Netaji Subhash Place near Bikaner Sweets by the Police party.  The four occupants of the car were overpowered.  On enquiry their names were revealed as Vivek Prasad @ Sain, Nafees Ahmed, Raju Khan and Brijesh Yadav.  On their search 10 credit cards were recovered from Vivek Prasad @ Sain, 5 credit cards were recovered from the possession of Nafees Ahmed, 2 credit cards were recovered from Raju and 2 more credit cards were recovered from Brijest Ydav.   None of the credit cards recovered from the accused persons, were on their name.  
 
INVESTIGATION   :
            On investigation none of the accused persons gave satisfactory answer regarding possession and ownership of the recovered credit cards.  On deep enquiry it is found that on the face of the credit card it appears as any other common Indian credit card.  However, inside the card, in its magnetic belly, there lies electronic information of foreign credit cards. The technique used in this fraud is called “skimming”  During the “skimming” process your card is swiped a second time, using a small, hand-held device, similar to a pager.  The skimmer captures your information and re-encodes it on the magnetic stripe of a plain plastic card or stores the information in the device itself so it can be downloaded later for illegal purposes.  With one swipe of your card a criminal can take the information he or she has captured and make unauthorized purchase. 
 
 Later on further enquiry the police team recovered 2 more such cloned/fake credit cards from the Vivek Prasad @ Sain.  All the 21 fake/cloned cards when swiped it  access credit card accounts of users living in the United Kingdom.  The ingenuity of the fraud is that while fraud occurs in India the person affected in the United Kingdom and he comes to know the fraud after some days when he gets an inflated credit card bill. INTERROGATION :
            During the course of sustained interrogation the gang disclosed that so far they have committed following heists :
 
1.            About 3 months ago Vivek and a tailor in South Extension swiped on two occasions and collected Rs. 6 lacs.
2.           About 2 ½ months back in Delhi Hatt, Vivek met the Manager of Delhi Haat and swiped the credit card for Rs. 3 lacs.  
3.           About 2 months ago in Khan Market the accused bought 2 mobile phones worth Rs. 20,000/-
4.           About 3 months ago the gang bought 2 Laptops from District Center, Janakpuri worth Rs. 64,000/-.
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5.           About 2 ½ months ago they have bought one Laptop from Rajouri Garden worth Rs. 35,000/-.
6.              About 2 months ago, they bought jewellery worth Rs. 1. 5 lacs from a sholp at Inderlok.
7.              On 14.3.08 they swiped Rs. 1 lacs from Tis Hazari Petrol Pump.
8.              On 16.3.08 they swiped Rs. 2.9 lacs from a mobile shop in Kapasera.

MODUS OPERANDI
 
            Accused Vivek used to procures the fake credit cards from his associate known as Loknathan, who keeps shuttling between India and U.K.  Vivek collaborated with  Nafees Ahmed and his recruits to run these cards on swipe machines in Delhi.  The owner of the swipe machine is taken into confidence by them.  He swipes the card for whatever amount the credit card allows depending on the credit limit of the card.  As soon as he swipes the card money is electronically transferred into the account of the swipe machine owner from the credit account of the actual owner of the card.  The swipe machine owner then takes a cut of about 5% to 6% of the transaction and pays the gang cash of the remaining amount.  He must be fudging his records to show sale corresponding to the money transaction. 
 
            The money received is divided between the gang.  10 to 20 percent is taken by Nafees and his henchmen. [image: image8.png]


  Almost 80% is taken by Vivek.  Accordingly he used to send 40% of this to Loknathan by Western Union money transfer.  The gang takes care to use a credit card only once.  They also take care to visit one place only once for any transaction.
 
            The genuine owner back in U.K. receives an outstanding credit bill by the next billing cycle.  He contests the inflated bill as he had never left U.K. and the credit transaction shows use of credit card in India.  The genuine owner does not pay and the loss is either borne by the Bank or by the Insurance Company as the case may be.  Since the fraud occurred in India no one pursues the matter from U.K.  
 
            A case of cheating and fraud has been registered at PS Saraswati Vihar.  Efforts are being made to trace Loknathan. The complicity of swipe machine owners has to be ruled out too.  Further, investigation is in progress. More recoveries and arrests are likely to affect in this case. 
PROFILE
            Accused Vivek Prasad @ Sain is  B. Com from Banglore University and he is the mastermind behind the racket.  He used to work at the Winter Rhythm Computers at Himayat Nagar, Hyderabad as Business Development Executive. He has no past criminal record. [image: image9.png]



 
            Accused Nafees Ahmed used to run a call centre by the name of Prefect Call Center for the HDFC Bank.  He had more than 30 employees but since the past one month he is unemployed. He no past criminal record.   Accused Raju Khan is 8th standard passed and used to run a motor car workshop in Najafgarh.  He is Nafee’s cousin and was recruited by Nafees for running this racket. Accused Brijest Yadav is driver by profession and was recruited by Nafees for running this racket. 
 
            Accused Dildar Hussain is 10th class pass and runs a tailoring shop in South Ext.-II.  He is good friend of Nafees and they have cheated Rs. 6 lacs by swiping fake/cloned credit cards from the swiping machine installed in his shop.
