It is estimated that more than a billion people lack clean water all over the world. The result is the spread of diseases, particularly diarrhea. It is the second most common cause of infant deaths worldwide and causes many deaths in developing countries. Every year, dirty water kills millions of children and influences the growth of millions more.
People can clean their drinking water with filters. However, traditional filters work by forcing water through small openings to clean away bacteria. That needs power and frequent changes of the filter elements, and both of them are too costly for the poor. To assist people in need of clean water, Dr. Yi Cui, a professor of Stanford University, has come up with a better design. His model does not filter out the bacteria─it kills them.

The filter element is a web of tiny carbon cylinders and silver wires laid on top of a thin strip of cotton cloth. Silver is well known for the ability to kill bacteria. Therefore, having water run through the filter can destroy them with the metal. Besides, running an electric current through the silver can help get rid of bacteria because electricity has the ability to break down the membranes that surround bacterial cells.

People might doubt whether the new design could save money since using silver this way might sound expensive, but it is not. The amount of silver involved is little and so is the quantity of electricity needed to keep the filter working. In fact, a small solar panel would be sufficient to supply it. The filter itself would be expected to last indefinitely. Hopefully, this new water filter model can save many lives and improve people’s life quality.
The next test, then, is to see if the new device kills the full range of dangerous bacteria found in polluted water. If it does, drinkable water, one of the necessities of life, may become easier for many people to obtain.

Brands often pay significant sums of money to be the exclusive sponsor for high-profile events. To their credit, the event organizers go to great lengths to protect the value of the sponsors and the relationship they have with the event. However, as long as brands have sponsored these events, other brands have tried to take advantage of the events as well. This concept─known as “ambush marketing” ─involves running similarly themed campaigns around the time of the event without actually mentioning the event itself. A famous example of this was a campaign released by American Express, a credit card company, around the Barcelona Olympics, “You don’t need a visa to go to Barcelona.” (Visa was the Olympic sponsor.) Aware of this practice, brands usually think ahead of how to counteract their rivals on site, on TV, and especially on the web.
The open distribution and prevalence of the web create a whole new path for ambush marketing. For example, in the “Write the Future” campaign, Nike produced a video and used the web as an initial distribution ground. Two weeks and 15 million-plus views later, Nike has created a brand association with soccer and likely the World Cup itself. Adidas, who owned the sponsorship of the event, also produced a very compelling video─only it debuted a bit later and was far less seen or distributed. While Adidas may have a significant TV or local presence planned over the next two weeks, it got hijacked online. 

Seeing that social media, rapid news and thousands of bloggers are all affecting marketing plans in ways no one would have predicted 10 years ago, brands view the web as a main battlefield. With these new tools, people have more ways to talk about big events in a advance from a very early stage. That is, the web and social media are rewriting the rules of marketing. This presents both new opportunities and challenges for brands. However, in any event, it is a factor that must be considered when hundreds of millions of dollars in sponsorships are on the line.
