The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Hall Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Members present:  Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen.
Also present:  Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: Motion by Cain, seconded by Dahlin to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the February 19, 2019 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
Committee Reports

Finance & Utilities Committee (Cain, Erickson Sveeggen) – Municipal Liquor Store:  Cain reported that the committee met with Manager Dee Akland regarding several projects she proposed for improving the facility and grounds.  The Committee agreed with her suggestions and asked her to begin gathering estimates for these projects.  Once she has this information, they will meet again to review and discuss plans to proceed with the projects.
Elaine Johnson – Finance officer – Time & Attendance Module:  Johnson discussed the tentative timeline, cost, and implementation of a module within the Summit Technologies program that will change the present timecard system to one that allows employees to log their time through their smart phone or other device that can be uploaded for payroll.  After a brief discussion, Council approved implementation of this system, as well as requiring all payroll to be direct deposited.
Johnson presented and reviewed with the Council financial reports for January 2019.  Sveeggen had researched past financial information and previous audits and gave the Council an overview of her findings in regard to the status of some fund balances.
Old Business

GenPro Energy Solutions:  Following a presentation to the Council on solar energy at the February 19 Council meeting, Mark from GenPro Energy Solutions contacted Zeimetz to inquire if the Council needed additional information.  Due to current and pending projects the Council will not pursue this topic at this time.
New Business

Concession stand at Beresford Area Pool:  Joanne Paulsen with the Beresford Community Food Cupboard (a non-profit organization) would like to operate the concession stand at the pool again this year.  Concession stand hours will be similar to last year and they will carry their own insurance.  Motion was made by Erickson and seconded by Schott to enter in a lease agreement with the Beresford Community Food Cupboard to run the concession stand at the swimming pool.  All Present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Resolution 2019-03 - Review and Approval of Plat for Union County Tower Addition:  Zeimetz provided information on the proposed 2.5 million gallon and 215 ft. tall water tower to be added in the southeast corner of town.  Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve Resolution 2019-03.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Beresford Housing Study:  The findings and recommendations of a housing study (funded by a grant and the State of SD) was presented by Zeimetz.  The study, which confirms the need for additional housing, will be posted on the City of Beresford website at beresfordsd.com.  A motion was made by Erickson and seconded by Cain to accept the Beresford Housing Study. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Discussion & Information Items

2018 Building Permits:  Zeimetz presented a summary of building permits issued during 2018.  There were 86 building permits attained with 65 in Union County and 21 in Lincoln County.  The value of the permits was $10,076,065.00 with 7 new construction homes, 2 twin homes and 1 house removed.

Consumer Price Index for 2019:  Zeimetz shared information received from the SD Dept. of Revenue.  The CPI to be used for taxes payable in 2020 is 2.4%.  
Local Board of Equalization meets March 18:  The local board of equalization will meet at the Beresford City Hall Chambers on Monday, March 18, 2019 at 7:30 p.m.  The purpose of the meeting is to review any objections Beresford residents may have to the counties’ assessment of their property.  Individuals wishing to appeal will have until 5 p.m. on Thursday, March 14th, 2019 to submit their written request.
Municipal Election: A City election will not be held this year.  Incumbent Council Members Ward 1 Art Schott, Ward 2 Gerald Dahlin will hold another 2-year term.  Incumbent Tom Erickson from Ward 3 may choose to remain seated on the Council for one more year.  If he chooses to resign, an appointment will be made to fulfill his term.
Wheels ‘n’ Squeals Event:  This event will not be held this year; a different event will potentially be held the first weekend in August.  More information will be available in the near future.
