Bharatpur, Rajasthan and one Jac um who was wanted in several cases of Rajasthan were also arrested.  As many as 16 motorcycles, devices to break and free the locks of motorcycles, one Deshi Katta and 7 live cartridges and cash worth Rs. 22360/- were recovered from them.

 FOUR BURGLARS/HOUSE THIEVES/AUTO LIFTERS   INVOLVED IN MOBILE PHONES THEFTS/BURGALRIES & M.V.THEFT   ARRESTED AND 5 MOBILE PHONES & ONE MOTOR CYCLE RECOVERED, FOUR CASES OF BURGLARY, HOUSE THEFT & M.V.THEFT WORKED OUT .   


The Jafrabad Police have apprehended four burglars/thieves of mobile phones and auto lifter who indulged in the burglaries/house thefts & Auto Lifting  in the area of PS Jafrabad and recovered 5 mobile phones and one motor cycle from their possession  and worked out 4 cases of burglary, house theft & m.v.theft. The arrested person are (1) Waseem @ Nafees @ Radhey (2) Rashid @ Bhindi (3) Firoz (4) Parvez.  

INCIDENT :- On 15.03.2010 a theft was committed in the house of Razia Sultana w/o Kaiser Azad r/o gali no. 30/1, Jafrabad, Delhi, Counsler of MCD from Ward No. 249 (Chauhan Banger ward ) in which the unknown persons stolen her 5 expensive/latest Nokia N-Series mobile phones and Rs. 5000/- from her home. Similarly the house of one Abdul Rehman in gali no. 26, Jafrabad, Delhi, the another Contesting Candidate from MCD Ward No.249 was burglarred in the night of 23.04.2010 in which the burglars took away 2 expensive/latest mobile phones and Rs. 5000/- were stolen and another incident in the night 10.05.2010 a house theft was committed in the house of one Mohd. Shahid r/o C-25/58, Gali No.3, Rishi Kardam Marg, Chauihan Banger, Delhi, in which the thieves took away 2 mobile phones,  Rs. 25000/- and D/L,ATM Cards & credit Cards. Case FIR No. 67/10, 116/10 and 128/10 were registered at PS Jafrabad and the investigation of the above cases was taken up.  

TEAM: _ A team of SI Lalit Mohan, PSI Vikas Panwar, PSI Dharmender, PSI Vivek Sharma,  ASI Kishan Pal, HC Shri Pal, ct. Shri Bhagwan Ct. Sunder, Ct. Mahender, Ct. Mohd. Rehman and Ct. Sunil under the supervision of Inspr. Udaibir Singh, SHO Jafrabad and over all direction/close supervision of Sh. Chander Kant Talwar ACP/Seelampur, Delhi, was formed to collect the details of the stolen mobile phones from the various mobile operator companies and to collect intelligence about the accused persons involved in the above burglaries/theft and other thefts in the area.

INVESTIGATION :- During the investigation the team members collected the local intelligence. The team members sensitized the local informers to collect the intelligence about the burglars/thieves. The success  came ahead when the team members received secret information on which the above persons were apprehended and 5 mobile phones and one stolen motor cycle were recovered  from the above burglars/thieves. Some associates of the above burglars/thieves are being identified and there are chances that some more cases may be worked out after their arrest. A BLIND MURDER MYSTERY OF MENTALLY UNSOUND YOUTH SOLVED : KILLERS ARRESTED

With the arrest of (1) Kanhaiya Lal @ Gagan s/o Mata Prasad r/o T-650 L-3 8-2F, Baljit Nagar, Delhi aged 22 years and (2) Anand Prakash @ Rahul s/o Bhikhan Pal r/o H.No  T-585, Gali No.2, Baljit Nagar aged 18 years, the Central District Police has solved a murder mystery in which a 23 year old youth had been brutally shot in his head in the middle of a predominantly residential area of Block 30 West Patel Nagar on 8.5.10.
INCIDENT AND TEAM 

On 8.5.10 at 9.24 pm, a P.C.R call was received at Police Station Patel Nagar that a person is lying near Block 30, West Patel Nagar and blood is oozing out of his body.  The call was verified and the police staff found that in a narrow dimly lit street near Mother Dairy, Lal Mandir a male aged about 23 years was lying in a pool of blood and had a suspected bullet injury mark on the head.  He was rushed to Lady Harding Hospital where he was declared ‘brought dead’ and the doctor diagnosed that the injury was a result of gunshot.  The identity of the deceased was revealed as Inderpal @ Bittoo, a 23 year old s/o Rajpal r/o T-323, Baljeet Nagar, Delhi.  Subsequently, a case vide FIR No. 105/10 u/s 302 IPC was registered at PS Patel Nagar and investigation was taken up.

TEAM AND INVESTIGATION
A team was immediately constituted under the supervision of ACP/Patel Nagar Ms. Anita Roy consisting of Inspr. M.S. Shekhawat, SHO/Patel Nagar, Inspector Investigation Mahaveer Singh, PSI Sunil Kumar, Ct. Dharamveer, Ct. Ravindar, Ct. Brahm Prakash  and Ct. Rakesh.
It was indeed a blind case.  The background enquiry of the deceased revealed that he was mentally undeveloped and had the IQ level of a 13 years boy although he was 23 years old.  He sought day to day employment as a helper in various capacities.  During the investigation, several sources were deployed and local intelligence was also gathered.  The police team interrogated about 200 people from the locality including the near and dear ones of the deceased Inderpal @ Bittoo, however no definite motive could be ascertained.  On 2.6.10, acting upon on a secret information, the police team nabbed two youngsters namely Kanhaiya Lal @ Gagan and Anand Prakash @ Rahul, both residents of Baljit Nagar, Delhi.
INTERROGATION  

Although there was initial denial by the apprehended persons, however, after sustained interrogation both Gagan and Rahul confessed to their crime.  They informed that Kanhaiya @ Gagan’s father runs a Pan corner close to the house of the deceased, Inderpal @ Bittoo who used to purchase things from the shop often without paying for the same.  The deceased was a habitual drunkard who was in the habit of begging for money from the local residents to purchase liquor.  On the night of 7.5.10, the deceased purchased things from the Pan shop and refused to pay.  Moreover, he also publically abused and manhandled Gagan’s father.  This incident deeply annoyed Gagan’s father who closed his shop and went home and narrated the entire incident to his son who was infuriated by the daily torture and financial loss due to non-payment by the deceased.  Subsequently, Gagan along with his friend Rahul made plan to eliminate Inderpal @ Bittoo.
The initial plan was to harm him by throwing acid on his face and in search of the same they both went to Chandni Chowk, but acid was not available.  Consequently, Gagan and Rahul changed their plan and decided to use a country made pistol which Gagan had allegedly procured from Azamgarh, U.P. 
On 8.5.10, Gagan and Rahul as per their plan exchanged their motorcycles and coloured their number plates with mud to prevent identification.  Rahul lured the deceased by giving him Rs. 100 and suggested him that they would buy drink and share the same.  Bittoo purchased the drink and sat on the bike with Rahul.  Gagan followed them from behind as per plan. Rahul took the deceased to a lonely spot towards Road No. 20.  While the deceased got off from the bike and walked towards Lal Mandir, Gagan who was following them fired at the deceased from backside and sped away from the spot on his bike.  Rahul and Gagan later on went to Satyam Complex after successful execution of their plan.
At their instance, the country made pistol used in the commission of offence has been recovered.

PRORFILE 

Both Kanhaiya Lal @ Gagan s/o Mata Prasad r/o T-650 L-3 8-2F, Baljit Nagar, Delhi aged 22 years and Anand Prakash @ Rahul s/o Bhikhan Pal r/o H.No  T-585, Gali No.2, Baljit Nagar aged 18 years belong to the poor families and are educated upto 8th class.  They are presently working at Kunal Electrical Services at West Patel Nagar. The murder was committed in order to take revenge of the insult of Gagan’s father.

Whereas a General Taxi Stand  for halting and parking of taxis   was  in existence  on Road No. 13 (leading to Lal Kuan and further to Badarpur from Nehru Place and known as Maa Anand Mai Marg) and  was denotified vide order No. 1860-1960/Admn. Branch/T (DA-III) dated 24.02.2010.  And whereas  on 29.03.2010,  the operators of subject GTS had submitted an application seeking allotment of an alternative site and  whereas one site for Halt and Go place for taxis,  “near DDA Park, between B-212 and B-213, Okhla Industrial Area, Phase-I  New Delhi was found feasible   from  the  point of view of traffic management by the Area Traffic Police.   And whereas Asstt. Commissioner (MCD) Central Zone, Lajpat  Nagar  has conveyd a  NOC  to  relocate the  Halt & Go Place for taxis, vide letter No. AC/CZ/497/2009-2010 dated 25.05.2010.

   
Now, therefore, I Prabhakar, Dy. Commissioner of Police/Traffic (HQ) Delhi in exercise of powers conferred upon me u/s 3 of the Delhi control of Vehicular and Other Traffic on Road and Street Regulation, 1980 do hereby order that a Halt & Go place for taxis   “near DDA Park, between B-212 and B-213, Okhla Industrial Area, Phase-I New Delhi is re-notified  with immediate effect, in public interest (copy of site map enclosed). This Halt and Go place for taxis will not be owned by any individual or authority and is notified on temporary basis. 



And whereas the notifying  authority reserves the right to cancel the notification subsequently in public interest for reason of traffic regulation, requirement of security, local complaints, refusal, misbehavior, overcharging, or any subsequent objection raised by the land owning agency.  MCD/NDMC/DDA/L&DO  etc. shall not confer any tehbazari rights for the site to any individual.  No pucca/semi pucca structure, water, electricity and telephone connection shall be allowed on the site. 



This order shall come into force with immediate effect.



This order shall be published for information of the general public in the official gazette and by affixing a copy on the notice board of the office of DCsP/Traffic and Distt. DCsP and Police Stations in Delhi/New Delhi.

Main accused of kidnapping-cum-murder case of PS Samai Pur Badli, declared Proclaimed Offender, arrested by SOS, Crime Branch Delhi.
 

The Crime Branch has arrested  accused  Samay Pal @ Samar Pal  s/o Bhawani Singh r/o B-261, Vishal Garden, Neelothi More Near Nala, PS Nihal Vihar, Delhi, who abducted a taxi driver, murdered him, and thrown his body in the area of PS Vijay Vihar, Delhi, after robbing his Indigo car. 

INCIDENT
On 11.12.08, one Sh. Jagmohan s/o Sh. Surjeet Singh r/o H. No. 197, Arjun Nagar, owner of Sangam Taxi Service, Village Huaz Khas, reported that on 23.11.08, his driver Sushil Kumar s/o Sh. Ram Kumar r/o Vill Hada Hedi, Distt Alwar, Rajasthan was sent to Sector-18, Rohini for dropping his friend in his company’s Indigo Car No. DL-3CAL-0492 and thereafter since 23.11.08 night after 10.40 pm he had no information about his driver Sushil Kumar and his Indigo car. In this regard, a case vide FIR No. 503/08 u/s 365 IPC was registered at PS Samai Pur Badli, Delhi. 

 

On 20.01.09, a team of Special Operation Squad had arrested accused Bhisham, Rambir & Dhrambir and dead body of deceased Sushil Kumar was recovered. Section 302/201/34 IPC also added in the case but the Indigo car was not recovered because the main accused Samay Pal was absconding.

 
TEAM
 
A team led by Insp. Raj Pal Dabas, SI Virender Singh, ASI Suresh, HC Rajbir,  HC Mahabir, HC Harvinder, HC Rajinder, Ct Sanjay,  Ct Jai Baba and Ct Suresh  under the over all supervision of Sh. Udaiveer Singh Rathi ACP/SOS has effected this arrest.

 
  ARREST 
 

On 2.6.10 a secret information was received by HC Mahabir Singh of SOS/Crime Branch  that accused Samay Pal @ Samar Pal, who is a Proclaimed Offender in the above mentioned case would come near Lokesh Cinema Nangloi Delhi. On the basis of this information, a trap was laid and at about 4 PM accused Samay Pal was apprehended. On verification, it was revealed that he was the Proclaimed Offender wanted in case FIR No 503/08 u/s 365/302/201/411/34 IPC PS Samai Pur Badli Delhi (declared P.O. by the court of Sh Sudhanshu Kaushik, MM on 15.4.10).

 
INTERROGATION
 
Accused Samay Pal has disclosed that on 23.11.08 they made a plan to take lift in some car and rob the car.  They went to bus stop Wazir Pur Depot in search of a target.  At around 10 p.m. a driver stopped his car No. DL-3C-AL-0492, Tata Indigo near bus stop Wazir Pur Depot and offered lift to bystanders. All the four accused sat in the car. Near Dhaula Kuan, they overpowered the driver and strangulated him with the help of his muffler. Samar Pal took the wheel and they dumped the body of the victim near Shamshan Ghat Vijay Vihar.  Samar Pal took away the vehicle.

LEADER OF INTER STATE BURGLARS’ GANG ARRESTED:  ABOUT 100 INCIDENTS OF BURGLARIES REPORTED FROM VARIOUS TOWNS IN NCR AND MANY AREAS IN DELHI IN RECENT PAST SOLVED:  WITH THEIR ARREST STOLEN JEWELLERY WORTH RS.5 LACS AND HOUSE BREAKING IMPLEMENTS RECOVERED.
 
INTRODUCTION:
 

With the arrest of Ranjeet Kumar @ Mahto, aged 22 years resident of D- 309, Indira Enclave,  Aman Vihar earlier Pitampura, T.V. Tower, the South District police has nabbed  the leader of  desperate burglars’ gang who have been involved in more than 100 incidents of burglaries in Faridabad, Gurgaon, Gaziabad, Sahibabad, Vasundhara, Jaipur, Karnal, Rohtak and other nearby satellite towns around Delhi and also various areas of Delhi viz. Ashok Vihar, Kanhiya Nagar, Keshav Puram, Rohini, Pooth Kalan, Maya Puri, Pitam Pura, Shalimar Bagh, Tilak Nagar etc. With his arrest 10 wrist watches, 4 cell phones, one camera, One Kg. silver articles, 300 gram gold articles, Cash Rs. 11,000/- and house breaking implements along with hand gloves used in commission of crime have been recovered.
 
INCIDENT:
 

With the start of summer vacations, the incidents of burglaries in Govt. multi storied flats and Kothies in NCR and Delhi increased in various parts of Delhi and NCR region.  Various police teams developed intelligence and efforts were put to identify these groups to prevent further increase of such incidents.  A team of police station Lodhi Colony was also formed to work on such active gangs.
 
TEAM, INVESTIGATION & ARREST:
 

The team of police Station Lodhi Colony consisting of SI Virender Prakash, ASI Shashi Kant, HCs Balbir, Mukesh, Rajender,Consts. Raj Kumar, Umesh, Rajeev, Yudhister, Parveen under the supervision of Inspr. Rajender Singh, SHO/P.S. Lodhi Colony and Sh. Vikramjit Singh, ACP/Defence Colony visited a few incidents of burglaries reported in Delhi and adjoining Faridabad and collected intelligence regarding involvement of Shaakaal- Mehto Gang.  It was also learnt that this gang of burglars had earlier been involved in many cases of burglaries in Outer, North West, West Delhi and kept shifting their hide outs after each heist and also keep changing their receiver of stolen jewelleries.  It was also learnt that two members of this gang are the Bad Character of Pitampura area.  The information was further developed and on specific movement of the gang in the area of South Delhi, the team nabbed a motorbike borne criminal around 3 PM on dated 2.6.10 near Lodhi Colony market whereas his two other associates occupying a Maruti car managed to flee taking other route.  On physical checking of arrested accused person identified as Ranjeet Singh, one knife was recovered along with the house breaking implements A case of Arms Act was registered at police station Lodhi Colony Vide FIR No. 82 dated 2.6.10.
 
INTERROGATION:

The interrogation of accused person has revealed that he is a Bad Character of Maurya Enclave and had been involved in 12 cases including cases of attempt to murder.  His other associates Rajender @ Buddha, Sonu @ Shakaal are also B.C. of Maurya enclave area.  They put on gloves to avoid finger print while committing burglary crime.  They carry advanced implements of house breaking and carry knives to deal with any eventuality.  During the last two months he alongwith his other associates committed several incidents of burglaries in series in Faridabad, Gurgaon, Gaziabad, Sahibabad, Vasundhara, Jaipur, Karnal, Rohtak, etc.  During winter they commit crime in multi storied locked flats at night.  In some incident they escaped from the place of incidence by brandishing weapons.  The gang of Shakaal-Mehto have so far committed more than 100 incident of theft and burglaries and have been in jail for over a year.  
 

They would move in the area in a Maruti car and target locked flats/Kothies.  In order to avoid police dragnet, they keep on changing their target area and seldom visit a place again at least for 2-3 months.  This time gap keeps them safe from the pressure of police of one particular area.  Most of the members of this gang are notorious Bad Characters and keep on changing their hide outs and remain absent from their parent police station area.   All the members of this gang have gone to jail in various cases and spent at least 2/3 years there.  In one go they would commit 3-4 incidents of burglaries in series. They have proper chain of disposal of stolen property and Rajender @ Buddha has two to three jewellers on his panel to whom they dispose of their stolen jewellery.  In Maruti car they go even to far flung areas viz. Jaipur, Karnal, Chandigarh etc. and after stealing come to Delhi the same day and dispose of the stolen goods.  
 

Concerned police stations where they have committed crime are being informed regarding his arrest.  Efforts are being made to arrest the remaining accused persons and to effect the stolen property.
