Emails are not considered a form of written amendment and are not binding.  However, any changes to the bid document will be issued via a written amendment and posted on our website.  Notification of amendment will be through OSP’s Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS) system.
Inquiries are to be in writing and shall reference the appropriate section and paragraph number.  Questions should be submitted 5 calendar days prior to bid opening.  Only questions answered by written amendment are binding. Oral interpretations have no legal effect.
1.5 SCOPE

The purpose of this IFB is to establish a mandatory contract for the purchase of Roadway Luminaries and Lighting; and Lighting Standards and Components.  This contract will replace contract number 00300 for Lighting Standards and Components and contract number 02101 for Roadway Luminaries and Lighting.  Refer to specifications Section 3.3.
1.6 Purchasers
The primary purchaser(s) will be the Washington State Department of Transportation.  However, based upon contractor’s agreement, the contract will be made available to all other state agencies and institutions of higher education, for delivery on a statewide basis.
Purchasing Cooperatives

While use of the contract by members of the WSPC and DASCPP/ORCPP is optional, the state encourages them to use state contracts.  Their use of the contracts may significantly increase the purchase volume.  Their orders are subject to the same contract terms, conditions and pricing as state agencies.  The state accepts no responsibility for payment by WSPC or DASCPP/ORCPP members.

Based upon contractor’s agreement, the contract will be made available to political subdivisions and non-profit organizations which are members of the State of Washington Purchasing Cooperative (WSPC) and/or State of Oregon Cooperative Purchasing Program (DASCPP/ORCPP).  A list of Washington members is available on the Internet https://fortress.wa.gov/ga/inet/servlet/PCACoopListSv.  A list of Oregon members is available through at http://procurement.oregon.gov/DAS/PFSS/SPO/coop-menu.shtml  Contractors shall not process state contract orders from unauthorized purchasers.
Purchases by Nonprofit Corporations

Legislation allows nonprofit corporations to participate in state contracts for purchases administered by OSP.  By mutual agreement with OSP, the contractor may sell goods or services at contract pricing awarded under this contract to self certified nonprofit corporations.  Such organizations purchasing under this contract shall do so only to the extent they retain eligibility and comply with other contract and statutory provisions.  The contractor may make reasonable inquiry of credit worthiness prior to accepting orders or delivering goods or services on contract.  The state accepts no responsibility for payments by nonprofit corporations.  Their use of the contracts may significantly increase the purchase.

1.7 Term

The initial term shall be for 2 years starting from date of award (which is projected to be within forty-five days after bid opening date), with the option to extend for additional terms or portions.  Extensions will be subject to mutual agreement between the customers, contract holders and the Office of State Procurement.  The total contract term may not exceed six (6) years.  During the life of this contract specifications may be modified to incorporate industry upgrades.

1.8 Usage

We estimate that purchases over the two year initial term of the contract will be an approximate value of $300,000.00.  This is representative of historical purchases and does not represent guaranteed sales.  The State does not guarantee any minimum purchase.  Orders will be placed on an as needed basis.  Refer to price sheets for breakdown of usage by item.

Item 18:
This item shall conform to the requirements of Item 15 except the mounting height shall be 47', the shaft shall be fabricated for double Type 2 luminaire mast arms, and the special base plate shall conform to the Barrier Mounted Pole Base Plate detail on Standard Plan J-1d except the plate dimensions shall be 16" x 12" x 1-3/4" with four 1-1/4" bolt holes on a 11-3/4" x 5-1/2" rectangular pattern.

Item 31:
This item shall conform to the requirements noted on Standard Plan J-1b and the WSDOT Standard Specification 9-29.6(2) for the slip base assembly or the pre-approved drawings listed above. The item shall include the anchor plate, slip plate, the keeper plate, and the clamping bolts complete with nuts and washers.

Item 32:
This item shall conform to the requirements noted on Standard Plan J-1c for adapter type A-1 and WSDOT Standard Specification 9-29.6(2) for the slip base adapter.

Item 33:
This item shall conform to the requirements noted in Standard Plan J-1b and WSDOT Standard Specification 9-29.6(5) for anchor bolts for light standards or the pre-approved plans for light standards listed above.  This item shall include 3 - 1” x 4’-6” long anchor bolts and 2 anchor bolt templates.  Each bolt shall be furnished with 6 heavy hex nuts, 2 flat washers, and 1 - 4”square x 3/8” thick bearing plate.

Item 34:
This item shall have the same requirements as item 33 except the set shall include 4 anchor bolts and the anchor bolt templates will not be included.

Item 32:
Requires approval by the WSDOT Bridge and Structures Engineer prior to delivery.

If any of the pre-approved drawings are revised and approved by WSDOT Bridge and Structures Office during the term of this contract, the contractor shall supply light standards and components conforming to the revised drawings.

Component Identification
Light standards and luminaire arms will require identification tags.  The tags shall conform to the detail shown on the pre-approved drawings.  Slip base assemblies shall be bundled or packaged together complete with nuts, bolts, and washers and marked with the light standard number and contract number or purchase order number.  Anchor bolt sets, complete with nuts, washers plates and templates shall be bundled and tagged with the contract number or purchase order identification numbers.
Documentation

All manufacturer certification reports, including mill certifications, non-destructive testing reports, and anchor bolt reports shall be submitted for each light standard, component, and anchor bolt set.  All certifications and reports shall be marked with the purchase order number and contract number and shall be sent to the fabrication inspector.  The contractor shall notify the state, in advance, of the arrival of the light standards and components at the delivery site so that inspection can be scheduled.

Quality Assurance Inspection

Quality assurance inspection for light standards and components purchased by WSDOT will be provided by the WSDOT Materials Fabrication Inspection Office.  WSDOT purchasers shall contact the inspection office for information regarding inspection services. As the WSDOT Materials Laboratory operates on a cost recovery system, purchasers must provide a method of payment for inspection services.  Other purchaser may also contact the Materials Fabrication Inspection Office for information regarding inspection services.  

The following process is used for quality assurance inspection and acceptance of inspected items.

A. The purchaser shall notify the Materials Fabrication Inspection Office that they have placed an order for light standards and components (luminaire arms, slip base assemblies, anchor bolts, etc.) and that these items will require inspection at the fabrication plant or upon arrival at the delivery site*.  (*The Materials Fabrication Inspection Office will determine the inspection site based on plant location.)
The notice shall include contact information, the purchase order number, contract number, estimated delivery date, and a method for the fabrication inspectors to recover their inspection costs.  Contact information for the Fabrication Inspection Office can be found at:  Mats Lab Fabrication Inspection (http://www.wsdot.wa.gov/biz/mats/Construction/fabinsp.htm)
B. The fabricator shall give two business days notice to the WSDOT Materials Fabrication Inspection Office so that fabrication inspection can be scheduled.  (Inspection site will be determined by fabrication inspection office.)

C. The fabricator shall make arrangements for delivery with the purchaser.

D. The Purchaser’s inspection of all materials and equipment upon delivery is for the sole purpose of identification.  Such inspection shall not be construed as final acceptance or as acceptance of materials or equipment if materials or equipment do not conform to contractual requirements.  If there are any apparent defects in the materials or equipment at the time of delivery, the Purchaser will promptly notify the Contractor thereof.  Without limiting any other rights, the Purchaser and/or the State at its option, may require the Contractor to:
· Repair or replace, at Contractor's expense, any or all of the damaged goods,

· Refund the price of any or all of the damaged goods, or

· Accept the return of any or all of the damaged goods without penalties.

E. If inspection occurred at the fabrication site, light standards and components will be stamped or tagged “APPROVED FOR SHIPMENT”.  If there are no stamps or tags, the Purchaser shall notify the WSDOT Materials Fabrication Inspection Office that the light standards or components have arrived at the delivery site and are ready for inspection.
F. The Materials Fabrication Inspection Office will inspect the light standards and components at the delivery site and if approved, they will be stamped or tagged “APPROVED FOR SHIPMENT”.  Material certification and nondestructive test reports shall be provided by the manufacturer and shall be available at the time of inspection.  Inspection at the delivery site is included in the 60 calendar day delivery time period.

If light standards or anchor bolts are not in compliance with the order, fail the fabrication inspection, or are damaged due to shipping, they shall be repaired to the satisfaction of the State or shall be replaced by the contractor at no additional cost to the State.

4 BID EVALUATION

4.20 EVALUATION / AWARD
Recognizing that a single brand or manufacture may not satisfy the needs of the state, this contract will be awarded for a variety of products in this category.  Every brand or model appearing on the contact will be awarded by manufacturer to a single vendor, following the competitive bid process.
Prior to using this contract for a purchase, the end user shall evaluate the product(s) meeting their needs and select the unit(s) that is with the lowest cost to the state.

BID EVALUATION PROCESS
The scoring criteria will be as follows:

Step 1:
Meet Bid Specifications 


Pass/Fail, if pass, move on to step 2
Step 2.
Responsiveness, based on bid submittal.
If responsive, move on to step 3.
Step 3:

Pricing – Lowest Responsive Bidder per manufacturer.

It is the state's intent to award a contract at the lowest possible cost to multiple suppliers, be they manufacturers, dealers or a combination thereof.  This decision will be based upon bid responses as it is unknown at this time if manufacturers will bid on a direct basis (offering statewide coverage through their authorized dealers), or if dealers themselves will bid, offering to provide product.

In conjunction with the Competitive Procurement Standards, Section, Paragraph 28, the award of this bid may be awarded in two parts, a competitively awarded part and a negotiated sole source agreement part.  Where bids are received from multiple bidders for the same manufacturer line, a competitive award may be pursued (i.e. divide estimated 2-year usage by number of manufacturers lines bid, multiply this number by bid price).  Where bids are received from a manufacturer or single bidder, a sole source negotiated agreement may be pursued.  Awards shall be made to the lowest responsible and responsive bidder(s) by manufacturer, that meets all bid requirements.
4.21 EVALUATION CONFERENCE

To aid in the evaluation process, after bid opening, the state may require individual bidders to appear at a date, time and place determined by the state for the purpose of conducting discussions to determine whether both parties have a full and complete understanding of the nature and scope of contractual requirements.  In no manner shall such action be construed as negotiations or an indication of the state’s intention to award.

5 CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS
5.22 RETENTION OF RECORDS

The contractor shall maintain, for at least three years after completion of this contract, all relevant records pertaining to this contract.  This shall include, but not be limited to, all records pertaining to actual contract performance from the date of contract award.  It shall also include information necessary to document the level of utilization of MWBE’s and other businesses as subcontractors and suppliers in this contract as well as any efforts the contractor makes to increase the participation of MWBE’s. 5.23 REPORTS

The contractor(s) must provide the following report(s) to Office of State Procurement.

Sales and Subcontractor Report

The contractor must submit quarterly usage reports through the Contract Sales Reporting System located on the internet at https://fortress.wa.gov/ga/apps/CSR/login.aspx.  Once awarded, contractor may contact OSP for password to access the online Sales Reporting System.
Reports must be submitted within thirty (30) days after the end of the calendar quarter, i.e., no later than April 30th, July 31st, October 31st and January 31st.
Contracts Specialist Required Report

The successful bidder(s) must provide the Contracts Specialist with an itemized sales report by customers.  Reports are to be for a six month period and are due to the Contracts Specialist within 30 days after the reporting period.  Reports may be rounded to the nearest dollar (see page 87 for sample report form).
6 SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

6.24 DELIVERY LOCATION

Light standards and components as well as roadway luminaires and lighting shall be delivered to the location points as indicated on the Field Order (which may be throughout the State of Washington).  Regular business hours are defined as 8:00 AM to 3:30 PM Monday through Thursday, excluding Washington State Holidays.  The contractor shall notify the purchaser three days prior to making a delivery.  Deliveries outside the regular business hours must be pre-arranged with the purchaser.  If contractor attempts to make delivery without prior arrangements, the State reserves the right to reject delivery
6.25 DELIVERY TIME

A. Steel light standards and components built in accordance with the pre-approved drawings will be delivered within 60 calendar days after acknowledgement of receipt of field order.  Anchor bolts, if required, will be delivered within 15 calendar days after acknowledgement of receipt of field order.
The order and delivery procedure will be as follows:

1. WSDOT will fax or email field orders to the Contractor.

2. Contractor will acknowledge receiving field order by faxing a confirmation within four (4) business hours after receipt of field order. Business hours are defined as Monday through Friday, 8 AM to 3:30 PM (Pacific Daylight/Standard Time).  For those field orders that are faxed or emailed to Contractor after 2:00 PM, the Contractor will process the field order first thing on the next working business day.  The contractor’s delivery time will begin on the next business day.

3. The Contractor is required to submit shop drawings for light standards without pre-approved plans and for special base plates used on light standards with pre-approved drawings.  Contractor will submit six (6) sets of the shop drawings to the WSDOT responsible party listed on the field order for review and approval.  Pre-approved drawings are listed in Section 3.3.  For light standards built in accordance with pre-approved plans, no shop drawings are required.
4. If needed, WSDOT responsible party will process the shop drawings in accordance with the WSDOT  WSDOT Construction Manual M41-01 Section 8-20.2B. WSDOT responsible party will be allowed seven (7) calendar days to review the Contractor’s shop drawings for light standards built without pre-approved drawings.  If the WSDOT responsible party requires a longer time period to review the shop drawings, the additional time will not count against the Contractor delivery time.  After approval, the responsible party will distribute the shop drawings according to WSDOT Construction Manual M41-01 Section 8-20.2B and shall ensure that two copies are forwarded to the Fabrication Inspection Office.
5. Upon receipt of the stamped approved shop drawings, the Contractor will fabricate and ship the light standard(s) to the specified delivery point within the specified delivery period.
B. Roadway luminaires and lighting will be delivered within 60 calendar days after acknowledgement of receipt of field order.

Because of a high incidence of damage, each luminaire fixture must be opened and checked by purchaser for concealed damage.  If there are signs of damage, it must be noted on the original Bill of Lading and Freight Bill.  The shipping agent shall allow adequate time to open and check each fixture.  It shall be the responsibility of the vendor to advise his shipping agent of this requirement
6.26 PRICING AND ADJUSTMENTS

Unless otherwise stipulated all bids must include unit prices and extensions where applicable and be otherwise in the format requested.

All bid pricing is to be FOB Destination, freight prepaid and included, for any destination within the State of Washington.  If bidder agrees to extend contract pricing to State of Oregon ORCCP members, a percent increase to bid pricing to accommodate additional freight costs to Oregon locations may be indicated in Section .3.2, Bid Submittals.
A. All pricing shall include the costs of bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and all contractual requirements.  During contract period pricing shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 calendar days after effective date of contract.

B. Adjustments in pricing will be considered after firm fixed price period on a pass through basis only.  A minimum of 45 calendar days advance written notice of price increase is required which is to be accompanied by sufficient documentation to justify the requested increase.  Documentation must be based on United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index.  Acceptance will be at the discretion of the Contracts Specialist and shall not produce a higher profit margin than that established on the original contract pricing.  Approved price adjustments shall remain unchanged for at least 365 calendar days thereafter.
C. During the contract period, any price declines at the manufacturer’s level or cost reductions to Contractor shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price retroactive to Contractor's effective date.
D. During the term of this contract, should the contractor enter into pricing agreements with other customers providing greater benefits or lower pricing, contractor shall immediately amend the state contract to provide similar pricing to the state if the contract with other customers offers similar usage quantities, and similar conditions impacting pricing.  Contractor shall immediately notify the state of any such contracts entered into by contractor.
6.27 CONTRACTOR PERFORMANCE

General Requirements: The state, in conjunction with purchasers, monitors and maintains records of Contractor performance.  Said performance shall be a factor in evaluation and award of this and all future contracts.  Purchasers will be provided with product/service performance report forms to forward reports of superior or poor performance to the Contracts Specialist.

6.28 PURCHASING CARD ACCEPTANCE

In an effort to streamline the purchasing and payment process, the State is encouraging agencies to use the state contracted purchasing card to facilitate small dollar purchases.  While at the present time, it is not mandatory that contractors accept credit card purchases, we encourage all state contractors to consider this alternate payment process.  Please indicate in Bid Submittals which card(s) you presently accept and payment discount you may offer the state.  The current card available for state agency use is a VISA product.
6.29 BIDDER COMPLIANCE

The State reserves the right to consider the actual level of bidder’s compliance with the requirements specified in this IFB, and to consider a bid responsive if it substantially complies with the state’s intent relative to overall bid requirements and specifications.
6.30 ADDITIONS OR DELETIONS

The state reserves the right to add or delete items, agencies, or locations, as determined to be in the best interest of the state.  Added items, agencies or locations will be related to those on contract and additions or deletions will not represent a significant increase or decrease in size or scope of the contract.  Such additions or deletions will be by mutual agreement, will be at prices consistent with the original bid price margins, and will be evidenced by issuance of a written contract change notice from the Office of State Procurement.
6.31 Specifications compliance

Clarification for any item in these specifications may be obtained from the Office of State Procurement, (OSP) in writing.

The equipment specification(s) for this purchase are official state documents that carry far reaching ethical and legal implications.  Therefore, after an award has been issued to a successful bidder, there shall be no deviations from any requirements stated in the published equipment specification(s) during the manufacturing or assembly process of the units offered, without prior approval and an official contract change notice has been issued by the Office of State Procurement.  Failure to comply with this requirement constitutes breach of contract; and may be grounds for order cancellation, without re-stocking fees or damages to WSDOT
