
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:0 0 o’clock a.m., April 5, 2011 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for April 5, 2011:

Phil Wold, representing the Tri-Valley Opportunity Council and Cynthia Pic came before the Board with matters pertaining to Homeless Prevention.

The following resolution (2011-4-14) was offered by Commissioner Montague:

WHEREAS, The need for homeless prevention and assistance exists in Polk County; and

WHEREAS, Tri-Valley Opportunity Council, Inc. desires to administer the Minnesota Housing Finance Agency’s Family Homeless Prevention and Assistance Program in accordance with all applicable State and Federal regulations; and

WHEREAS, Tri-Valley Opportunity Council and Inter-County Community Council desire to deliver Family Homeless Prevention and Assistance Program services in Polk County; and

WHEREAS, In order to administer the Program, it is necessary for Tri-Valley Opportunity Council, Inc. to file a resolution of approval signed by the Polk County Board of Commissioners with the Minnesota Housing Finance Agency; and

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That Tri-Valley Opportunity Council, Inc. is authorized to:

1.
Submit a proposal to the Minnesota Housing Finance Agency for funds from the Family Homeless Prevention and Assistance Program to assist people in Polk County;

2.
Administer the Family Homeless Prevention and Assistance Program in Polk County, according to guidelines and contingent upon funds being granted.


Commissioner Diedrich seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.

The following resolution (2011-4-15) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich:

WHEREAS, Polk County Board of Commissioners agrees to participate in “Support Service Funds for Long Term Homeless People” from the Department of Human Services, in collaboration with a multi-county consortium consisting of Northwest Regions 1 and 2, and West Central Region 4; and

WHEREAS, Hubbard County will serve as the Lead County and Grantee for this project; and

WHEREAS, Leech Lake Indian Reservation, White Earth Indian Reservation, and Red Lake Indian Reservation will partner with the multi-county consortium and will receive services as a result of this project; and

WHEREAS, Polk County Board of Commissioners affirms to fully cooperate and participate in the collaborative project to provide support services to individuals and families who experience long-term homelessness; and

WHEREAS, Polk County Board of Commissioners and Mahube Community Council, Inc. agrees to communicate with partners of the multi-county consortium on a regular basis, receiving reports and information regarding progress of the project from the Service Provider Partner; and

WHEREAS, Polk County Board of Commissioners agrees to review the service plan and provide feedback to the Service Provider Partner regarding expectations and services provided.  

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners will participate in decision making for the project with the multi-county consortium.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That in the event that full funding is not received, secured funds will be pro-rated relative to each county/agency/tribe’s original request.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the contact person for the Northwestern Minnesota Support Services For Long-Term Homeless People project is Leah Pigatti, Executive Director of Mahube Community Council, Inc., Detroit Lakes, MN

BE IT FINALLY BE RESOLVED, That the administrative agent for the project is Mahube Community Council, Inc.
