MEHRAULI MURDER CASE SOLVED:ONE ACCUSED ARRESTED



South District, Delhi Police has arrested one accused Chander Pal (40) s/o Singman Singh r/o Village Nangla Lahori, Distt Etah, U.P. and solved the murder case of Kishan Pal s/o Sh. Singman Singh reported vide FIR No. 248 dated 21.5.08 u/s 302/201 IPC PS Mehrauli, Delhi. The weapon of offence, the spade has also been recovered. 
INCIDENT & INVESTIGATION 



On 21.05.08, one Pravesh s/o Singman Singh r/o Village Nangla Lahori, Distt Etha UP reported that on 15.05.08, his brother Chander Pal who is working as a security guard in Sainik Farm area of Delhi had came along with Sunita, wife of  his brother Kishan Pal and their children to their native village and informed that Kishan Pal has left the house without informing anyone and they have come to the village to search him and leave the children at the native place. On 18.05.08 Chander Pal had left his native place saying that he is going to search his brother and resume duty at Delhi but he has also not joined his duty and is missing.



On preliminary enquiry, it was learnt that Kishan Pal was a rickshaw puller and was living with his wife and children in a plot bearing Khasra No. 523/02, Neb Sarai, Sainik Farm, near St. Mary School Mehrauli, New Delhi.  His elder brother Chander Pal who was unmarried and was working as a Security Guard was also living with them. It was also learnt that Kishan Pal had been suspecting his wife for having illicit relation with his elder brother Chander Pal and used to quarrel with her on this issue.  Suspecting the whole incident, Sunita w/o Krishan Pal was enquired about the incident.  Sunita appeared to be very afraid.  After persistent questioning she disclosed that on 11.05.08, around 8 PM, Kishan Pal come drunk to his house, badly abused and beat her and had left the house.



Around 11 PM, he again came back and found his elder brother Chander Pal at his house. He started abusing his brother and quarrelled with him. After the quarrel, Chander Pal planned to finish Kishan Pal for ever.  He took out a spade and hit his brother on neck while he was asleep on his rickshaw as a result of which he succumbed to the injuries.  Chander Pal dug out the land in the corner of the plot and buried the body of his brother Kishan Pal.  Chander Pal also took out the clothes of the deceased and burnt them along the boundary wall of the neighbouring plot.  Chander Pal also threatened Sunita not to disclose the incident to any one else she would also be made to suffer the same fate.  The body of the deceased was exhumed at the instance of Sunita from the corner of the plot.  



A case vide FIR No. 248 dated 21.05.08 u/s 302/201 IPC PS Mehrauli, Delhi was registered on the statement of Pravesh Singh s/o Singman Singh( brother of the deceased) and investigation taken up by Inspr. Balram. A team under the supervision of Sh. Mehar Singh/ACP Hauz Khas, headed by Inspr. K.P.Kukretti/SHO, Mehrauli and Inspr. Balram Inspr. Law & Order PS Mehrauli, assisted by ASIs Virender & Ram Bhaj, HC Virender and Consts. Naresh & Rajinder was constituted to workout the case.  Sources were deployed in Delhi as well as the native place of the accused, friends and acquaintances of the deceased were questioned and continuous raids were conducted on the possible hide outs of the accused.



On 03.06.08, a secret information was received that the accused is hiding in the house of his sister at Kanshiram Nagar, U.P.  The team members immediately raided the place and arrested the accused. The weapon of offence, a spade and the rickshaw which was hidden by the accused was also recovered at his instance. 



Further investigation is in progress.

FAKE FRIENDSHIP CLUB RACKET BUSTED : 6 INCLUDING 5 WOMEN ARRESTED
INTRODUCTION
               With the arrest of 5 personS namely I) Sushil Kumar Bhamri, aged 42 years S/o Late Sh. Shadi Lal r/o Paschimpuri, Delhi, ii) Ms. Kavita (name changed), aged 24 years, r/o Karol Bagh, Delhi, iii) Ms. Shikha (name changed), aged 24 years, r/o Karol Bagh, Delhi, iv) Ms. Priti (name changed), aged 24 years, r/o Rajouri Garden, Delhi, v) Ms. Palak (name changed), aged 19 years, r/o Budh Vihar, Delhi and vi) Ms. Priya (name changed), aged 35 years, r/o Ashok Vihar, Delhi, the Crime Branch, Delhi has busted a fake Friendship Club racket being run from a rented office in Karol Bagh.  This gang also ran a fake massage parlour racket.  The Police team has also recovered 7 mobile phones, 4 note books, 7 debit cards and 1 laminated copy of fake driving license from their possession.  
INCIDENT & TEAM: 
The Special Investigating Team of Crime Branch, Delhi, developed information that a fake Friendship Club racket was being run from somewhere in Karol Bagh area.  This information was further developed and found that one Sushil Kumar Bhamri was running this racket from 1626, Gali NO. 33, 4th Floor, Naiwala, Karol Bagh, Delhi. Accordingly, immediately a police team consisting of SIs Rajesh Kumar, Surender Dalal, HC Rajender, Cts. Atul, Neeraj, Amit and W/Ct. Laxmi under overall supervision of Dr. Joy Tirkey, ACP/SIT, Crime Branch, Delhi.  
 
The Police team raided the premises and apprehended five accused persons at the spot including Sushil Kumar and four women. The fifth woman was arrested later on by the Police team as she had been assisting the gang from outside.  
INTERROGATION
During the course of sustained interrogation the accused  broke down and admitted to their involvement in running the said racket. Sushil Kumar Bhamri is the main person behind the racket and he has a past criminal record and was found involved in more than half a dozen criminal cases in Delhi.  They further disclosed that they used to lured men into believing that they would get an opportunity to massage willing women, if they joined the club and paid membership fees.  The gang took out regular advertisement in newspapers in Delhi, Haryana and Punjab area.  The main accused Sushil Kumar Bhamri further disclosed that he had started this fake friendship club racket about 9 months ago.  The business was so good that he drove around in Swanky Tata Safari and wore numerous heavy gold chains, ear rings and several rings on his fingers.  He used to pay salary of Rs. 4,000/- to all his women employees along with perks in the form of 5% of the amount each could get deposited by luring in the prospective clients. Accused Ms Priya (name changed) had joined this fake club 8 months ago and she allowed Sushil Kumar to use her ICICI Bank account, in which she had given fake address, for money transaction generated in this racket.  She used to get a cut of 5% from the entire transaction.  
MODUS OPERANDI
            Sushil Kumar took out advertisement in the leading Hindi daily newspapers in Delhi, Haryana and Punjab.  The advertisements were short and crisp and promised good friendship and massage opportunities, if the ‘clients’ would call up on the various mobile phone numbers.
 
            When someone called up he was assured that if he deposited Rs. 4,000/- in a given bank account then he would be given the contact number of willing women of affluent families who would be interested in friendship, massage and complete satisfaction.  Once the person deposited Rs. 4,000/- he was given a contact number which was attended by a woman. The lady would act coy and lead on the caller.  When he wished to meet her she would ask him for the “code number” .  When the caller requested the fake friendship club of the ‘code number’ he was asked to deposit another Rs. 25,000/- in a given account.  When the caller by now hooked up deposited Rs. 25,000/- both the ‘willing lady’ and the fake friendship club refused to pick up his phone calls. If the caller tries to locate the phone number or the address of the bank account he fails because both would be taken on a fake name and address. 
 
INVESTIGATION :
            In the investigation conducted up till now 4 bank accounts have been traced that were being used by the racketeers.  The bank statements of these 4 accounts have shown deposit of more than Rs. 40 lacs since 1st January, 2008 till date.  The rough estimate of the persons cheated is more than 1000 persons. 
 
            A case vide FIR No. 102/08 dated 3.6.08 u/s. 419/420/468/471/120-B, IPC PS Karol Bagh, Delhi has been registered in this regard. Further investigation in this case is being done.

 MALVIYA NAGAR THEFT CASE BY MAID SERVANT SOLVED : PARAMOUR OF MAID SERVANT ARRESTED, LOOTED ARTICLES RECOVERED
INTRODUCTION
               With the arrest of a person namely Rahul Paul, S/o Lallan Paul r/o Village Mohammad Pur, Delhi and permanent resident of Asansol, West Bengal, the Crime Branch, Delhi has worked out the sensational theft case of Malviya Nagar area in which maid servant drugged the two young female executives working in multi-nationals and fled away with various valuables including laptops, credit cards, cash and mobile phones.   
INCIDENT & TEAM: 
Sharan Suri and Saloni Mahajan, both originally resident of Chandigarh are staying in a house at Sarvodaya Enclave, Malviya Nagar, Delhi.  Sharan is working as education consultant with British High Commission, Delhi and Saloni Mahajan is working as Sales and Marketing Manager with some news agency.  They have employed one domestic help Luci Minz, aged 22 years, originally resident of Orissa through some placement agency around two years back. 
 
On the night of 11.5.08, they took their dinner and went asleep. On next day, when mother of Sharan tried to contact her on mobile, the same was found not responding.  Similarly, there was no response from the phone of Saloni too.  Getting suspicious, she requested one of her known to in Delhi to visit at the residence of the girls and look into the matter.  After breaking the door of the house, both the girls were found un-conscious.  Two laptops, cell phones, credit cards, cash and some jewellery was also found missing along with domestic maid Luci Minz.  It is pertinent to mention here that before decamping with the booty, Luci Minz did’t forget to torn away her Police verification form to avoid her identification and arrest.  
Seeing the gravity of the incident the SOS, Crime Branch was asked to nab the criminal behind the incident.  A police team consisting of SIs Rajiv Kakkar, Devender, HCs Jasvinder Singh, Bacchu Singh, Mahabir Singh, Rajbir Singh  led by Inspr. Ved Parkash was constituted under overall supervision of Sh. Udaiveer Singh RATHI, ACP/SOS, Crime Branch.  
INVESTIGATION :
            The police team visited the scene of crime and also verified the antecedents of domestic help Luci Minz. During this process the police team came to know that Luci was in continous touch with one young boy name Rahul, aged 22 years, presently residing at Village Mohammad Pur, R.K. Puram, Delhi.  Efforts were made to trace out the present whereabouts of Rahul but he was not traceable. On 3.6.08, a secret information was received that some one will come at Ashram Chowk to sold some stolen articles. Accordingly a trap was laid by the team members.  Rahul Paul above mentioned was apprehended and from his possession the police team recovered looted articles.  Accordingly a case FIR No. 386/08 dated 3.6.08 u/s. 411-IPC, PS New Friends Colony, Delhi was got registered.  
INTERROGATION
During the course of sustained interrogation the accused  revealed that Luci Minz wanted to get marry with him.  To meet out the financial short-comings, they made a plan to commit theft in the house of owners of Luci Minz.  Rahul procured the sedative tables through one of his friend who was working with one chemist shop.  Luci gave these tablets in the chicken served to girls during dinner.  After that, both of the girls fell un-conscious.  Luci immediately called Rahul on his mobile. After collecting the valuables like Laptops, mobile and cash both of them fled away from the spot.  Duringt this they stayed at Asansol, Gaya and Howarah.  As Luci again and again insisted for marriage, Rahul made a plan to get rid of her.  As he was already married and looted cash was also exhausted.  First he tried to give same sedatives to Luci.  Later on, after taking Laptop and mobile phones from her, on the pretext of sale, he along with Luci, boarded in train going from ASansol to Gaya and in between he got down from the train leaving Luci abandoned.  With all these articles, he came back to Delhi to dispose off.  
Further efforts are being made to trace out the present whereabouts of Luci Minz.
