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GOVERNOR’S 20 RULES

1. Competitors will be current members of N.D.P.O.A. All match hosts will have
membership applications available at the match.

2. Competitors will fire the handgun they normally carry while on duty, utilizing
duty holsters and ammo holders.

3. Only official B27 targets will be used.

4. Semi-auto pistols will not have a barrel length longer than five (5) inches.

5. Revolvers will not have a barrel length longer than four (4) inches.

6. No optical or laser sights will be allowed.

7. Semi-auto pistols with single/double action capability will start each stage of
fire with the hammer in the down position and the first shot will be fired double
action.

8. All revolvers will be fired double action thru all stages of fire.

9. The following course of fire will be utilized

An aggregate of the following stages:

Stage 1: Three (3) yard line, double action, six (6) rounds one hand,
standing without support in eight (8) seconds

Stage 2: Seven (7) yard line, double action, twelve (12) rounds one or two
hands, standing without support in twenty (20) seconds. Includes reload for
second six (6) round string.

Stage 3: Fifteen (15) yard line, double action, twelve (12) rounds one or two
hands, standing without support in twenty (20) seconds. Includes reload for
second six (6) round string.





Stage 4: Twenty-five (25) yard line, double action, eighteen (18) rounds one
or two hands, in ninety (90) seconds. Includes six (6) rounds kneeling
utilizing the barricade for cover and support, six (6) rounds standing left
handed from behind the barricade, and six (6) rounds standing right handed
from behind the barricade. The allotted time includes reloading for
subsequent six (6) round strings.

Stage 1 and 2 will be fired on one target. Fresh targets will be put up for
Stage 3 and 4.

10. Any one or any agency may host a Governor’s 20 match as long as they
announce or publicize one week ahead of time that they will be hosting a
match. They will also need to abide by all Governor’s 20 rules.

11. All scoring will be done by competitors. No competitor will score his
own targets. No competitor will use a score plug to score a target. Only
range officials will be allowed to use a score plug.

12. The match host will forward $6.00 per score to the Governor’s 20
Coordinator who will use these fees for twenty (20) prizes for the
Governor’s 20 shooters., ie., t-shirts. As funds allow, firearms will be
purchased and drawn for as follows.

Every competitor who fires enough matches to qualify for the Governor’s
20, regardless of placing, will have one chance for each score shot. No
competitor will be allowed to win more than one gun per year.

13. Competitors may shoot up to three (3) scores at any one match and not
more than three (3) scores on the same range per day.

14. The aggregate of the three highest scores will be used for the
competitors final score, however no more than two (2) scores may be used
from one range. Three (3) scores may be used if they are fired on the same
range that is used for the NDPOA Convention Shoot.





15. Competitors will obey all range commands at all times and will conduct
themselves as professional law enforcement officers at all times. Failure to
do so will mean disqualification from the match they are firing.

16. In the case of a tied score, the aggregate X count will break the tie.
Should the score remain tied, then the shooter who has the highest single
match score shall prevail. Should the score remain tied, the competitor
with the highest X count for that highest single score shall prevail. Should
the score still remain tied, the scores shall stand and the competitors rank
will indicate a tie.

Instructors Bio’s

Christopher Grant is the former Chief of Detectives of the Rapid City (SD) Police Department's Criminal
Investigation Division and the former commander of the Rapid City Area Gang Task Force. He is a
graduate of the University of South Dakota (M.A.) and the FBI National Academy. Since 1990, Mr. Grant
has presented hundreds of gang awareness and recognition training programs for law enforcement,
educators, civic organizations and community members. He has also spoken at numerous regional and
national conferences and has provided consulting services for multiple federal agencies. In addition to
providing education pertaining to national gang trends generally, Mr. Grant is a nationally recognized
authority on Native American street gang and prison gang trends. He has worked with law enforcement,
educators and community leaders in over 65 tribal communities, providing gang and drug threat
assessments and training programs to assist in recognizing and addressing gang activity in Indian
Country. Mr. Grant maintains his law enforcement certification as a Reserve Special Agent with the
South Dakota Division of Criminal Investigation and he is the President of the Dakotas Chapter of the
Midwest Gang Investigator’s Association.

Tom Morris (instructing Fargo Area Gang Update) is a Sergeant with the Fargo Police Department. He
has been employed with the Fargo Police Department since 1997. He currently is assigned to the
Administrative Division and also works with Patrol Gang Officers. Before his current assignment he was
a Patrol Officer, Motorcycle Officer, Narcotics Detective and an Intelligence Detective. He has been
specializing in gang and graffiti investigations since 2007. He has a Bachelors of Science in Criminal
Justice from Minot State University. He has been a member of the Midwest Gang Investigators
Association since 2009 and has been the Vice President for the Dakotas Chapter since 2012. He has over
200 hours of specialized gang training, starting in 2004 through present. To include various criminal
street gang training, motorcycle gang training and Native American gang training

Todd Flanagan is currently a Captain with the North Dakota State Penitentiary assigned as a DOCR
Investigator. He was employed for 13 years prior with the Mandan Police Department where he held
assignments to include Detective and Patrol Sergeant. He has been with the DOCR and WSI as a State
Investigator for 10 years. He has worked on the Gang Task Force since 1996.

Kevin Hagen is currently a Probation Officer for the North Dakota Department of Corrections and
Rehabilitation and has been since 2004. Prior to that he was a Correctional Officer from 1991 to 1998
and a Correctional Caseworker from 1998 to 2003 for the Department of Corrections. He graduated
from Minot State University with a Bachelor of Science in Criminal Justice in 1991. He graduated from
the Law Enforcement Training Academy in 2004 and is a Licensed Peace Officer for the state of North
Dakota. He is currently a member of the Special Response Team for the North Dakota Probation
Department. He has been a member of the Midwest Gang Investigator’s Association Dakotas Chapter
since its inception in 2013 and has been Secretary for the organization since 2014. He has been actively
involved in the local gang task force in the Bismarck/ Mandan area since 2004. He has been a member of
the North Dakota Peace Officer’s Association since 2004 and was named North Dakota Peace Officer of
the year in 2015.

Hunter Summers grew up in Alliance Ohio where he attended Alliance High School. He was a Wrestling
two time Reginal qualifier and also placed third in the Sate in Freestyle wrestling. Hunter enlisted in the
Navy while still in his senior year. He served honorably from 1986 to 1990 as an Aircraft Mechanic.






Hunter Summers received his Associates Degree in Law Enforcement in 1999 from Kirkwood Community
College in Cedar Rapids IA. He started with the South Dakota DOC in 1992 and was promoted to the rank
of Sergeant. Nine months after he started his career over two hundred and fifty inmates rioted and took
control of the yard. The riot lasted for 32 hours. In 1995 Hunter was hired with the Marion IA Police
Dept. There he was assigned to Patrol and also selected and trained as a Tactical Operator for the High
Risk Entry and Arrest Team. In 1999 Hunter returned to the South Dakota DOC where he rose to the
rank of Lieutenant. While back with the DOC he was selected and trained as a Tactical Operator for the
DOC’c Special Operations Response and Tactics Team. He would eventually Command that team until
2015. In 2008 Hunter was selected as the DOC STG Coordinator and transferred to the Special
Investigations Unit were he currently holds the rank of Lieutenant. After a South Dakota DOC Officer
was killed in the line of duty during an escape attempt Hunter created the South Dakota DOC Honor
Guard. Hunter is now the Honor Guard Commander and that team deploys throughout the country
many times a year honoring those that fall in the line of duty. Hunter has been a MGIA Dakota’s Chapter
Board Member since its inception and is currently the Chapters Treasurer.

Michael Standing Soldier is an Oglala Lakota from the Pine Ridge Reservation. After high school Mike
joined the U.S. Army and received an honorable discharge in 1978. A year later he began serving a life
sentence at the South Dakota State Penitentiary. He was transferred to the Wyoming State Penitentiary
where he began taking college courses and successfully competing in powerlifting events. In 1985, his
life sentence was commuted by Governor Bill Janklow. He transferred back to South Dakota where he
was released on parole in 1994. Later that year he began college at the University of Sioux Falls,
graduating in 1998 with a Bachelor of Social Work and Bachelor of Psychology. In fall of 1998 he entered
the George Warren Brown School of Social Work at Washington University in St. Louis, MO, earning his
Master of Social work degree in two years. Following the completion of his education he became co-
founder and executive director of Wakanjeya Pawicayapi (The Children First) in Porcupine, SD; worked
as an evaluator for the federal Substance Abuse and Mental Health Administration; spoke nationally on
tribal culture and healing methods; and served for many years as a drug, alcohol and gang prevention
program director and tribal liaison for the Kul Wicasa Oyate (Lower Brule Sioux Tribe). Currently he is
director of the Tokatakiya (Looking into the Future) Cultural Mentoring program for the South Dakota
Department of Corrections. His work includes helping Native American offenders transition out of the
restrictive housing program, preparing offenders for success following release from prison and providing
cultural education.

John Gross has been an officer with the Sioux Falls Police Department since 2005. He was assigned to
the Street Crimes Unit in 2014 and currently serves as the senior member. His role in the Street Crimes
Unit involves him specializing in gang member identification and interdiction, undercover sex trafficking
and prostitution investigations, violent offender apprehensions, covert surveillance operations, and
street level gun and drug interdiction. He is cross-deputized in Minnehaha and Lincoln counties, as well
as the U.S. Marshals Service. John frequently works on investigations with members of ATF, FBI, HSI,
and the South Dakota DCI.

Lee Person has been the Crime Analyst for the Sioux Falls Police Department since 2012. Prior to
working for the SFPD he was a Senior Criminal Intelligence Analyst with the South Dakota Division of
Criminal Investigation assigned to the South Dakota Fusion Center. Before becoming an analyst he
worked numerous positions with the DOC at the State Penitentiary in Sioux Falls. In the past he was also
the HIDTA Analyst assigned to the Sioux Falls Area Drug Task Force and has coordinated the DCl intel
unit during the Sturgis Motorcycle Rally. Lee graduated with a degree in Criminal Justice from the






University of South Dakota and is a member of the International Association of Law Enforcement
Intelligence Analysts.

Jay Dobyns was a federal agent for 27 years before retiring in 2014. He achieved worldwide notoriety as
one of history's most daring undercover operators during high-octane missions targeting America's
violent crime. Often playing the role of a shrewdly-calculating hitman or mob debt collector infiltrating
scores of deadly criminal enterprises while living among street and prison gangs, anti-government
extremists, gunrunning groups, drug traffickers and organized crime members, bomb builders, home
invasion robbery crews and "murder-for-hire" suspects. A defense attorney once described Jay as: "...a
government-trained ‘Predator’ repeatedly sent on seek and destroy missions in search of drugs, guns
and violence, with instructions to succeed at any cost and without regard for the agent himself or those
he crosses paths with.” Jay is perhaps best known for his landmark effort against the notorious Hells
Angels. He was the first-ever lawman to defeat the gang’s multilayered security measures getting inside
to become a member of their legendary Skull Valley charter. Jay's book about that investigation - No
Angel, My Harrowing Undercover Journey to the Inner Circle of the Hells Angels - is a New York Times
and international bestseller. His follow-up book - Catching Hell, A True Story of Abandonment and
Betrayal - is a memoire that details the events of his life and career. Jay is a highly-sought public speaker
relating his unique experiences to corporate audiences and providing training for law enforcement
events across the country.

Shawn Gamradt has been a Fargo Police Officer since 2004. He has served as a Patrol Officer, Detective,
Downtown Resource Officer, and in 2014 was promoted to Sergeant. Once promoted he was assigned to
the evenings patrol shift and was assigned the downtown beat. In 2016 he was assigned to the Metro
Street Crimes Unit. The Metro Street Crimes Unit’s mission is to address gang crime, gang influence and
other criminal conduct that is repetitive in nature or affects multiple jurisdictions in Cass and Clay
Counties to include the Cities of Fargo, West Fargo, and Moorhead.
