Recently, the CPA, together with other relevant Executive Yuan agencies, scholars, and experts, conducted a survey of personnel in the various National Scenic Area Administrations of the Ministry of Transportation and Communication's Tourism Bureau, and, based on the response of such National Scenic Area Administration personnel, many tourist locations (including hotels, motels, and stores) refuse to accept payment by credit card, and also refuse to accept travelers cheques and foreign currency from overseas tourists as financial institutions in such tourist areas are scattered and small and unable to accept foreign currency.
