James R. Cordes requested to amend his discussion for executive session to include: contracts with USW Treasurer, Recorder and UAW, Children Services.

County Administrator Cordes said he received a letter from Judge Walther; Probate Court stating he was unable to attend today’s meeting. Judge Walther reviewed his 2011 general fund budget and will reduce it by $19,557.36, a 5.85% savings of the remaining April – December 2011.  He states that case fillings have been up this year 30% general probate court; 8.1% estates; 8% guardianships of incompetents; 26.6% minor guardianships and 5.8% name changes. There is a projection of 12% increase in 2011 for criminal case load.  In the past 3 years, Probate Court has reduced its general fund appropriation by $149,963 and retuned $35,946 for a net increase of $185,909. Average cost to general fund per case has been reduced form $134.90 in 2008 to $79.45 in 2011.  Probate Court is doing more with less from the general fund. The ordering of the Probate Court budget in December 2010 and later voluntarily reducing budget for 2011, underscores not only that Probate Court is a separate, independent and co-equal branch of government and is sensitive to the budgetary issues county is experiencing but is also fulfilling its obligation to citizen of the county to do its part to facilitate balanced budgets while meeting the Probate court’s constitutional mandated duties.
County Administrator Cordes also received a letter from Judge Zaleski, Common Pleas Court stating that the State of Ohio is eliminating a number of positions with the Department of Rehabilitation and Correction. Up till now, Lorain County, the State has been responsible for producing Presentence Investigation Reports (PSIs) using state employees. Beginning in July of this year the State will no longer provide this service. Ohio laws requires the production of PSIs whenever a judge is sentencing a defendant to a community control sanction (i.e. not jail or prison), last year there were 1,700 PSIs which allowed county judges to avoid sentencing these individuals to incarceration, which resulted in costs savings to the jail.  The state will provide grant funding for 6 employees who will produce reports and a secured space is needed. He suggests locating the PSI writers in the old courthouse. Because of space limitations this would necessitate moving some of the probation officers. Best candidates to move out would be Intensive Supervisor Probation (ISP) officers. With support staff this would be approximately 14 personnel. After looking at existing county facilities they believe the old Columbia Gas building on 3rd street would best accommodate these officers
Commissioner Kalo said this was part of the budget bill and Adult Parole Authority on Griswold Rd., Elyria is to lay off July 1 and said the grant money is only for salary no benefits or housing and also said the felony 4 and 5 would stay at county level.  He said that Summit County was having a meeting with their legislators to discuss the impact on their government and maybe we should do this here.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if these people could be on contract like indigent attorney rather than county employees. County Administrator Cordes said he would look into this and offer suggestions.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin attended the Oberlin School Board meeting the other night and there was a presentation on what SB5 would mean to education and it is shocking.

Dr. William Fox, Fox Veterinarian said he has been dealing with Jack Szlempa, Dog Warden since May 2005 and want to give him a pat 

on the back.  Everything he has seen in the last 35 years has come to the last 5-6 years coming from a dog pound that took dogs in mistreated; put them to sleep and this was it.  Now there is a state of the art facility, a professional caring person and he gets upset when people say he does not do things right, there are employee problems but they all do care about the animals.  He deals with them weekly and any dogs that are injured by law he has the authority to put them to sleep but he usually bring the dogs to his office and a decision is made has how the dog will be handle.  He is doing a great job and he even looses sleep over things.  Dr. Fox said lately there are people that proclaim themselves as public, human societies and go through pound and always find something wrong, every time they come in and run to Commissioner Kokoski. There are things that treats can not be given to the dogs, there is a reason because it cause bowel problems and there is fecal in cages but the person is still cleaning the cages and the first one went again. He suggests that somehow these public appointed people coming in and interferes with the regular operations of the kennel, how would you like someone to walk in your office and tell you that you are not doing something right. Commissioner Kokoski & Kalo said they do its everyday.  Dr. Fox said at the dog kennel, the public has to come through to adopt a dog but the walking through on an un-purpose daily basis to pick out dogs that they want to take for themselves to find another humane society for, he does not like this, the dog kennel is for the county residents to adopt dogs it is not for humane societies to find a source for their dogs to go out and find homes for.  The humane societies should take over when it the dog is not adoptable or time to put asleep.


Commissioner Williams asked if he has worked with other counties regarding the process of adoptions and the issue here is the lottery. Dr. Fox said when it is a popular dog there is a lottery and in this county this does occur but it is not an everyday habit and there was one particular dog that a public humane society person wanted  and might have been there and an adoption agency wanted to take the dog but Deputy Nelson or another Deputy found a home owner and deputy might have taken a little bit out of wack with timing and the society that did not get this dog threw a big fit, maybe the rules were not exactly followed but everything fit right, the dog got a beautiful home and got want we wanted better treatment then what he had before.  He stated Jack is upset about it and there are many things the dog warden has the authority to do as part of the law but he does make sure that the Veterinarians are part of the decisions to put dogs down, etc and this truly has become a full around rather than keeping the dogs for 72 hours and then put them to sleep if no one claims it.  There was only 238 dogs put to sleep last year and most are pit bulls but this is a breed is loaded because there are some boxers, etc and in the legislation there is a committee to take out the word “pit bull”, he said he would not like to put any dog to sleep but some are just to vicious and not adoptable.  He stated that Jack works with the Veterinarians very well and we do appreciate all the work is doing they are very professional
Commissioner Kalo said in 2005 there were around 1,000 killed now this year it is around 238.  Dr. Fox said yes, there is a cost of $100/dog, there is an excess in the medical fund since there is neuter/spaying being done and eventually it will disappear.
Commissioner Kokoski said she just received an email from a group that would like to match her 10% pay that is going into the medical fund rather than the general fund and she thinks there are going to be more people out there that will do fundraising to keep this vital and continue the services.
