Incident

On 01.06.08 Ram Sumer r/o B-205, New Ashok Nagar, Delhi, aged about 55 years was found murdered in his house with a gun shot wound. 

A case vide FIR No. 193/08 u/s 302 IPC was register at PS. New Ashok Nagar,  

Investigation

Investigation of the case was handed over to Inspr. Rajesh Kumar and a team led by Inspr. Subhash Thukral (SHO), Inspr. Ram Kishor, SI Dharampal, Ct. Amar Singh and Ct. Virender was constituted. During investigation, the team made local enquiries and  kept surveillance over the suspect. During the local enquiry it was revealed that it was deceased’s third marriage and his wife was much younger to him. It was also revealed that his wife is very close to Udai Veer Singh r/o B-189, New Ashok Nagar who is a RMP and runs a clinic in the area. Surveillance was kept over the activities of Udai Veer Singh and he was thoroughly interrogated. During sustained interrogation  Udai Veer disclosed of having killed Ram Sumer.     

Interrogation

The accused revealed that he was very intimate with deceased wife.  He was living in their neighbourhood. A plan struck in his mind that if he managed to eliminate Ram Sumer, Shyam Kumari will become natural heir of the house and he could live with her later.    On the night of incident, the accused came to meet the deceased at about 11.30 p.m. and shot him in his head. After escaping from the spot he threw katta and rounds in Hindon River. The katta has been recovered from the Hindon River of the instance of Udai Veer.

A team of Special Cell led by Inspector Badrish Dutt and Insp. V N Jha under the supervision of Shri L. N. Rao, ACP has busted a racket of forged visa run by a gang of notorious cheats and has arrested 
four of its key members Nakul Kohli @ Vishal @ Prince, Javed Khan, Naveen Malhotra and Prateek Sharma @ Rohan Sharma and recovered 39 passports some of which are tempered, besides 10 fake visas of Canada, and 9 of Schengen, 4 work permit of Australia, 39 fake Job agreements of foreign companies, seven rubber stamps of various departments of New Zealand Australia UK and Canada and one Computer was also recovered from his possession. 
          A secret information was received in Special Cell that Nakul Kohli is indulging in forgery and cheating the people by preparing fake visas etc. Nakul Kohli has been previously involved in forgery cases and has been arrested for the same offence. The team  mounted surveillance and also deployed sources to develop this  information.  On 4.6.08, specific information was received by Inspector Badrish Dutt that today in the evening Nakul Kohli would come near Defence Colony Market to deliver the consignment of forged visa passport etc.  and would be driving a Scoda car having registration No. DL - 3CAJ - 4731. A trap was laid near Defence Colony market. At about 5.40 PM police team spotted a Scoda Octavia car no. DL - 3CAJ - 4731 on the road near the MCP School, Defence Colony. The driver was identified as Nakul Kohli. After five minutes a person later on identified as Javed Khan came there and sat in the car. Nakul Kohli handed over an envelope to him. When he was about to leave the place they were apprehended. On search of the envelope 4 tempered passports along with 2 fake visas of Schengen were recovered.   A case under the appropriate sections of law was registered at PS Special Cell, Lodhi Colony, New Delhi.  A search was also conducted at their office  in Gautam Nagar where  30 passports, 15 fake visa stickers, 4 work permits and 39 fake job permits, seven rubber stamps of various departments of New Zealand Australia UK and Canada and one Computer was also recovered and Naveen Malhotra was also arrested. A search was also conducted at their office in District Centre Laxmi Nagar in which 5 passports and 4 fake visa stickers were also recovered. Accused Prateek Sharma was also arrested from there.


All the accused persons were subjected to intensive interrogation Nakul  Kohli the leader of gang revealed that he alongwith his friends are running this racket under the garb of travel agency and are duping people desiring to go abroad. They supply fake visa to prospective customers,  tampered with their passports and prepared forged supporting documents . A hefty sum of money was charged for the delivery of the travel documents. The other members of gang scouted for prospective clients and received their share of illgotten gains.  Nakul Kohli has previously been arrested for the similar offence.

BROAD DAY LIGHT HOUSE ROBBERY SOLVED

INTRODUCTION :
With the arrest of 4 persons namely i)   Mohammad Mustaque@ Raja aged 22 years, s/o Sh Mohammad Istaque r/o Mustafa Bad, New Delhi, ii) Shamsher Ahmad @ Nisar @ Nepali, aged 35 years, s/o late Sh Shekh Mustkeem r/o  Khajuri Khas, New Delhi, iii)  Rajab Ali @ Kanji, aged 20 years s/o Late Sh Asif Khan r/o  Khajuri Khas Delhi, iv) Anil, aged 21 years s/o Sh Balbir r/o Loni Ghaziabad, UP. the  Crime Branch, Delhi Police has busted a gang of robbers  and recovered one country made pistol alongwith one live cartridge, but button actuated knife and one dagger.  The Police team also recovered one stolen card, looted debit/ATM cards and two mobile phones from their possession 

INCIDENT & TEAM :
 
A secret information was received by the Special Team of Crime Branch that Raja and Pahari are involved in broad day light house robbery of Bhajan Pura. On this information sources were deployed and they were checked at their probable hide outs. On 04.06.08 information was received  that Raja and Pahari  alongwith their  associates will come at about 2.30 p.m.,  to rob a patrol pump  at Rohini in a stolen red  Maruti car bearing number plate DL- 8CC- 808 carrying  illegal arms & ammunition. On this information, a raiding party under the supervision of Shri Dharamvir Gupta Assistant Commissioner of Police, Special Team Crime Branch & Inspector Raj Kumar comprising SI Shiv Darshan, SI Santosh Jha, HC Pardeep, HC Rishi, HC Shailender, HC Kamal, Ct Umesh, Ct. Sher Singh, Ct Satish and Ct Raj kumar, was constituted and deployed near Beri wala Bagh jail road, Samay Pur Badli, New Delhi. 

OPERATION: At about 2.45 pm Raja and Pahari alongwith their  other associates came in a red  Maruti  car bearing number plate DL-8CC-808  from ring road side on jail road  they were stopped with the help of barricades and Raja who was sitting in front seat near driver came out quickly and whipped out a country made pistol and pointed it towards police party but he was overpowered  by alert police party and his loaded country made pistol was snatched from his hands, his  other associates were also overpowered by police party. On their search one buttondar knife and one dagger were found from their possession. The recovered Maruti car 800 cc was found to be stolen from area of PS Punjabi Bagh, New Delhi. On 27.05.08 at about 12 pm Raja and Pahari went inside the house carrying country made pistol and knife and Anil and Rajab kept watch in the street out side the house. Raja and Pahari tied the hands and feets of the old lady and ransacked the house and robbed jewellery, cash, debit/ATM cards and two mobile phones and ran away. In this regard FIR No 194/08 u/s 392/34 IPC PS Bhajan Pura, New Delhi was registered. The robbed booty two Debit/ATM cards, two mobile phones have been recovered from their possession. The address of the owner was verified but the owner was found to have changed his address.  In the meantime, one Mr. Praveen Choudhary, Manager, Fraud Control, Elbee Express Pvt. Ltd., a courier company reported S.I Ram Manohar and submitted a complaint regarding theft and fraudulent use of Credit cards of ICICI and other banks thereby causing loss to the tune of more that 5 lacs to the courier company . A case vide FIR No. 252/08, dated 01.06.08, u/s 379/411/407/420/468/471/120-B IPC was registered at P.S: Kalkaji and a team under the supervision of Sh. Rakesh Paweriya, ACP/Kalkaji, headed by Inspr. Joginder Kumar, SHO/Kalkaji, comprising of S.I Ram Manohar, HCs Ambrish Kumar Tyagi, Anil Kumar, Ashok Kumar and Cts.Gulab and Ram Kishan was constituted to identify and apprehend the persons involved in the theft and  fraudulent use of credit cards.

 On 1.06.08, a secret information was received that one of the accused namely Asif Khan r/o; Okhla shall be coming to Petrol Pump near Bhairon Mandir, Kalkaji on M/Cycle No. DL-3S-AY-3931 for using the stolen credit cards.  Based on the information, a trap was laid at Airport Petrol Pump Service Station, Bhairon Mandir Kalkaji by the members of the team in plain clothes. At about 6.30 p.m one youth aged around 27 years was spotted riding on the M/cycle No. DL-3S-AY-3931.   After signal from the secret informer, he was directed to stop. He was identified as Asif Khan s/o: Babu Khan r/o: A-101, Abul Fazal Enclave, Okhla ,Delhi. On search of the accused by the team members, one fake Identity proof in the form of driving license with fake name and address and a stolen credit card of ICICI bank in the name of one Kapil Jain was recovered from his posession. On interrogation of ther accused it was revealed that he alongwith other accused is fraudulently using the Credit cards purported to be delivered to individuals.

On interrogation from the accused, it was revealed that  accused Birender used to collect bundle of Credit card envelopes from the ICICI Bank,NOIDA for submitting the same in the offices of Elbee Express Pvt. Ltd. at different places in Delhi.  After collecting the bundles, he used to take out the Credit  cards replacing them with thick paper cards so that no one could suspect that the envelopes were empty. After taking out cards, he used to hand over the same to Pramod Kumar who used to make purchasing from different shops at NOIDA and Ghaziabad and also used to give such stolen credit cards to Asif Khan and Vijender for using the same and used to get hefty share/commission for the purchase made by Asif Khan and Vijender.   Pramod also used to create fake Iidentity proof himself and had taught Asif Khan and Vijender to create fake ID and to use the same. The pen drive used for this purpose has also been seized.  Accused Deepak, working in Blue dart courier company, used to provide Awb no. of HSBC credit cards which were undelivered due to change of address of the individual customer and with the help of  Awb no. he used to collect the cards and then fraudulently used the same.

He 
had previously worked in Blue dart company in the year 2006, then j
joined Elbee Express in the year 2007 where he was arrested by Sec-
20, NOIDA police vide FIR No. 906/07 dated: 7.08.07, u/s: 381/420 IPC 
for fraudulent use of credit cards.

He is a school dropout and left school in the year 1996.  He came in contact with Pramod Kumar while visiting the shop of one of his acquaintances at NOIDA, around 5-6 months back.  Pramod lured him to use Credit card on his behalf for easy money.

Deepak Kumar s/o: Santosh Kumar r/o: Vill: Chaura, Sector-22, NOIDA

He has studied upto 10th class. He is in contact with Pramod Kumar for the last 3 months and during this period he joined hands and fraudulently disclosed details of 3 cards of  HSBC bank to Pramod Kumar. 

Further investigation is in progress. Staff involved in the good work is being suitably rewarded.
