Regular City Council Meeting Minutes
May 27, 2015
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Bousley.  Present:  Mayor Bousley, Aldermen Lantagne, West, Shampo, Darne, Kallenbach and Kuchinski, Public Works Coordinator Rugg, City Clerk Wierschke and Police Chief Lamoreaux.  Also present:  Scott Sternhagen of Schenck SC, David Dunlap, Ellen Venstra, and Stephen Zigman.  

A motion was made by Alderman Lantagne and seconded by Alderman Shampo to approve the Agenda and Addendum as presented.  (The Addendum will replace #14 on the agenda which read “Authorization for Public Works Coordinator Ron Rugg to use personal credit card for city business if necessary and be reimbursed.”)   Motion carried.

A motion was made by Alderman Shampo and seconded by Alderman Kallenbach to approve the minutes of the 4-27-15 City Council Meeting, and the 04-30-15 Special Council Meeting.  Motion carried.

It was noted that the monthly bills for May were authorized to be paid at the April meeting (due to the May meeting being so late in the month).   A motion was made by Alderman Shampo and seconded by Alderman Darne to delete this item from the agenda.  It was also requested by the Council to mail them all a listing of all the bills that did get paid already.  Motion carried.  
The Council reviewed the monthly reports as submitted.  A motion was made by Alderman Kallenbach and seconded by Alderman West to approve the reports as submitted.  Motion carried.  

Scott Sternhagen with Schenck SC discussed the Utility Dept. retirees health insurance and how it should be paid.  A motion was made by Alderman Darne and seconded by Alderman West to approve paying the utility retiree’s health insurance from Water/Sewer as of January 1, 2015.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Alderman Kallenbach and seconded by Alderman Shampo to approve the City Clerk attend an electronic poll book seminar at the Brown County Courthouse on May 28, 2015.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Alderman West and seconded by Alderman Lantagne to approve the Operator’s License request for Carolyn Kyllonen.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Alderman Darne and seconded by Alderman Kallenbach to approve applications for two new Volunteer Firemen, William Lake Jr. and Gordon Behnke.  Motion carried.

A request was received from the Niagara Historical Society for financial help.  A motion was made by Alderman Lantagne and seconded by Alderman Darne to table this matter until budget time in the fall of 2015.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding the City obtaining a City of Niagara credit card.  A motion was made by Alderman Shampo and seconded by Alderman Darne to look into a credit card with a $1500 maximum limit.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding items 16 & 17 on the agenda:  #16 - Water Utility:  Underground water storage tank and #17 – Sewer Utility:   a) Quote from K & M Industrial LLC to clean and paint the digester cover at the treatment plant for $16,322    and   b) Quote from K & M Industrial LLC to replace Lift Station #5 Valve for $4,760.  A motion was made by Alderman Shampo and seconded by Alderman Kallenbach to approve both items #16 & #17 on the agenda.  It was also agreed that the smaller dollar amount will come out of the water budget and the balance will come out of the sewer budget.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Alderman Shampo and seconded by Alderman West to authorize requesting the Wisconsin DOT to start the planning process to resurface the highway in 2017 from County Road N to Betters Court.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Alderman Darne and seconded by Alderman West to set the date to open bids and award bids for the Salt Shed on June 8, 2015 at 1:00 p.m.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding financing the Salt Storage Shed.  No action was taken.

A motion was made by Alderman West and seconded by Alderman Kallenbach to approve the next meeting date of June 22, 2015.  Motion carried.

There being no further business, a motion was made by Alderman Kuchinski and seconded by Alderman West to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:04 p.m.
