RESOLUTION NO. 13-487
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY OF LORAIN, OHIO TO GIVE APPLICABLE ELECTED REPRESENTATIVE APPROVAL IN CONNECTION WITH THE ISSUANCE OF REVENUE BONDS OF THE LORAIN COUNTY PORT AUTHORITY AND AUTHORIZING OTHER DOCUMENTS IN CONNECTION WITH THE ISSUANCE OF SUCH BONDS.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 4582.21 et seq. of the Ohio Revised Code (the “Act”), port authorities are empowered and authorized to issue revenue bonds for the purpose of financing or refinancing the costs of acquisition, construction, installation or equipping of “port authority facilities,” as defined in the Act; and

WHEREAS, the Lorain County Port Authority (the “Issuer”), a port authority and body corporate and politic duly organized and validly existing under the laws of the State of Ohio, anticipates issuing its revenue bonds, in one or more series, including its Lorain County Port Authority Economic Development Facilities Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2013 (Wesleyan Senior Living Obligated Group) (the “Series 2013 Bonds”) to (i) refund and retire the outstanding principal amount of the $30,900,000 County of Richland, Ohio Adjustable Rate Demand Health Care Facilities Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2004A (Wesleyan Senior Living Obligated Group) (the “Series 2004A Bonds”) and the $10,160,000 County of Richland, Ohio Adjustable Rate Demand Health Care Facilities Taxable Convertible Revenue Refunding Bonds (Tax-Exempt), Series 2004B (Wesleyan Senior Living Obligated Group) (the “Series 2004B Bonds” and, together with the Series 2004A Bonds, collectively, the “Series 2004 Bonds”), the proceeds of which financed and refinanced a portion of the acquisition, construction and equipping of “port authority facilities,” as that term is defined in the Act, (ii) refund and retire the outstanding principal amount of that certain loan from JPMorgan Chase, N.A., to Wesleyan Meadows, an Ohio nonprofit corporation (“Wesleyan Meadows”) the proceeds of which financed the acquisition, construction and equipping of certain independent living units located on the campus of Wesleyan Meadows, an independent living community for the elderly located at 5400 Meadow Lane Court, Elyria, Ohio; and


WHEREAS, such port authority facilities financed and refinanced from the proceeds of the Series 2013 Bonds (collectively, the “Facilities”) are comprised of improvements to (i) the retirement community known as Wesleyan Village located at 807 West Avenue, Elyria, Ohio, and owned and operated by Wesleyan Village, an Ohio nonprofit corporation, and (ii) the retirement community known as Wesleyan Meadows, located at 5400 Meadow Lane Court, Elyria, Ohio and owned and operated by Wesleyan Meadows; and

That this Board, as the “applicable elected representative” of the Issuer for purposes of Section 147(f) of the Code hereby approves the issuance of the Series 2013 Bonds in one or more series in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $35,000,000.  In sole reliance upon information provided by Wesleyan Senior Living, an Ohio nonprofit corporation (the “Corporation”), it is anticipated that the proceeds of the Series 2013 Bonds will be used to finance and refinance the costs of the acquisition, construction, installation or equipping of the Facilities, and that the Facilities shall be owned and operated by Wesleyan Village and Wesleyan Meadows, as described above.


SECTION 2. That the Series 2013 Bonds issued by the Issuer shall not be, and are not, general obligations, debt or bonded indebtedness of the County, and the holders or owners of such Series 2013 Bonds shall not have the right to have excises or taxes levied by the County for the payment of principal of, or interest or premium, if any, on such Series 2013 Bonds. Such payment shall be made only from funds provided by the Corporation or its subsidiaries and affiliates.


SECTION 3. That any County Commissioner or the Clerk of Board be and hereby are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the County such other certificates, documents and instruments in connection with the issuance of the Series 2013 Bonds as may be required, necessary or appropriate, including, without limitation, transcript certificates.


SECTION 4. That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable and, if any section, phrase or provision shall, for any reason, be declared invalid, such declaration of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Resolution.


SECTION 5. It is found and determined that all normal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board in accordance therewith.


SECTION 6. This Resolution shall be effective from and after its adoption.
