DARING FLYOVER ROBBER ALLONGWITH THREE OTHER ARRESTED : ARTICLES WORTH LACS RECOVERED.
 
INTRODUCTION
            With the arrest of four person namely I) Uttamjeet Singh @ Bobby, aged 32 years s/o Sukhdev Singh Bawa r/o Karol Bagh New Delhi,  ii)  Pradeep Kumar @ PK, aged 48 years,  s/o Ghanshyam Dass r/o East Patel Nagar New Delhi, iii). Ajay Kumar @ Tannu, aged 30 years,  s/o Ranbir Singh r/o Siddipura Karol Bagh New Delhi and iv) Suresh s/o Sardari Lal, aged 52 years,  r/o Gandhi Vihar Mukharjee Nagar Delhi, the  South District Police busted a gang of robbers and receivers of stolen property.

 

INCIDENT  & TEAM
            On 31.08.07  a PCR call was received in the Police Station Hauz Khas that one Dr. Ashwani s/o A.P. Srivastava r/o C-26 Samay Vihar Apptt. Sect. 13 Rohini Delhi, had been robbed by one person.  On this a Police team from PS Hauz Khas reached at the spot and contacted the complainant who reported  that at about 4.00 p.m. he was going from his office at Bhikamaji  Place to Okhla in his red colour Ford Ikon car No DL 8 C J 1969. When reached near foot of Chirag Delhi flyover, one young person aged about 30 years riding a two wheeler scooter came near to his car and signaled towards the rear side of car. He thought that there is something wrong with his car and stopped the car in the side of flyover. That person also stopped his scooter in front of car and came to him. He took out a knife and threatened him with dire consequences and robbed from him cash Rs. 48,000/ one gold bracelet, one gold ring with precious stone (golden topaz).  On the statement of complainant a case of robbery was registered at PS Hauz Khas and the investigation of the case taken up.  It also came to notice that there were three others similar incidents, first at near Vikram Hotel, Moolchand, second at Defence Colony Flyover and third one at Mayapuri flyover.  Seeing the gravity of increasing such incidents a special Police Team consisting of SIs D.P. Singh, Rajeev Kumar, Cts. Rajender Kumar and Yaseen led by Inspr. S.P. Kukreti, SHO/Hauz Khas under the supervision of Sh. H.P.S. Cheema, ACP/Hauz Khas was constituted to nab the criminals. 

 

INVESTIGATION :
 The Police team gathered all the information about all such incidents took place in the recent past. From this study the police team came to the conclusion that there is one person who may be behind all these incidents of robberies as he adopted same modus operandi in all the incidents.  With the help of complainant Dr. Ashwini Kumar a portrait of the suspect was prepared.  Dossiers/photographs of known robbers were also shown to the victim, but he could not suspected any one from them.  The Police team made a massive hunt and picket up nearly 100 suspected persons for interrogation but nothing could be achieved. 

 

 Keeping in view the peculiar modus operandi adopted by the robber records of such criminals having similar modus operandi was scrutinized from the year 2000 onwards of different Police Stations. During this process the Police team came to know that in year 2002 there was a similar incident in the area of PS Lodhi Colony in which the robber adopted same modus operandi and robbed a lady Smt. Meenakashi.  In that case one Uttamjeet Singh @ Bobby was arrested.  The police team collected all information about him and a massive hunt was made to trace him.  All out pains taking efforts were made by the Police team and finally apprehended him from Karol Bagh and recovered two wheeler scooter No. DL-6S-K-8229 (Bajaj Chetak) used in the commission of crime, knife, golden topaz stone, cash Rs. 17,000/- and the ‘T’ shirt, which he was wearing at the time of withdrawal of money from ATM from the looted credit card.  

 

INTERROGATION 
            Initially he denied his involvement in the above said robbery, but on sustained interrogation by the Police team he broke down and confessed his involvement in the above said incident.  He further disclosed his involvement in the robberies taken place at Vikram Hotel on the night of 25-26/8/07 in which he robbed one boy and his girlfriend at the point of knife and robbed 2 gold chains with pendulum and cash Rs. 8500/-.  On 27.8.07 he robbed a lady on Defence Colony Flyover by one pair diamond tops, one diamond ring, one gold kangan, debit card and credit cards.  He forcefully asked the victim about the code number of credit cards and withdrew cash Rs. 2500/-.  On 30.8.07 in third incident he robbed one lady at Mayapuri Flyover in Rajori Garden area in which he took 3 diamond rings, one pair of diamond ear tops, gold kangan, cash Rs. 1500/- and credit card at the point of knife. He threatened the victim and asked the code number of her credit card and withdrew Rs. 10,000/- from her ATM in Rajouri Garden Area. The Police team also collected the recording of CCTV installed at the ATM outlet. 

 

            On his further interrogation about the disposal of the looted articles he disclosed that he used to sell out the robbed jewellery to different persons namely Suresh Kumar, Jeweller of  Beadan Pura, Karol Bagh, Pradeep Kumar @ P.K. of East Patel Nagar, a Property dealer and dealers of old cars and Ajay Kumar @ Tanu of Sidhi Pura, Karol Bagh.  On his instance Police team arrested all these three persons and recovered 1 gold ring, gold bracelet and 2 gold chains from Suresh Kumar, 1 gold kangan, 1 diamond ring, 1 pair of diamond tops were recovered by Police team from Pradeep Kumar @ P.K..  1 gold kangan, 1 gold chain/mangalsutra, 1 pair gold ear tops, 1 diamond ring and 2 gold rings and gold pendant were recovered from Ajay Kumar @ Tanu.  

 

MODUS OPERANDI
            During further interrogation of the accused it is revealed that he used to ride an old two wheeler scooter.  He used to select his victim, probably a single person  driving car and when the car reached at the foot of the flyover he used to divert the attention of the driver by signaling towards the rear tyre or door of the vehicle.  As soon as the victim slowed down his vehicle,  he used to came in front of the driver,  to use  abusive and filthy language and also to threaten to the victim on the point of knife and robbed all the valuables, credit cards and cash from them.  He also used to get the code numbers of credit/debit cards from the victim. 

 

PROFILE
            Uttamjeet Singh is a 10th class pass from Guru Hari Kishan Public School , Kalkaji.  His father was dealing in property in Thailand .  His father also owned a guest house namely ‘ Hary Plaza ’ in Karol Bagh area.  Uttamjeet Singh fell in bad society and became and addict of gambling. In the year 2002 when he was short of money due to heavy loss in gambling he committed a robbery in the area of Lodhi Colony.  He was arrested in that incident.  After his bail in this case his father sent him to Bangkok , so that he may get rid of his habit of gambling. There he was running a guest house namely ‘ Lucky Palace ’ at Phorhaut , Thailand and married with a Thai girl.  In the year 2006 he came back to India and he started a business of Chinese gifts items with the help of his father and started running a shop namely ‘Hary Gifts Gallery’ at Ghitorni, Mehrauli.  But the same was sealed during the process of sealing by MCD.  At present he was running his business from his father’s guest house at Karol Bagh. But he again came in contact with his old gambling partners and lost about Rs. 5-10 lacs in gambling. He also lost his Lancer car, gifted to him by his father, in the gambling.  Presently he was under heavy debt as he has also borrowed money from the different financers and they were pressuring him to return the borrowed amount with interest.  So to overcome from all his debt he started committing robberies.  Uttamjeet Singh is the only surviving son of his parents as his elder brother died in a road accident about 7-8 years ago. His father owns property over crores of Rs. But due to his habit of gambling in fell in the crime. 

 

            Pradeep Kumar @ P.K. is dealing in the business of sale purchase of old cars and also deals in property.  He is the head of this gambling group. Suresh Kumar is running a jewellery shop at 36/3083, Beaden Pura, Karol Bagh.  Ajay Kumar @ Tanu is working in MCD and a member of this gambling group.

TEAM AND THE INCIDENT


A team consisting of Inspr. Ashok Gera (DIU/North), HC Nempal, HC Hans Raj and Const. Hawa Singh was constituted under the close supervision of Sh. Sohanvir Singh, ACP/DIU/North District.


On 05.09.2007, a specific input was received regarding sale of counterfeit tube light chokes of Crompton Grieves Company, which were being sold as genuine in the area of PS Kotwali, Delhi. This information was further developed and a raid was conducted at UJALA ELECTRIC COMPANY, Shop No 2224/2, Chah Indora, Bhagirath Place, near Jubilee Cinema, Delhi and the above named accused was apprehended while he was in possession of 10 bags each containing 50 counterfeit tube light chokes of Crompton Grieves Company (all worth Rs 50,000/-).  A case under Copy Right Act was registered at P.S. Kotwali, North Delhi and the above accused person was arrested.

INTERROGATION

During sustained interrogation, accused Om Prakash revealed that he runs an electrical goods shop at Bhagirath Place but the profit margin was very low and insufficient to meet his day-today expenses and started selling these counterfeit items. He used to get these items from one Naveen.   He further disclosed that he had started this business a year back.


Further investigation/interrogation is in progress.

            With the arrest of Vijender Kumar Jain, aged 55 years s/o Sh. Late Ram Bahadur r/o 2294, 1st Floor, Gali, Pahad Wali, Dharampur, Chandni Chowk, Delhi, North Distt police has unearthed a Cricket Match Satta over ongoing 6th One Day Cricket match played between India and England on 05.09.07.  The special Staff of North District recovered one complete Computer unit, one TV with remote, 8 mobile phones, 3 chargers, 1 calculator, writing material etc.  Approx. Rs. 5.10 lacs was fixed on betting at the time of raid.

TEAM AND THE INCIDENT   
 
A team consisting of Inspr. Amardeep Sehgal, I/C Special Staff, North District, S.I. Rajesh Kumar, SI Jogender Singh, SI Nasib Singh, HC Mahender Kumar, HC Brahm Dev, Ct Ashok Kumar, Ct. Suresh, Ct. Daljeet, Ct. Yatender and Ct. Sanjeev was constituted under the close supervision of Sh. S. S. Malik, ACP/Operations/North District. 

On 05.09.07, a secret information was received in office of Operation Cell, North District that one Vijender Kumar Jain s/o Sh. Late Ram Bahadur is operating cricket match betting through mobile phones at his residence.  On receipt of this information, the above police team was formed and a raid was conducted at the said premises.  The accused Vijender Kumar was found actively involved in betting through TV, mobile phones, computer, writing material etc.  A case under Gambling Act was registered at Chandni Chowk in this regard and the accused was arrested.  One TV with remote, 8 mobile phones, 3 chargers, one complete Computer unit, one calculator, writing material with entries made by the accused person were recovered from the possession of the accused.  
INTERROGATION

 Accused person was interrogated at length and he disclosed that he was indulging in this illegal trade for last one year as he did not have any other mode of livelihood.  It was learnt that the accused used to make entries in the notebook on receiving telephonic calls from the customers on his mobile phone.  Further it was revealed that after the decision of the match, he himself used to receive or make payments – as the case may be – to or from his customers who used to bet on match.  

On verification, it was learnt that earlier the accused was having a tailoring shop but due to heavy losses the same was closed.  It was also revealed on further verification that he was also arrested in cases of COFEPOSA Act, Counterfeiting of currencies & Cheating of PS Chandni Chowk in the years 1985, 1989 & 1999 respectively.   

Further investigation is in progress to know the involvement of other bookies and verification of identities of the residential address as well as mobile phones of the involved persons.

These suit rolls were identified by the shop owner which he showed to these women some time earlier who visited his shop as costumers.   A case vide FIR No.406/07 u/s 380/411 IPC has been registered at PS Krishna Nagar Delhi.

MODUS OPERANDI
On interrogation, these ladies admitted that they have in this business (stealing) for last 3-4 years. They used to visit shops specially drapery shops in groups and ask the shop keeper to show some articles. They used to see the articles in bulk.  Whereas one of the ladies engage the shop keeper in serious bargaining the others used to steal away the articles lying on the counter. In the end these lady used to pretend that bargaining has failed and they are not in position to buy the articles on the prices offered by the shop keeper and slip away before the shop keeper could realize that some of his articles have been stolen.
