
Beresford City Council
June 18, 2018
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the Beresford City Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Schott, seconded by Dahlin to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Cain made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve the June 4, 2018 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  

Dept. Head Report
Jeff Heidebrecht-S/W/S Supt. – sewer manholes on 3rd St. from Oak St. to Hemlock St.: Superintendent Heidebrecht reported on the condition of the manholes located on 3rd St. from Oak St. to Hemlock St. by showing Council pictures. Roto Rooter will be in town on June 20th to place a camera in these manholes to view the condition of the sewer lines that drain into the manholes. Heidebrecht explained the process of repairing the manholes. City Administrator Zeimetz stated that based on the conditions of those manholes they need to be fixed as soon as possible and that Heidebrecht will secure quotes.  If the quotes come in $50,000 or over the Council could consider proceeding by declaring an emergency and go forward with the most reasonable quote.  If under $50,000 the bid laws would not apply and Council can go forward with the repairs based on the quotes received.  The consensus of Council was to have Heidebrecht requesting quotes to repair the 3 manholes. 
Council Member Sveeggen requested an update from Heidebrecht on the swimming pool parking lot. Heidebrecht stated that due to broken down equipment, a late spring and rain delay’s they will be getting to it soon.  

New Business
Building Inspector Geoff Fillingsness-Consider Adopting 2018 International Building Code and 2018 Property Maintenance Code: Building Inspector Fillingsness is requesting Council to adopt the 2018 International Building Code and Property Maintenance Code. The city currently operates under the 2012 codes. Council discussed and Attorney Frieberg recommended that Fillingsness have all modifications to the 2018 codes in written form for the Council to review at the July 2nd meeting. Mayor and Council thanked Fillingsness. No action taken. 

Amend Resolution 2017-02 Vacating Alley: City Administrator Zeimetz explained that Resolution 2017-02 passed last year included a property that should not have been included and omitted one that should have been.  Schott made a motion, seconded by Erickson to amend Resolution 2017-02 Vacating Alley to read that the alley located west of North 4th St. and north of the railroad right of way between 4th and 5th Streets from the railroad right of way to the north property line of Armour’s Addition is hereby vacated and the alley as vacated shall revert to the lawful owners as their rights. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

RESOLUTION 2017-02 (published separate from minutes)
2018 subsidy draw down request from Women Entrepreneurs Group (Downtown Beresford): The Women Entrepreneurs Group requested a drawdown of the monetary subsidy appropriated for the agency on the FY2018 Municipal Budget in the amount of $2,500.00. Schott made a motion, seconded by Cain to permit the 2018 subsidy drawdown in the amount of $2,500.00 to the Women Entrepreneurs Group.  All Present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Authorize Transfer of Bridges Multi Family Housing Lot to BEDCO: Attorney Freiberg explained the process to transfer the multi-family zoned lot and the responsibility BEDCO takes over. Schott made a motion, seconded by Sveeggen to authorize the transfer of Lot 1 of Block 6 in Bridges Second Addition to BEDCO.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
