SHOP THEFT CASE IN CHANDNI CHOWK SOLVED : CASH RS. 2,21,000/- AND 17 SAREES RECOVERED : TWO ARRESTED

With the arrest of Inder Kishore, aged 19 years s/o Manoj Narayan Shastri r/o SIC Mandakini Enclave, Ram Park Exten., Village Elaichipur, Ghazibad (U.P.) and (2) Bobby Kumar, aged 19 years s/o Jai Bhagwan r/o E Block, H. No. 102, Gali No. 5, Meet Nagar, Delhi, North District police has solved a case of shop theft, which had taken place in the area of P.S. Chandni Chowk, Delhi. 

Cash Rs. 2,21,000/- and 17 sarees have been recovered from their possession.   
TEAM AND THE INCIDENT
A team consisting of  Inspr. Shiv Dayal, SHO/Chandni Chowk, Inspr. I.K. Jha, (L & O), SI Sheesh Pal, SI N.P. Tiwari, ASI Mohd. Yamin and Const. Azad Singh was constituted under the supervision of Sh. Rajiv Sharma, ACP/Kotwali, North District. 


On 06-02-2008, a PCR call was received regarding shop theft at P.S. Chandni Chowk, North District, Delhi. Immediately police team rushed to the spot.  On the spot, it was found that one Vinod Kumar Gupta s/o Late Sh. Kanwar Sain Gupta owner of shop No. 1073, Ist Floor, Maliwara, Nai Sadak, Chandni Chowk, Delhi   alleged that on 05-02-2008, he had kept cash Rs. 2,40,000/- and some sarees in the presence of his employee Inder Kishore.   On 06-02-2008, when he came to his shop, he found the locks open and the cash Rs. 2,40,000/- was missing from the drawer (Galla), which was kept by him on 05-02-2008 and 17 sarees.  On this, a case was vide FIR No. 16/2008 u/s 381 IPC was registered at P.S. Chandni Chowk, Delhi. 

INVESTIGATION

During the course of investigation, it was learnt that his employee namely Inder Kishore s/o Manoj Narayan Shastri r/o SIC Mandakini Enclave, Ram Park Exten., Village Elaichipur, Ghazibad (U.P.) could be involved in the commission of offence.  Several raids were conducted to apprehend the accused persons. On 07-02-2008, accused Inder Kishore was apprehended by the police team. He was interrogated to ascertain his involvement in this crime.  Initially, he did not confess of having committed this offence.  But on sustained interrogation, he broke down and confessed to have committed this theft.  Cash Rs. 1,00,000/- and eight sarees were recovered from his possession. Accused Inder Kishore further disclosed that he along with his accomplice namely Bobby Kumar had committed this theft with the help of duplicate key.  On the disclosure of accused Inder Kishore, Bobby Kumar was also apprehended by the police team. Cash Rs. 1,21,000/- and nine sarees were recovered from the possession of Bobby Kumar.


Further investigation / interrogation is in progress.

Cash Rs. 2,21,000/- and 17 sarees have been recovered from their possession.

GANG OF SUPPLIERS OF LPG CYLINDER INVOLVED IN

PILFERAGE BUSTED – FIVE PERSONS ARRESTED

With the arrest of Ram Bhadur s/o Puran Singh r/o Gali No. 10, Prem Nagar, Nathu Pura, Delhi, (2) Mohar Singh s/o Bhogi Ram r/o Gali No 2, Pradeep Vihar, Nathu Pura, Delhi, (3) Dharam Veer s/o Vidhya Ram r/o Gali No. 9, Prem Nagar, Nathu Pura, Delhi, (4) Dinesh Kumar s/o Sultan Singh r/o Gali No 5, Prem Nagar, Nangloi, Delhi and (5) Shri Parkesh s/o Jai Narain r/o Gali No 9, Prem Nagar, Nathu Pura, Delhi, North District Police has busted a gang, who was indulged in transferring the LPG from domestic gas cylinders to empty commercial gas cylinders with the help of iron pipes, thereby causing threat to public safety and cheating the innocent customers by supplying semi filled gas cylinders. 2 Commercial LPG cylinders (each weighing 11 Kg LPG), 20 LPG Gas cylinders (each weighing 2/3 Kg less than prescribed limit), 12  empty cylinders, 70 gas cylinders filled with gas, 2 gas refilling iron pipes, 1 weighing machine, 4 Delivery Vans, rubber washers and seal caps etc. were recovered from their possession.

TEAM & THE INCIDENT   


A Team consisting Inspr. Amar Deep Sehgal – I/C Special Staff/North, SI Nasib Singh, HC Mahender, HC Jaleshwar, HC Suresh, Ct Daljeet, Ct Amit, Ct Aadesh and Ct. Vijay was formed under the close supervision of Sh. Shamsher Singh Malik, ACP/Operations.

An information was received by SI Nasib Singh on 07.02.08 that 3/4 persons who illegally transfer LPG from domestic gas cylinders to commercial LPG cylinders with the help of pipes in Prem Nagar, Nathu Pura thereby causing threat to public safety and supply under weight gas cylinders to consumers are doing the same even today.  Further, it was also reliably learnt that some LPG Delivery men will come with filled gas cylinders that fill the empty LPG cylinders with the help of iron pipes from sealed cylinders and deliver the underweight cylinders to the domestic consumers as genuine, thereby giving reduced quantity of LPG to innocent customers. 

A raiding party was accordingly formed and a raid was conducted at Shop No. 1, Main Road Prem Nagar, Gali No. 9, Nathu Pura, Delhi. Ram Bahadur, Mohar Singh, Dharam Veer, Dinesh Kumar and Shri Prakash above were caught red handed while refilling the empty Commercial LPG Cylinders with the help of iron pipes from sealed cylinders.  All the accused persons were apprehended from the spot.  A case was registered at PS Timar Pur in this regard.

INTERROGATION


During the course of interrogation, the above mentioned accused persons disclosed that they work as delivery men at Parul Gas Agency, Jharoda, Delhi from where they collect sealed LPG Domestic Gas Cylinder for supplying the same to the domestic consumers in the area of Burari, Nathu Pura, Timar Pur, Civil Lines and other adjoining areas.  They further disclosed that since they all were working together in one gas agency and were not getting enough salary from their employer, they planned to transfer LPG from domestic gas cylinders to commercial gas cylinders and sell them in the black market at exorbitant prices. Their gang leader Ram Bahadur took one shop on rent at Nathu Pura and started transferring LPG gas from domestic cylinders to commercial cylinders with the help of iron pipe. To earn quick and easy money, they all joined together and indulged themselves in cheating the genuine consumers by refilling the empty Gas Cylinders with the help of iron pipes from sealed cylinders and supply the reduced quantity of gas to the customers. 


They further revealed that they used to sell these illegally and clandestinely filled cylinders to the needy customers at a higher price.  They were involved in this trade for last about 7-8 months.


Further investigation/interrogation is in progress.

2 Mohar Singh s/o Bhogi Ram r/o Gali No 2, Pradeep Vihar, Nathu Pura, Delhi, aged 40 years.  He is 5th pass.  He is married.  He is working as a delivery man of Parul Gas Service, Jharoda, Delhi. He supplies domestic LPG cylinders on Delivery van no. HR 38 L 2156.

3 Dharam Veer s/o Shri Vidhya Ram r/o Gali No. 9, Prem Nagar, Nathu Pura, Delhi aged 18 years. He is 8th class pass and unmarried. He is in the trade for last one month. He drives Delivery Van No. HR 30 7958.

4 Dinesh Kumar s/o Sultan Singhr/o Gali No 5, Prem Nagar, Nangloi, Delhi aged 22 years. He is 8th class pass and married. He is supplying gas cylinders for last 2 years and presently working with Parul Gas Service, Jharod, Delhi. He drives Delivery Van No HR 55 3788.

5 Shri Prakash s/o Jai Narain r/o Gali No 9, Prem Nagar, Nathu Pura, Delhi aged 36 years. He studied upto 7th class and married and working with Parul Gas Service for last 3 years.

Abdul Aziz R/o Gali Shiv Mandir near tea stall house of Prakash Chand, Kabir Nagar, Shahdara, Delhi age 22 years have been arrested in this case.   During interrogation , the accused persons also disclosed that they also committed snatching near Happy School, Krishna nagar on 06.02.08 In this regard a case FIR No. 41 dt. 06.02.08 U/s 379/356/34 IPC was registered at PS Krishna Nagar, Delhi.
