Beresford City Council
August 6, 2018
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the Beresford City Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Gerald Dahlin.
Adopt Agenda: Motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Cain made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve the July 16, 2018 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   

Visitors to be heard
Municipal Subsidy 2019 Budget Requests: Mayor and Council asked that the organizations requesting a 2019 subsidy attend the meeting so that they could explain their need for the subsidy along with answering any question’s the Council may have. Organizations and representatives attending were: The Beresford Senior Event Center represented by Wanda Miller, Beresford Community Bus, represented by Carolyn Fray and Dave Nelson Beresford Faith in Action, represented by Dave Stimes and Nancy Swanstrom, Beresford PRCE - Community Education and the Beresford Baseball/Softball Association, represented by Scott Klungseth, Beresford Community Food Cupboard and Services, represented by Joanne Paulsen and Gail Snoozy and Downtown Beresford Beautification Group, represented by Gini Gustad. Mayor Anderson and Council thanked everyone for attending and for their community involvement.
Bruce & Tommy Berg: Bruce & Tommy Berg recently purchased Jet Service Center and wanted to introduce themselves to the Mayor & Council. They explained their future goals for the business and inquired on fill dirt and light poles. The Berg’s are originally from Rapid City and look forward to opening their business in Beresford. Mayor & Council welcomed them.
Terry Pack: Representing Legends of Gold was Terry Pack who thanked Jay Nordquist and the Electric Dept. staff for clearing out the 2.5 acres of trees. Mr. Pack described where they are at with construction and details of the new building. Once it’s constructed he expects 7,500-10,000 people to use the facility in a year. 
Department Head Reports
Electric Superintendent – Jay Nordquist:

· Nordquist asked Council if they are interested in having Siouxland Recovery host an electronic recycling event this fall at the Recycling Center. Council agreed to host the event.   
· Nordquist dispersed to Council a handout showing the Beresford Substation estimated project construction schedule and funding. They are looking to start in September 2018. The starting $50,000 payment is not budgeted for 2018. Nordquist requested that they push the starting payment back to January 1, 2019 to get the funding budgeted.  
Committee/Mayor Reports
Finance and Utility Committee

· Beresford Municipal Telephone (Staffing): Sveeggen stated the Telephone Committee, consisting of Sveeggen, Cain and Erickson recently met with Telephone Manager Todd Hansen. Hansen provided a work order flow chart with a brief description of each position. Council was asked to review and discuss at the August 20, 2018 Council Meeting.
· Beresford Municipal Liquor Store: Council Member Sveeggen reviewed a handout regarding the Liquor Store revenue since 2006. Council discussed at length the falling revenue, condition of the building, competition, the video lottery reserve, and off-sale revenue. At 8:16 p.m. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to enter into executive session for personnel. Council reconvened at 8:20 p.m. Council discussed the 10% liquor and 2% malt beverage tax and made suggestions to improve sales. They also discussed the costs to repair the parking lot and building. Mayor Anderson mentioned the possibility of hiring a consultant and asked the committee consisting of Sveeggen, Cain and Erickson to meet again to discuss and report back at the September 4th Council Meeting. 
New Business

Utility Billing Clerk/Telephone Department Assistant new hire recommendation: Finance Officer Johnson noted that the previous recommendation for the Utility Billing Clerk/Telephone Department Assistant declined the opening. Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Cain to hire Kathy Stuessi at $16.32/hr. for the Utility Billing Clerk/Telephone Department Assistant position. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Subsidy draw down request from Beresford Faith in Action: Beresford Faith in Action submitted their required financial report and request form. Erickson made the motion seconded by Boone to approve the budgeted $5,600 subsidy drawn down request from Beresford Faith in Action.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Curbside Recycling: City Administrator Zeimetz recently visited with Loren Fischer of Fischer Disposal regarding discontinuing curbside recycling. Zeimetz stated that the curbside recycling service is in the contract. Council suggested advertising the recycling service on the City Facebook page, website and utility bill to encourage residents to recycle.
Swimming pool funding and Burbach Aquatics bill for payment: City Administrator Zeimetz updated Council on the Burbach Aquatics invoice of $430,876.41. Zeimetz explained with the pledged funds from the video lottery account, interest from the Telephone COD and the funds raised from the Swimming Pool Fundraising Committee, there is still a shortfall of $134,000. Finance Officer Johnson was asked to bring a funding suggestion to the August 20, 2018 Council Meeting.
Accept retirement letter from Sargent Dave Steckleberg: Police Chief Larry Christensen informed Council that Sargent Dave Steckelberg will be retiring October 1, 2018. However, Steckelberg has not submitted his retirement letter yet.
Authorize advertising for full time police officer: Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to authorize advertising for a full time police officer upon receiving the retirement letter from Sargent Dave Steckelberg. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Discussion & Information Items
Update to Housing Study: City Administrator Zeimetz stated that the latest housing study completed in 2013 doesn’t reflect what is currently happening in the City now and recommended having another study conducted. The cost of the state standard housing study is $6,000. The consensus of Council was to approve the housing study.
Approval of Travel Requests
A motion to approve the following travel requests was made by Schott seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
