August 15, 2016
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 15, 2016 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Jason Muellenberg, and Art Schott. 
Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Teresa Sveeggen.
Adopt Agenda: Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Muellenberg to adopt the agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Minutes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Cain to approve the August 1, 2016 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Old Business
Consider Bids for new Beresford Community Swimming Pool: Zeimetz presented a handout itemizing the deductions made for the swimming pool bid. Council reviewed and discussed. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott, after negotiating with Swift General Contracting and City Staff for the most advantageous price to accept Contract #1 Swift General Contracting in the amount of $1,843,081.00. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Cain made the motion, seconded by Schott, after negotiating with Mechanical Inc. and City Staff for the most advantageous price to accept Contract #2 Mechanical Inc. in the amount of $781,000.00. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Review Lead Clerk position description: Erickson made a motion to create a Lead Clerk position at City Hall and appoint Elaine Johnson to the position effective September 1, 2016 at 110% of the Union scale. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Erickson noted that the job description will be completed by the September 6, 2016 Council Meeting.  
New Business

Tree Trimming in Public Right of Way: Schott made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to hire Don Christensen to trim trees along the public right of way and alley’s throughout the City and to not exceed $3,000.00. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Zeimetz mentioned that he will put a notice in the Beresford Republic newspaper notifying residence. 
Purchase Pelican NP Street Sweeper off NJPA – Contract #022014-FSC: Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to purchase the Pelican NP Street Sweeper off the NJPA bid in the amount of $179,203.00. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. The street sweeper will arrive in March 2017. 
Partial release of transmission line easement on Lot 16 in Block 1 of BEDCO First Addition: Erickson moved to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the partial release of transmission line easement on Lot 16 in Block 1 of BEDCO First Addition. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
P/T Hires for Liquor Store: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Cain to approve hiring Julia Sundstrom and Justis Bartling at $8.55/hr. part-time for the Liquor Store. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
2017 Budget Review: Finance Officer Moller reviewed the 2017 Budget with the Mayor & Council. Each department was discussed. Council would like to see electronic water meters included. Dahlin requested to review Beresford HRC and BEDCO’s financials also.
