Burundi Journey Dates:   June 27 to July 15.  (The dates may be adjusted, give or a take a few days.)  The least expensive routing flies through Addis, Ethiopia, so we expect to gather in Addis on June 27th  and then  depart from Bujumbura on July 15.

Program Fees: $3,150.

We accept payments by check and money order, or by credit card payment via our website. There is an additional 4% fee for credit card payments, to offset the convenience fee Pay Pal retains for processing the online transaction.

Program fees include all hotel and town/village accommodations, program activities, administrative costs, trip costs only (no salaries) for one Project Director and the Executive Director/Facilitator, guest speakers, field trips, entrance fees, tips, meals, in-country transportation, preparatory readings on Burundi, as well as support of the host organization JRMD and Water Station Project plus Burundian delegate participation. International airfare is additional and purchased separately by each delegate. Personal expenses, visas, inoculations, and travel insurance are not included. Price is based on double room accommodations for city stays and shared accommodations for village stays.

Delegates and their supporters have the option to designate amounts paid to Global Citizen Journey as tax deductible when they donate funds to the project, with the understanding that such donations will not be refundable if the delegate is unable to participate for unforeseen reasons.

Schedule of Payments - Payments are due according to the following schedule:

· $ 100 nonrefundable application fee due with completed application

· $ 250 nonrefundable delegate commitment fee, due by November 1, 2008
· $ 750 due by February 1, 2009
· $ 750 due by  April 1, 2009
· $ 1300 due by May 1, 2009
The expenses incurred by Global Citizen Journey to Burundi begin long before June 2009. For example: 

           Our first concern is to pay deposits for the Burundi journey expenses - for accommodations,

             transportation, and other travel in the host country as soon as is possible.

           On an ongoing basis, we need to send monies to Burundi for support of JRMD, the host organization, and

             purchase of the Water Station Project building materials.

We have developed our payment schedule to balance delegates’ need for time to raise money with our need to meet these financial obligations. It is helpful if you can send in fees in advance of these due dates.  And we want to work with each of you:  If you feel deeply called to be a delegate on this journey, but find the payment schedule to be a roadblock, please call a the project leader to discuss.

Fundraising: Some delegates will need to fundraise to cover a portion of their costs – in fact, GCJ encourages this strategy to increase the visibility of our work together. GCJ provides a list of fundraising suggestions (check the web where you can download this). Both tax deductible and non-tax-deductible monies can be raised in this way, and both types will be applied in the same way toward the delegate’s program fees.

· Donors can make checks payable to the delegate, in which case the donations are not tax-deductible.

· Donors can make checks payable to Global Citizen Journey-Burundi Project. We request that in order to improve cash flow for upfront expenses, delegates who receive checks made out to Global Citizen Journey remit them as they are collected, rather than waiting for the payment deadlines specified above. GCJ will track the amount of donations given in honor of each delegate, and prepare appropriate tax deduction paperwork for the donors. Note also that a delegate can specify his/her own payments as being tax deductible or not.

Although the delegate program fees are $3150, if you are able to contribute or raise more money for the building project, we welcome your partnership. In addition, the earlier the funds arrive, the faster the progress will be on the buildings.

Refund policy: $65 of the application fee is refundable if your application is not accepted; otherwise the application fee is nonrefundable. The $250 delegate commitment fee is also nonrefundable.

For those who pay without taking a tax deduction, if you need to cancel for some unforeseen reason, we will refund a portion of the program fees as follows:

· Cancellation by May 1, 2009;  50% refund;

· Cancellation by June 1, 2009;  25% refund;

· Cancellation after June 1, 0% refund.

Note that to the extent that program costs are covered using monies donated as tax deductible, refunds are not possible, as the donations are to the project regardless of who participates. For non-tax-deductible donations made directly to you, any refund policy is a private arrangement between you and the donor.

In the unlikely event that GCJ has to postpone the journey to Burundi, monies collected by you would be applied to the future date. Please note that we are committed to building the Water Station Project on schedule.

Note that certain types of trip insurance can be purchased that will repay monies forfeited in case you decide to cancel or GCJ needs to postpone the October journey. This type of insurance is optional and purchased at your discretion.

Letter of Agreement and Expectations

As a Global Citizen Journey (GCJ) delegate, you are embarking on a commitment to citizen diplomacy and service. 

A GCJ trip is very much a shared experience: you will be part of a group and most of your time in Burundi will be with the group. You will participate in workshops and dialogue, to develop skill and capacity as a citizen diplomat, including cross-cultural communication, conflict resolution, compassionate listening, leadership development and environmental awareness.

During the journey, delegates will be expected to exhibit standards of behavior that are sensitive to the needs of the group: our personal choices impact the whole. We ask you to refrain from behaviors that may detract from the unity of the group, bring an element of risk or violate the trust or integrity of the group. This includes any behaviors that are unsafe, unhealthy or illegal either in the U.S. or in the host country, and calls for discretion around behaviors that might be deemed offensive to others. Global Citizen Journey reserves the right to dismiss from the group any delegate who violates these agreements.

In order to prepare you for this experience and enhance its value, you will be expected to attend a number of meetings with your fellow delegates before and after the trip. Indeed, the journey begins as soon as you are accepted. Attendance and full participation will help you get the most from the journey as well as prevent problems and unnecessary stress. The meetings will cover the following:

· History and culture of the host country

· How to navigate life in the host country, including cultural differences and challenges

· Team building with fellow delegates

· Skill building including compassionate listening, conflict resolution and leadership development

· Cultivating a philosophy of citizen diplomacy

· Logistics for the trip, including health and safety

· Sharing in preparation and tasks

· Insight into integrating the experience into your own life

For the Burundi trip, meetings will be held primarily in Seattle or Snohomish. (Conference call participation may be an option, if you are unable to be physically present at some of the sessions.)  There will a series of evening meetings, 4 to 6 sessions, as well as 2 to 3 all-day training sessions. Upon return, the delegation will continue to meet to provide mutual support, integration and processing of lessons learned, as well as planning for the implementation of individual communication plans to share experiences with the public. These meetings following the trip will begin in August, and continue for at least three months. Specific dates and times will be communicated well in advance.

I agree that my participation in this Global Citizen Journey – Burundi 2009 group is entirely voluntary. I agree, on behalf of myself, my assigns, executors, and heirs, to RELEASE, INDEMNIFY, and HOLD HARMLESS Global Citizen Journey, its trustees, officers, agents, employees, Global Citizen Journey from any cause or action, claims or demands of any nature.

This shall include, but is not limited to, a claim of negligence, which I, my heirs, representatives, executors, administrators and assigns may now have, or have in the future against Global Citizen Journey, on account of personal injury, property damage, death, or accident of any kind in any way related to my participation in, or transportation to or from this Global Citizen Journey –Burundi 2009 trip.

This shall also include any act or omission of any third party, as well as any case involving my separation from the group. In the case of voluntary separation or expulsion from the group I understand that I will be responsible for all expenses related to such separation.

I understand that Global Citizen Journey does not provide any accident or medical insurance and that I am required to provide my own accident and medical insurance. I hereby agree that I am financially responsible for all such expenses. I understand Global Citizen Journey representatives do not carry radios, and cell phones are sometimes out of their service areas, and I may be far from medical facilities at various times during the Burundi 2008 journey.

I understand that Global Citizen Journey does not provide any private vehicle insurance and that I am required to provide my own private vehicle insurance should I elect to use my own vehicle for transportation to or from the Global Citizen Journey – Burundi 2009 trip. In the event of accident or injury in my private vehicle, or any other private vehicle, I agree to the same terms outlined above.

I understand that all participants are subject to Global Citizen Journey policies, laws of the United States, and the laws of Burundi. In the event of violation of these, or behavior that is considered by Global Citizen Journey to be detrimental to the participant, other participants, or Global Citizen Journey, Global Citizen Journey shall have the right to dismiss me from the group while retaining all payments.

I hereby certify that I am physically fit and able to participate in this journey. I further state that I am cognizant of all the inherent dangers of participation and the risks involved in this trip. These potential dangers and risks may include, but are not limited to, drowning, rock fall, lightning, extreme weather conditions, environmental injuries, civil unrest, war, crime, unreliable sanitation/health conditions, road crossings, motor vehicle accidents, equipment failure, wildlife attacks, etc.

I state that I am of lawful age and legally competent to sign this affirmation and release. I understand the terms herein are contractual.

Global Citizen Journey will have a designated local (Northwest U.S.) representative to serve as the primary contact during the Global Citizen Journey – Burundi 2009 trip. Activities in Burundi will be organized by Global Citizen Journey’s Burundi partners and do not necessarily meet Global Citizen Journey standards and procedures. Participation in any activity is at the discretion of the participant.
