ODNR on January 4, 2010 released 2010 preliminary coastal erosion area maps, which identified Lake Erie coastal erosion areas as provided by ORC 1506.06. CEAs are areas anticipated to be lost by Lake Erie related erosion within a 30 year period if no additional approved erosion control measures are completed within that time. Objections by property owners were accepted until May 11 and Vision of Geological Survey made modifications which resulted in some reduced parcels or elimination all together and affected owners have been notified of such. Some parcels of affected property owners in Lorain County have until October 9 to object to said determination and all finalization should be anticipated by December 17.
