Hazards of Inadequately Securing Hydraulic Excavator Buckets

The Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) currently have a Safety and Health Information Bulletin concerning the use of quick-coupling devices for hydraulic excavator buckets, and the hazards associated with them.  While the bulletin is not a standard or regulation, it provides information to alert employers and employees of the need to follow manufacturer’s instructions; explain how buckets and attachments can be unintentionally released; and detail actions to prevent these unintended releases.
