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PREFACE
THE facilities for preparing the Vocabulary of a language which has only a few years been reduced to writing, must of necessity be very meagre.

SUCH is the case with the present volume. All the sources from which words have been derived, are a few letters, and Fables, committed to writing by some of the natives from memory, after they had been taught to write in their vernacular. These, together with the intercourse of three or four Missionaries with the natives, has been the source from whence the words were collected, which are in the Karen Thesaurus, a native Karen Dictionary, prepared under Mr. Wade's supervision, and assistance, by Sau Kau-tu. This work is all in Karen, with the words defined in that language. This Thesaurus is the foundation of the present Vocabulary in Karen and English.

A DICTIONARY of the Karen language was commenced by Mr. Wade, some years since, and in 1842, a revision and re-writing of the work, was undertaken, and the printing commenced in a quarto form, but it was soon seen that his declining health was not likely to permit him to finish a work of such magnitude for many years; and as a Vocabulary, at least, of the language, was very much needed by those who were preparing themselves for labor among the Karens, he was advised to relinquish his plan of the quarto volume, for a time, after 324 pages had been printed, and prepare a less elaborate work, which could sooner be placed in the hands of his fellow laborers, some of whom had not any thing of the kind, even in manuscript. The printing of the present work was commenced in 1846, but in consequence of Mr. Wade's poor health, it came from the press less rapidly than had been hoped, and in October, 1847, on account of imparied eye-sight, when he was reluctantly compelled to relinquish the work, when he had arrived to the end of the letter y. From that letter to the close, the work has been prepared by Mrs. Bennett, from materials put into her hands by Mr. Wade, which were so ample, as to fully entitle him to the credit given him in the title page.
As the Karen roots, are monosyllabic, like all Oriental languages, in the formation of compound words, or where two roots are used together, the signification partakes of the nature of both, and in some usages, the definition is almost, if not precisely what that of one of the roots is, consequently, in the work as far as Mr. Wade proceeded, many of the words are defined when following other roots, and in very many such cases, reference is made to them, and the definition is not repeated, where the word again occurs in its alphabetical place.

THERE are two advantages gained by this process, first, the word is defined by Mr. Wade, and not his successor; second, the work is much reduced in thickness, although it has now twice the number of pages it was originally thought would complete the work. The only inconvenience there will be, is the necessity of having to look in another place for the definition when not found after the word.
THE work has undoubtedly many errors, and must necessarily be very incomplete, from the imperfect materials from which it has been prepared. But such as it is, we trust it will be found far preferable to the old manuscript. Dictionaries in use, the copying of which has cost so much time and labor, and do not contain half as many words as the present volume.

IT would be surprising if all the words in the Karen language should happen to be found in this book, in fact, we know they are not, for scarce a letter is received from a native Assistant, that does not contain some word that has been overlooked, or makes it appearance for the first time.

THE present work does by no means supercede the necessity at some future day, of having a DICTIONARY in the Karen language. It is still desirable. But when we reflect that twenty years have not yet elapsed since the language was reduced to writing, and probably not more than a dozen foreigners have become familiar with it, -- the time surely cannot have arrived, to expect one very perfect.

IT is confidently hoped that the life of Mr. Wade will be spared, and his eye-sight recovered by his visit to America, and that it will hereafter be his privilege to prepare a Sgau Karen Dictionary. No other man is so competent to the task, whose labors are not more urgently needed in other departments of the Karen Mission.

THIS volume has cost more labor, time, patience, and care, than those engaged in it, will probably ever get credit for, as it is an old axiom, that "it is far easier to find defects in a work, than to make a more perfect one."

SUCH as the present work is, it is presented to the members of the Karen Mission, some of whom we hope will find it a far better aid in the acquisition of the language, than any thing their predecessors were favored with.
