WHEREAS, the governing body of  Lorain County expresses their support  of the United State's Senate regarding coming together as a Nation and ceasing all work or other activity for a moment of remembrance beginning at 1:00 p.m. Eastern Daylight Time on September 11, 2011, in honor of the 10th anniversary of the terrorist attacks committed against the United States on September 11, 2001; and

WHEREAS, at 8:46 a.m., on September 11, 2001, hijacked American Airlines Flight 11 crashed into the upper portion of the North Tower of the World Trade Center in New York City, New York; and

WHEREAS, 17 minutes later, at 9:03 a.m., hijacked United Airlines Flight 175 crashed into the South Tower of the World Trade Center; and

WHEREAS, at 9:37 a.m., the west wall of the Pentagon was hit by hijacked American Airlines Flight 77, the impact of which caused immediate and catastrophic damage to the headquarters of the Department of Defense; and

WHEREAS, at approximately 10:00 a.m., the passengers and crew of hijacked United Airlines Flight 93 acted heroically to retake control of the airplane and thwart the taking of additional American lives by crashing the airliner in Shanksville, Pennsylvania, and, in doing so, gave their lives to save countless others; and

WHEREAS,  nearly 3,000 innocent civilians were killed in the heinous attacks of September 11, 2001; and

WHEREAS, tens of thousands of individuals narrowly escaped the attacks at the Pentagon and World Trade Center and, as witnesses to this tragedy, are forever changed; and

WHEREAS, countless fire departments, police departments, first responders, governmental officials, workers, emergency medical personnel, and volunteers responded immediately and heroically to those horrific events; and

WHEREAS,  the Fire Department of New York suffered 343 fatalities on September 11, 2001, the largest loss of life of any emergency response agency in United States history; and

WHEREAS,  the Port Authority Police Department suffered 37 fatalities in the attacks, the largest loss of life of any police force in United States history in a single day; and

WHEREAS,  the New York Police Department suffered 23 fatalities as a result of the terrorist attacks; and

WHEREAS,  the impact of that day on public health continues through 2011, as nearly 90,000 people are at risk of or suffering from negative health effects as a result of the events of September 11, 2001, including 14,000 workers and 2,400 community residents who are sick, and tens of thousands of others whose health is being monitored; and

WHEREAS, 10 years later, the people of the United States and people around the world continue to mourn the tremendous loss of innocent life on that fateful day; and

WHEREAS, 10 years later, thousands of men and women in the United States Armed Forces remain in harm’s way defending the United States against those who seek to threaten the United States; and

WHEREAS, on the 10th anniversary of this tragic day, the thoughts of the people of the United States are with all of the victims of the events of September 11, 2001 and their families; and

WHEREAS,  the lives of Americans were changed forever on September 11, 2001, when events threatened the American way of life; and

WHEREAS,  in 2009, Congress and the President joined together to designate September 11 as a National Day of Service and Remembrance under the Serve America Act (Public Law 111–13; 123 Stat. 1460); and

WHEREAS, in September 2009 and 2010, President Obama issued Proclamation 8413 (74 Fed. Reg. 47045) and Proclamation 8559 (75 Fed. Reg. 56463) proclaiming September 11, 2009, and September 11, 2010, respectively, as Patriot Day and National Day of Service and Remembrance; and

WHEREAS, September 11 will never, and should never, be just another day in the hearts and minds of all people of the United States.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the governing body of Lorain County:

(1) 
recognizes September 11, 2011, as a day of solemn commemoration of the events 
of September 11, 2001, and a day to come together as a Nation; and
(2)
offers its deepest and most sincere condolences to the families, friends, and loved ones of the innocent victims of the September 11, 2001, terrorist attacks; and

(3)
honors the heroic service, actions, and sacrifices of first responders, law enforcement personnel, State and local officials, volunteers, and countless others who aided the innocent victims of those attacks and, in doing so, bravely risked and often gave their own lives; and

(4)
recognizes the valiant service, actions, and sacrifices of United States personnel, including members of the United States Armed Forces, the United States intelligence agencies, the United States diplomatic service, homeland security and law enforcement personnel, and their families, who have given so much, including their lives and well-being, to support the cause of freedom and defend the security of the United States; and

(5)
reaffirms that the people of the United States will never forget the challenges our country endured on and since September 11, 2001, and will work tirelessly to defeat those who attacked the United States; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that on the 10th anniversary of this tragic day in United States history the governing body of the Lorain County calls upon all of the people and institutions of the United States to observe a moment of remembrance on September 11, 2011, including (i) media outlets; (ii) houses of worship; (iii) military organizations; (iv) veterans organizations; (v) airlines; (vi) airports; (vii) railroads; (viii) sports teams; (ix) the Federal Government; (x) State and local governments; (xi) police, fire, and other public institutions; (xii) educational institutions; (xiii) businesses; and (xiv) other public and private institutions; and

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the governing body of Lorain County encourages the observance of the moment of remembrance to last for 1 minute beginning at 1:00 p.m. Eastern Daylight Time by, to the maximum extent practicable ceasing all work or other activity; and marking the moment in an appropriate manner, including by ringing bells, blowing whistles, or sounding sirens.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT



Commissioner Kokoski attended Team Lorain County meeting this morning and a presentation was done from Team NEO and there were 2 resolutions to support sales tax and jvs levy.


Steve Morey, President – Team Lorain County and they are charged to market the county and bring in new job, investments and current business to expand. He stated Tom Walthermyer, Team Neo gave a presentation and they have been awarded $4.1 million to carry out mission of economic development in northeast Ohio and Team Lorain County was given $15,000 from Lorain County Community Foundation to carryout the mission to bring jobs into the county.

Commissioner Kokoski attended Labor Day, along with Commissioner Kalo and it was wet.

Commissioner Kokoski spoke with John Born, member on Soil & Water and he stated that there maybe a layoff in that department and Nancy Funni does the Phase 2 for EPA mandates and not sure what we will do if we lose Nancy. County Administrator Cordes said the county gives $75,000 to Soil & Water to provide these services and it is given at the beginning of the year. He also stated that the fees collected, just like building department does not cover the expenses and there have been several discussions to streamline process between Community Development, Engineer, Commissioners  & Soil/Water it works well.

Commissioner Kokoski said she and Mr. Born talked about engineer/techs over there and they do not have money to pay for them and Nancy so one would have to go.

Nancy Funni, Administrator – Lorain County Soil & Water Conservation District said she is in the department, along with her assistant there is no tech staff she does all npdes reports and the commissioners allocate money at the beginning of the year and the state gives a match on the full amount given.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if it was Soil & Water decision to keep her or not, Ms. Funni said Soil & Water decision.  County Administrator Cordes said this works needs to be done and if they are not going to supply this work we have to figure out another way.

Commissioner Williams said he would like to have Soil & Water Board come in to have this discussion.


Commissioner Kalo attended Farm Bureau meeting and Labor Fest went well besides rain and handed out info on sales tax.

Commissioner Kalo has a meeting to go to on October 12 relating to JobsOhio and requested if the Board would like to meet Tuesday or Thursday this week. Commissioners will meet at 12 pm (noon) on October 11 and cancel October 12. He also has a meeting scheduled for September 22, Columbus with Department of Development and will take Don Romancak or Pat Metzger.

Commissioner Williams said he will contact all elected officials to see how they are going to prepare for next year based upon 10% cut for the 4th quarter.  He would also like board approval to deappropriate the $750,000 from the Clerk of Courts. County Administrator Cordes said can’t transfer money to general fund, this is up to that office but if it was deappropriate which is the commissioner’s authority to do by line items but could cause a shortage.
Commissioner Kalo said a simpler process would be to ask the Clerk of Courts to transfer those dollars to general fund from title fund and he said he would which is around $700,000.

Commissioner Kokoski said why do we want the carryover look bigger. County Kalo said it is just larger carryover now or in November.

County Administrator Cordes said you want to expropriate $750,000 and make a request to the Clerk of Courts. Commissioner Kalo said his request is just to do the transfer to the general fund. County Cordes was just getting clarification because there are two different amounts.

Commissioner Williams said as long as we get the $700,000, if not we will deal with it later.
Commissioner Kokoski said this confuses people that more revenue is being reported. Commissioner Williams said it is just money that we are taking ahead of time last year he gave $250,000, so cash in hand is always better.

VETERANS SERVICE COMMISSION

Clerk stated that the Lorain County Veterans Service Commission is present; Sam Betounes, G. Robert Childers, Richard Koba, & McKinley Dickerson.


Mr. Betounes said they are present on the suggestion of Assistant County Prosecutor Innes, in which he represents both Commissioners and Veterans and appreciates the Commissioners extending the healthcare for 30 days.  He stated that Mr. Childers did find a resolution stating part-time employees hired after January 28, 1992, shall not be entitled to employer paid health care coverage but employees hired prior to the date shall remain eligible for health care provide that the employee was covered by the plan on January 28, 1992 and he stated that two of the members of the commission fall into this category.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if the are considered part time employees or board members. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said part time employees. County Administrator Cordes said whenever there is a designation there is a resolution authorizing to come onto the plan and there is not, also no resolution authorizing payment of these benefits. He said his concern is with the definition of part time employees because a lot of board members are appointed are they part time. Commissioner Kokoski said there is no compensation or healthcare to board members expect Veterans and Board of Elections. Mr. Betounes said this only affects employees hired prior to 1992. Commissioner Williams asked how many employees do this affect; Mr. Betounes said 2 – Mr. Dickerson & Mr. Koba.  Commissioner Kokoski asked what other counties provide healthcare to board members, Commissioner Kalo said Mahoning County did provide all members of their board’s healthcare but other counties did not. Commissioner Kokoski said if we give it to the Veterans do we have to give it to the other boards. Commissioner Kalo said the question is are they board members or part time employees predating 1992. County Administrator Cordes said whose employees would they be.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said we need to review the plan. County Administrator Cordes said there are elected officials, board members and employees and in order to be an employee you have to work for someone.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said they are entitled to PERS, etc.
David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said most board members are not compensated they are volunteers, Commissioner Kokoski said under Ohio Revised Code they are being compensated. Mr. Ashenhurst said this is why they are commission members and he said a lot of elected officials are counted as part time employees; County Administrator Cordes said they are counted as part time officials.  He stated that the Commissioners are the plan fiduciaries and can make the definition of part time or not but there still needs a resolution authorizing payment of that benefit because of the compensation. 
Commissioner Kalo said anytime no offense to anyone but what is a definition of a part time employee with compensation and a rule is made it is never clean enough that something comes up in the future and he does not want to change any wording in the plan unless we have concise legal language.  County Administrator Cordes said years ago there were many non profits and agencies in the self insurance health care plan and there was massive amount of litigation and there are court ruling that is eligible for enrollment into the plan but as far as allowing board members with regards to the definition there also has to be authorization of payment. Commissioner Kokoski said there is no resolution for payment of salary; County Administrator Cordes said there was a resolution establishing a base pay based under Ohio Revised Code to establish reasonable compensation and benefits is considered compensation and you can provide healthcare benefits as part of compensation.
Commissioner Williams asked if part time employee are on salary or hourly. County Administrator Cordes said under Ohio Department of Labor we do not have any non part time salary employees all paid on hourly rate. Commissioner Williams asked how do they fall into part time employment, Assistant Prosecutor Innes said through compensation and they are qualified for unemployment, pers. Commissioner Kalo said that is the difference in classification because elected officials do not qualify for unemployment benefits.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said we need to be consistent.  
Commissioner Kalo said those prior to 1992 will still be eligible but after 1992 they would not and Veterans can continue to get healthcare until end of September but then they would be eligible for the cobra plan and would ask Assistant County Prosecutor Innes to review the plan.  Mr. Betounes said the healthcare has been extended until end of September and would have time to review which would be appreciated. County Administrator Cordes said this would solve eligibility but a resolution is still needed for payment. Commissioner Kalo said 2 would be eligible, 2 would not be eligible and pass a resolution that this would be part of compensation.  He said when the Board of Elections members change after the 2005/2006 rule they would have to be paid but no longer required to provide healthcare to the appointees unless you were prior to 1992. 
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there are two issues to consider; what will be future compensation and Commissioners have done research based upon other counties not paying $10,000 that is being paid and also not receiving health insurance. Mr. Betounes said he has no knowledge of how the compensation was approved.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the second issue is the informality of how the compensation was established in the past.  
Commissioner Williams asked how many hours do the members work. Mr. Betounes said it various they attend 2 meeting each month lasting around 1.5 – 3 hours each, 4 training session each year, lasting around 6 hours each and driving to Mansfield and all the organization meetings. He said the Commissioners raised the question as to if the member were part-time, etc. Commissioner Kalo said they did not look into this until Don Bates brought everything forward from Ohio Revised Code, so then we started reviewing Veterans as well as others.  Mr. Betounes said he was recommended by American Legion and appointed by Judge Zaleski and under 5901 of revise code salary is approved.  He

Mr. Betounes understands that there is concern with the size of the budget and a significant portion could go away if someone would respond to numerous requests to discuss the dialogue that was had with Commissioner Williams and location of office.  Commissioner Williams said  when he left this meeting there was an agreement on the location and then Don Bates came back with renovation to the building and they do not have funds so it was offered larger cubicles for offices and we are not going to approve St. Joes. Mr. Betounes said he is not concerned with St. Joes he is concerned with adequate housing to assist the veterans.  Commissioner Kokoski said what has changed with the scope in what is being performed with the veterans that different space is needed. Mr. Betounes said privacy issues; Commissioner Kokoski asked if there was conference room available at Job & Family for private discussions. Mr. Betounes said there are 3 officers that meet daily with Veterans. Commissioner Williams said Children Services & Job & Family has the same issues and there are no complaints.  Commissioner Williams said there are two options with the office space location at Job & Family facility with office or extend cubicles with doors and the choice is theirs. Mr. Betounes said this is the 1st he heard of this. Commissioner Kalo said Commissioner Williams relayed this information to the board about 2 weeks ago and we all agreed and then there was a response that this was not suitable. Commissioner Williams said when he left that meeting it was agreed that the offices would be needed. Mr. Betounes said he will discuss this with Mr. Bates and get back to the Board.  Commissioner Kalo said the board is willing to do this because there are no funds available and it the Commissioners who provide the housing for the Veterans service.  Commissioner Williams called upon his assistant Neil who asked him to contact Mr. Bates and relay to him that renovation could not be done but he could have the office and Mr. Lynch said correct.
