Call to Order:  President Watters called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.
Roll Call:  Connelly, Maynard, Nordmeyer, Novak, Rasmussen, Snyder and Watters present.

 August 8, 2016, Regular Board Meeting – Snyder/Maynard motion to approve carried by ayes without negative vote.  

Approval of August 2016 Treasurer’s Report


Snyder/Nordmeyer motion to accept and place on file for audit carried by ayes without negative vote.

Approval of August 2016 Village and Water/Sewer Payables


Snyder/Rasmussen motion to approve carried by ayes without negative vote.  

Citizen Comments


Snyder asked that crossing guard pay be reviewed at next Finance Committee.  They will be down to one crossing guard at lunch hour from three.  Pre K 4 year olds will be all day this year.

Severt has a call in to project manager for Hwy 14 project south of town.  They are parking their big equipment on Prairie Dr.

Communication and Miscellaneous Business: Discussion, Consideration and Action on the following:

1. Committee/Commission Appointment – Library Board

Watters is still in conversation.  He hopes to have something done by next month.

2. Ordinance 2016-13 – Parking Ordinance

Watters asked where the feet go from/to that are described in the ordinance.  Severt explained how this is measured..  Rasmussen/Snyder motion to approve carried by ayes without negative vote.

3. Resolution 2016-3 – 2016 Budget Amendment

The clerk explained the budget amendment items.  Rasmussen/Snyder motion to approve carried by ayes without negative vote.

4. 2016-2017 Insurance Renewal Effective 9/15/16

Rasmussen/Novak motion to approve proposal as presented carried by ayes without negative vote.

5. Fund Accounting Software

Put it in the budget for 2017.  Price out water/sewer billing software as an add-on.

6. Common Area Maintenance Expenses for Library

Snyder/Rasmussen motion to approve was withdrawn.  Connelly noted Stricker might want to talk about this at next month’s meeting.  Sorrentino noted that there will be no bill for 2017.  Stricker forgot but was reminded by Buchert that he said there would be no CAM for three years.  Rasmussen/Snyder motion to refer to Finance Comm CBA w/o neg vote.

7. Real Estate Tax Amount due to Town of Walworth for 2016-2020 Related to Shodeen Annexation

Connelly/Snyder motion to pay annually over five years by January 31 of each year carried by ayes without negative vote.

8. Payment Services Network Proposal for Additional Services

Deputy Clerk Treasurer Rogers explained the new proposal and cost.  They are proposing e-bills which will save time and postage.  They are also proposing a card reader at our counter.  The Board wants her to talk to the bank about these options to see if they’re cheaper than what PSN is offering.  PSN has been willing to negotiate in the past and may be willing to do so now.  Snyder/Novak motion to approve e-bill option and refer to Finance the credit card option carried by ayes without negative vote.  

9. First National Bank Service Agreement



Watters explained the points and asked us to check the ordinance for 


current fees that we pass along to customers.  Positive Pay means we send 


a listing of our checks to the bank and they verify the check amounts from 


that list before they pay.  The Board returned to this item at the end of the 


meeting  Snyder/Novak motion to approve the First National service 


agreement carried by ayes without negative vote.
10. Review of 2013 Non-Significance Determination for Heyer Park

The curb around the park and all four ramps will be replaced next year when the DOT does the Hwy. 14 project.  Because we did this determination three years ago, Julie Jenks/DOT wants to know this is still relevant.  Connelly/Maynard motion to leave as is carried by ayes without negative vote.  Per PW Director Boss, a fire hydrant may need to be relocated in the park.  That would be the village’s responsibility.  The new street corner will go over an old storm sewer which might collapse it.  The storm sewer serves the state highway.  The state might have built this storm sewer originally.

Standing Committee Reports: Discussion, Consideration and Action on the following:

Finance:  Nothing to Report

General Services:

1. Alcohol Beverage and Operator’s Licenses (If Any)

Wadlund/Main St. Country Store, Patel/Bhatoya Enterprises, Mitchell/Cruise In, Soukup/Cruise In:  Snyder/Rasmussen motion to approve carried by ayes without negative vote.

2. Fireworks Stands

GS is going to recommend to the Board next month to not allow fireworks stands anymore.  They will bring an ordinance.


Public Works:

1. CMOM

Nordmeyer met with DNR and was presented with our CMOM report that cost $125.  It’s a plan for what we’ll do if we have a problem.  Rasmussen said the maps are good.  Our CMAR now has a grade of A.  Nordmeyer/Rasmussen motion to accept CMOM report as presented carried by ayes without negative vote.

2. Lakeview Subdivision Drainage

The problem is to get the water drained down the hill and then decide where to put it.  The engineer came up with a 4 phase plan on how to attack the drainage problem.  After that, the road can be done.  The engineer would like to get started on the preliminary engineering and he has presented a proposal.  The committee’s recommendation is to go ahead with the first three phases and eliminate phase 4 altogether.  It is a huge expense for a small benefit.  The proposal does not include cost of easements.  Nordmeyer/Maynard motion to begin phases 1, 2 and 3, with a cost of up to $19,100 at the discretion of PW committee, carried by ayes with one abstention.
3. Paving Projects

The alley near Sandy’s should have an easement.  She owns up to 6 feet toward the building next door.  The Village should be able to get an easement for $1 and then possibly buy it afterwards.  Nordmeyer’Rasmussen motion to pave that area provided we get the easement carried by ayes without negative vote.  GS is recommending Tim see what needs to be done in front of Iseli Nordmeyer/Rasmussen motion to do that repair not to exceed $12,000 carried by ayes without negative vote.

Personnel Committee:  Nothing to Report

Reports of Commissions and Special Committees: Discussion, Consideration and Action on the following:

Plan Commission:  Meeting Update – Plan discussed the proposed zoning map.  Patzelt had shared his long range plan with Shaun/Foth and Shaun had incorporated that into his zoning map update.  Watters talked to Patzelt and told him he should come in to soonest PC meeting.  This has never been presented to the village.  Novak asked what happened with John’s/Knoll Rd.  PC was going to eliminate off-site parking there.  

FWWPCC:  Meeting Update –  Meet tomorrow night.

Emergency Government:  Nothing to Report

Library Board:  Meeting Update – Library is of mindset to come to peaceful resolution regarding their budget.  Snyder asked if Walworth has approached Fontana about merging their library with ours.  Snyder talked to someone in Fontana today about that subject.
