  Regular Town Council Meeting

September 11, 2012
Council Members (C/M) present: V/M Paige, C/M Walker, C/M Jones, C/M S. Moss, C/M B. Moss, and C/M K. Moss 
C/M absent: none

The meeting was held at the Dillwyn Town Hall located at 1030 Main Street, Dillwyn, VA, on September 11, 2012, at 7:00 p.m.  The invocation was given by V/M Paige and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Toney.
The Mayor opened the meeting and declared there was a quorum in attendance.
The Mayor asked the council if there were any changes or corrections to the August 2012, minutes.  Motion made by C/M K. Moss and seconded by C/M Jones to accept the minutes as presented.    Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M Paige, C/M Walker, C/M Jones, C/M K. Moss, C/M S. Moss, and C/M B. Moss.   Nays:  none.

The Mayor greeted the visitors. 
Transportation Enhancement:  

Phase 4:  The Clerk advised that the four easements have been requested from the property owners. (One permanent and three temporary).  The Pure Station is being sold.
Revitalization Project:    

Phase 1: The Clerk advised that almost all have signed, except for car wash and Mr. Allen.  Mr. Allen pulled out stating he could get the work done for less.   Mr. Snoddy has not provided the breakdown of one of the bills.  Todd and I have been trying to contact Mr. Snoddy.

Phase 2:  Oct. 3 is the date set to review the design plans with the applicants.  Over half of the owners have submitted applications.  The Blight Ordinance will apply to those that do not participate.

-  Town cleanup:  C/M S. Moss advised clean-up is scheduled to be this Saturday and she has made a request to have more than one worker.  The Clerk advised that RW Maxey has been cutting around the flagpole at Goldmine and Oak.
Tourism Committee:   C/M S. Moss advised that there are a variety of events scheduled to happen this month and October.

Ellis Acres Lease:  The Clerk advised that the lease is signed and just waiting on proof of insurance.  

Ellis Acres is requesting purchase of pavers:  Motion was made by V/M Paige and seconded by C/M K. Moss to postpone purchase.  Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M Paige, C/M Walker, C/M Jones, C/M K. Moss, C/M S. Moss, and C/M B. Moss.   Nays:  none.

Cemetery privacy fencing: C/M K. Moss advised that Benji Shumaker has planted the trees and shrubs.  Estimate cost is $300 for 11 trees and 8 shrubs.  Motion was made by C/M Walker and seconded by C/M K. Moss to send a letter of thanks to Mr. Shumaker.  Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M Paige, C/M Walker, C/M Jones, C/M K. Moss, C/M S. Moss, and C/M B. Moss.   Nays:  none.

C/M K. Moss advised that the plants and trees need watering once a week for the next 3-4 weeks and every other week until December. (2 gallons per plant).

The Clerk advised that Lucy Jamerson came into the office upset about the grass not being cut at the cemetery.  She wants the town to buy back her plots (2) as she wants to purchase plots at Cedar Baptist.  Motion made by C/M K. Moss and seconded by C/M B. Moss to table until next month and send her a letter about the state of the cemetery and the council is looking at the issue about the sale of the plots.  Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M Paige, C/M Walker, C/M Jones, C/M K. Moss, C/M S. Moss, and C/M B. Moss.   Nays:  none.

Motion made by C/M K. Moss and seconded by C/M Walker to send (Jay) Talbott Lawn Care a letter about the town’s dissatisfaction and intent to be looking for other options for the next cutting season and his fulfillment for this season to the town.  Need to mention to him about the numerous complaints and about the trees and shrubs—not to cut them.  Motion passed as follows:  Ayes:  C/M Walker, C/M K. Moss, C/M S. Moss, and C/M B. Moss.   Nays:  V/M Paige, and C/M Jones.

Street Sweeper:  The Clerk advised that a representative from Madvac will be here on Wednesday, Sept. 12, 3:00 p.m.  There are several options to review.
Burning of brush disposal:  C/M S. Moss reported that the fire chief had a family death and she will contact him shortly.
Cleaning of office:  C/M K. Moss talked to the lady and told her $25.00 per month instead of the $10.00 per hour.  She will talk to her again to be sure she will do this for $10.00 per hour.
Motion was made by C/M S. Moss and seconded by V/M Paige that the town pay $10.00 per hour for office cleaning.  Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M Paige, C/M Walker, C/M Jones, C/M K. Moss, C/M S. Moss, and C/M B. Moss.   Nays:  none.

Credit card processing:  C/M S. Moss had no success getting a better deal.  C/M Jones advised that she talked to Mr. Harris, Bank of America, and was advised about a match if the town found a cheaper offer.  She will get the correct verbiage and bring to council.
Comcast ordinance:  Waiting on town attorney and county attorney.
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NEW BUSINESS:  
CD (BOA) renewal, 9 mo., risk free, August 12.  Motion was made by V/M Paige and seconded by C/M K. Moss to renew at BOA.  Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M Paige, C/M Walker, C/M Jones, C/M K. Moss, C/M S. Moss, and C/M B. Moss.   Nays:  none.

VDOT workshop, Oct 16-17, Charlottesville:  The Clerk will attend.
Industrial Revitalization Funding (IRF):  DHCD $1M, resolution to support the applicants.  The Clerk advised that Chris Thompson advised that the town would only act as the agent to submit the application and then DHCD would deal directly with the applicants.  This would be a loan to the applicants.  Motion was made by C/M K. Moss and seconded by V/M Paige to approve resolution.  Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M Paige, C/M Walker, C/M Jones, C/M K. Moss, C/M S. Moss, and C/M B. Moss.   Nays:  none.
