President Koeser opened the hearing and asked Kautzman to recap the process.
Kautzman stated the proposed final levy was $1,907,516 and that was at the recommendation of the committee to hold the increase at no more than three percent.  He states the appropriation was proposed at $47,523,274 which includes several large items that will need to be financed which are put in with the bond proceeds.  Kautzman said the first is $6.5 million on sewer items and $10,790,000 on water items which will require rate adjustments with sewer rate fees changing considerably or water rate changes to pay for the out-of-pocket debt or a combination of rate increases, sales tax or a community wide type assessment.  Kautzman said this assessment had been done before on the 26th Street water reservoir.  There is a five percent salary increase for employees but as pointed out in the memo the employees are required to have a 20% match in the health insurance premiums and in this years budget there is a 10% proposed increase.  Kautzman said the bonds are going to be a requirement but the City may not be in a position to publicly sell those bonds and may want to consider to privately placing them.  Kautzman had a conversation with Dougherty & Company who has an arm and could possibly sell the bonds.  Kautzman said the mills would go down, marginally, but the mill worth has gone up and that’s the reason this can happen and as indicated they are increasing the actual dollar amount of the levy three percent. 
Koeser commented that in the amount of $6.5 million there are upgrades to the sewage treatment plant and asked Meiers if the City is at 95% capacity at this point, Meiers replied yes.  Koeser said they are also looking at getting some assistance from the State.  

Koeser commented that he feels “good” about the three percent property tax side.  Koeser said over the past 15 years the average has been two percent a year which is the City portion of your bill keeping in mind that on your property tax bill there are City, County, Schools and Parks & Rec taxes.  Koeser gave an overview of what the budget process is.  

Bekkedahl thanked the Department Heads and fellow Commissioners with their participation in the budget hearing process.  Bekkedahl commented that the three percent increase in the levy this year was “much larger” until it was trimmed and one thing that had been removed was the replacement of the roof on the fire hall for a year.  By doing this there were funds appropriated for another fire engine because public safety is becoming a concern.  Bekkedahl stated the Chief of Police is adding 4 positions to his staff, three licensed officers and one Compliance Officer.  The Chief of Police noted there have been three officers that have moved to oil field positions.  
Koeser commented that the Public Works Department will need to add three and-a-half positions.  

Koeser asked for any public input. 
Koeser asked for a second time for public input.

Glenn Granrud commented that he is opposed to increasing sales taxes, Kautzman said there isn’t an increase in sales tax and Granrud said “but that could be an option”.  Koeser explained it would be using more of the one-cent sales tax for this.  Granrud asked if property taxes have been raised two percent a year; Koeser replied it’s averaged over the last 16 years at 1.8% a year and the proposed increase for this year is a three percent increase.  Koeser said the one positive side is there has been enough new property come onto the tax rolls that should more than cover the three percent, Gooch-Egge commented that it does get spread out more.  Granrud commented that it wouldn’t be each individual house that go up, Koeser replied not necessarily, it would be the average, for example your house may not go up but someone else’s might depending on several factors.                 

Bekkedahl commented that last years levy was $1,851,000 and this year is $1,907,000 so for the City overall it’s an increase in dollars of about $56,000 total to the levy.  Bekkedahl said Minot’s property tax levy is over six times larger than ours with a City population three times bigger.  
Koeser asked for a third and final time for public input.  Hearing none the hearing was closed.

George Gaukler Assistance Request/Tax Increment Consideration
Gaukler is requesting the use of 50% of the tax generated for the first five years of taxes paid, up to a maximum of $250,000, in either a TIF or PILOT, to clear out the blighted trailer park infrastructure and provide storm sewer to the area.  The storm sewer can be sized to accommodate runoff from a portion of the area to the north and west of Bakken Heights.  

Cymbaluk asked what Gooch-Egge’s thoughts were towards this project; Gooch-Egge replied that the first two 36-plexes built three to four years ago were Payment in Lieu.  In regards to the two buildings that are currently being built there is no Payment in Lieu or tax incentive.  Gooch-Egge goes onto say that what he really wants is a TIF District and not a Payment in Lieu, in her opinion but that if he does want to apply for a Payment in Lieu he is more than welcome to fill out the application.  
Bekkedahl commented that the TIF District allows the taxes to be fully collected on the improvements, it’s just that a portion of the taxes, which he is requesting 50%, would go to pay off the debt for the public improvements, such as cleaning up the site and storm sewer, and the other 50% would be retained by all the taxing entities which would be an increase in the tax evaluation on the property currently, Gooch-Egge replied that was correct.  
Kautzman stated that if this is approved it will have to go to a public hearing.

Bekkedahl commented that there are only been three active TIF’s.  Bekkedahl feels there has to be a public benefit for doing a TIF district and not create a district just to do improvements for developers.  Bekkedahl said what he likes about this request is the storm sewer issue and other than the one dollar storm sewage charge on the water bills there is no way to pay for storm sewer improvements other than using general fund dollars, sales tax or assessing back to the City or District.  
Klug asked Meiers if the developer on Granite Peak will have to move and take care of his own drainage problems, Meiers said no that will come back to the City.  
Cymbaluk asked if this is to set up a public hearing, Kautzman replied if you are going to move forward with this then the documents will need to be drawn up along with a development plan, but there isn’t a point to proceed if the Board doesn’t agree on this.  
Gooch-Egge commented that she did an estimate on tax dollars and if the buildings are sitting there this year they would generate approximately $52,000 which means $26,000 would go to the City.  Koeser asked if that this is for all five buildings; Gooch-Egge said it would be $26,000 per building.  
Klug asked Gaukler if all the apartments are full, Gaukler replied yes.  Klug commented that since the apartments are generating revenue it would be “foolish” not to build the other apartment buildings, Gaukler replied that was right.   

Bekkedahl asked Gaukler that with the last two buildings that he would like to build will he come back to the Board asking for any Payment in Lieu or any tax breaks, Gaukler said he would not.

Koeser asked with regards the drainage issue and it getting done correct, does the Board have the ability during a public hearing to make changes to what is approved, Kautzman said he can’t answer that question right now but thinks there may be some adjustments made to it but it is the development plan that is put together in a public hearing.  Kautzman said he didn’t think with the last TIF it was proposed by Gaukler of $300,000 but there was a $300,000 cap from the Board.  Kautzman said those numbers could be adjusted during the public hearing and Furuseth agreed.  

Klug suggested talking with the Engineer about the drainage issues.

If there are five or six people in one office they are going to park on the street.  Kautzman said there is a Street Committee made up of the Police and Street Commissioners along with Department Heads and recommends sending this issue to Committee.  
Klug commented that the issue now is “are we or aren’t we going back to marking tires” and then the area will have to be signed and patrolled.  

Meiers suggested the Elks parking lot since that doesn’t get used much, but the business itself has to enforce their employees to park elsewhere or parking will have to be enforced. Staff Shortage

Lokken states there’s a staff shortage at the Police Department, due to multiple reasons, but mainly due to a significant increase in crime over the past couple of years.  The uniform crime reports given to the FBI have increased by 28% since 2008 and the more serious crimes this year, gross sexual impositions and assaults, are up and it takes a lot more time to interview everyone.  The Detective Division has two and-a-half full time positions; the one-half position is the Community Awareness Officer.  There have been a couple of new programs started 1) for the elderly and 2) from the Master Plan regarding landlords which have been put on hold due to a serious accident of one of the detectives and Lokken is unsure when he will be able to return for duty, another detectives will be getting married and one is up for vacation.  Lokken states pulling one of the officers off their regular shift and putting them into the Detective Division which has created a shortage on the regular shift.  
Lokken is asking permission to hiring one of the officers now and not wait until January 2011 and he feels there’s enough money in the budget to do so.  
Cymbaluk asked how long it takes to train an officer, Lokken said if it’s an experienced officer six weeks and an inexperienced officer could take eight to 10 weeks before they are released on their own.

KLJ Emergency Manual Contract

Marburger commented that the emergency plan needs to be updated after the inspection in August 2010 and was asked to see the “draft’ of the emergency plan, which he was unaware of.  Marburger spoke with other Airport Managers and they were unaware of this as well.  Marburger asked for an extension and was told that there would not be an extension.
