When promptly visiting the dentist, she had a full set of x-rays taken of her teeth. According to the doctor, she had several cavities because her teeth are tightly aligned and solid food particles became trapped between them which in turn caused severe decay.

Subsequently her dentist decided to perform a tooth extraction and because a Novocain local anesthetic was administered, she was unable to eat anything too hot immediately after the operation in order to prevent any recurrence of inflammation in her gums. She also had to take a follow-up course of antibiotics. However, soon after this ordeal, her oral pain was completely cured.

After accompanying my sister to the dentist, we realized it is crucial to be vigilant with our dental care. Not only will it save our smile, it can save thousands of dollars in dental care costs as well. Therefore, it is very important to take proper care of our teeth and oral health.

Using toothpaste with fluoride, or a fluoride supplement, helps stop the process of tooth decay. Also, flossing your teeth at least once a day will remove the food particles that get stuck between teeth. And of course it's always a good idea to visit the dentist once every six months.

I hope to hear of your preventive dental and oral hygiene routine and to see you soon.

Dear Shu-Fen,

Thank you for sharing this experience of your sister and also the very useful advice on the importance of having a regular dental and oral hygiene routine.

I agree that having a thorough daily routine is the only way to prevent the painful (and expensive!) consequences of tooth decay and gum disease.

I personally recommend brushing with Sensodyne toothpaste twice daily as it is specially formulated for sensitive teeth and gums.
