Student Attendance Policy (highlights from student handbook)

Late Work/Absence Policy

· See student handbook for course credit information.

· All work is due on the due date assigned.  Late work will not be accepted.  Exceptions may be made for special circumstances and parental communication.

· Tests – Tests are always announced in advance.  They must be made up within two school days of your return to school.  Failure to make up a test will result in a zero for the assignment.  Tests missed because of an absence will require an additional essay(s) as part of the test or in place of the test.
· If you are absent on the day an assignment is due, and it has been previously assigned, you must turn in the work on the day of your return.  No Excuses.
· If you must be absent, it is your responsibility to see the teacher and request all missed assignments.  You must make up all work within one school day of your return.
Extra Credit

Extra Credit is not “instead of” credit.  Students are expected to complete all assignments before being allowed the opportunity to do extra credit.  Extra credit is available at any time, according to the following guidelines:

1. Extra credit always takes the form of an alternative assessment (project) created by the student.

2. The project must be pre-approved by the teacher.  The teacher is not obligated to accept any extra credit that has not been given prior approval.  Proposals must be done in writing and will be signed by teacher if approved.  Proposals must be returned with the final product.

3. Approval for extra credit must be sought immediately after receiving the undesired grade.  If seeking extra credit to remove a zero earned for work not submitted, students must speak with the teacher on the day of or the morning following the original due date.  The project and original assignment must be submitted within one calendar week (i.e. Monday to Monday).

4. No extra credit will be accepted the week before the end of a grading period.
5. The final decision for credit rests with the teacher.
Hall Passes/Leaving Class

· You will be allowed four trips from the room during the semester, but you must have your hall pass with you, and request permission from the teacher.  

· Trips include EVERYTHING (water fountain, bathroom, forgetting something in another class/at lunch) except for a request from the office or guidance for your presence (meaning they need you).

· Exceptions are made for medical emergencies with appropriate documentation.  

· Rewards are offered to those who can return his or her unused pass at the end of the semester.

Note:  Hall passes are non-transferrable.

Academic Integrity – The Essentials

1. malpractice—“behaviour that results in, or may result in, the candidate or any other candidate gaining an unfair advantage in one or more assessment component” and includes plagiarism, collusion, duplication of work, etc. (IBO, 2.1).  The following list is taken from IBO, 2.7:

· Paraphrasing without acknowledging

· Fabricating data

· Taking unauthorized material into examination – [examination here refers to assessments]

· Exchanging or helping to exchange information about the examination – [telling students who have not taken it what a test covered]

· Copying 

· Referring to unauthorized material – [sparknotes, bookrags, pinkmonkey]

· Stealing exams

· Talking about exams with others

2. plagiarism—“the representation of the ideas or work of another person as the candidate’s own” (IBO, 2.1). “Copying works of art, whether music, film, dance, theatre arts or visual arts, also constitutes plagiarism” (IBO, 2.3).

3. collusion—“supporting malpractice by another candidate, as in allowing one’s work to be copied or submitted for assessment by another” (IBO, 2.1) This is different from collaboration in that the assessment criteria requires each student to produce an authentic and original product.

4. academic infringement—IBO, 11.1—When a student’s work does not “conform to the standard academic practice of clearly acknowledging all ideas and words that are not the candidate’s own,” but is not considered “a deliberate attempt by a candidate to gain an unfair advantage.”

The above information is being provided to you so that you can be aware of what you should avoid.  It is meant to HELP you do your best.  Make sure you read it carefully.  If in doubt, ask a teacher!
