REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, October 13, 2014.  Mayor Cowell called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Robinson, Woods and Erickson.  Absent: Mangrich.  Also present: David Hosack, Attorney; Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Jason Sullivan, Police Officer; Brittany Annis, Assistant Clerk and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Woods, second by Vorwald to amend the agenda to include Chickens and Pancreatic Cancer Awareness and to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Vorwald, Robinson and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to approve the minutes of the September 22nd regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Erickson and Robinson.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of September were:  General, $22,976.54; Special Revenue, $20,290.07; TIF, $23,768.99; Capital, $16.69; Permanent, $17.64 and Proprietary, $124,660.01.  Disbursements were: General, $182,171.68; Special Revenue, $48,216.89 and Proprietary, $127,226.54.  Balance on hand at close of business on September 30, 2014 was $2,519,346.14.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Robinson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Robinson to open the public hearing on the FY 2015 Budget Amendment.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Robinson, Vorwald and Erickson.  Nays: None.  The council was informed that the difference in the copy they were given and the published version was $8,000 in Public Works for repairs for damage to the John Deere tractor.


Motion by Erickson, second by Robinson to close the public hearing.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Robinson, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Erickson to approve RESOLUTION 2014-14 – CITY BUDGET AMENDMENT AND CERTIFICATION RESOLUTION.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Erickson, Woods and Robinson.  Nays: None.

Amy Rechkemmer from Bellis Insurance presented the Wellmark Insurance renewal for employee health insurance.  Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to renew the current plan.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Robinson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Adam Kerns presented the proposed dental insurance renewal plan for employees.  Motion by Woods, second by Robinson to keep the same Delta Dental plan for dental insurance.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Robinson, Erickson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

The list of police equipment will be reviewed to see which items the city should be reimbursed for or returned.  It will be on the next agenda.


Dennis Polege and Becky Brant were present to discuss the sewer waivers.  Mr. Polege signed the waiver for his property.  The balance of the signatures will need to be obtained by November 1.
