Coroner Evans is experiencing a high volume of drug related deaths which results in increased testing. Case load for this time last year was 49, currently it is at 91 and average test is $145, resulting in $6,000 more in toxicology costs. Also cases in general are up from 172 in 2011 to 197, increases storage demands and transport were 104 in 2011 to 115, increasing transport to $1,320. There were 41 autopsies so far this year compared to 29 for 2011, additional $4,020. If trends continue shortage of approximately $15,000 will occur by end of year
