   In July 2012, 55 percent of the US was in a state of moderate to extreme drought. The drought in 2012 was almost as severe as the ones in the 1930s and 1950s.
   It’s unlikely that Americans will see another Dust Bowl—a period in American history when dust storms caused severe damage to crops. The Dirty Thirties, as the period is sometimes called, were caused by droughts similar to the one experienced in 2012, coupled with poor agricultural practices. Farming techniques have improved since then, but there is still no way to predict whether or not the weather will be good for the season.
   Without proper rainfall, crop growth is slow, or in some cases halted. Photos surfaced online of farmers with ears of corn, showing the various levels of development in their stock—from one fully-grown, good-looking ear of corn, to a worthless, pale, kernel-less one. In Indiana, one of the states hit hardest, a farmer who normally produces 170 bushels per acre got less than ten during the drought.
