Mattress, foam core, cover fabric: washable, fire resistant in accordance with California Technical Bulletin #121, anti-bacterial, anti-fungal, self-deodorizing, non-allergenic and fluid proof. All mattresses must meet or exceed the Federal Flammability Standards and California Technical Bulletin #129 and Washington State Fire Marshall Policy A-20. Testing of complete mattresses shall be in accordance with CTB #129. All mattresses must be packaged in a manner to ensure damage/soil free delivery.  Must be received in new and unused condition, free from defects. All defective items to be repaired or replaced at the expense of the contractor.  Foam shall be a minimum of six inches thick and the multi-layered construction shall be engineered to provide comfort, support and durability. Maximum indentation load deflection of 44 IFD and minimum surface layer of 33 IFD. Foam density shall be no less than 1.8 lbs per cubic foot. Required mattress labeling:  each mattress shall be affixed with a label or tag that indicates the type of ticking used, including the name of the manufacturer and applicable style designation or number.  Bendable to accommodate position changes. Fluid resistant vent shall consist of low moisture, vapor permeable, puncture resistant, breathable fabric integrated into the design cover.

Mattress, innerspring, 312 coils, full size, and thirteen gauge Bonnell innerspring unit, nine gauge border rod secured to unit with one of two acceptable methods: laced coils with “helical” wire, or clipped to coils with “Hartco” clips. Two ounce per square yard commercial grade polyester insulator pad with layer of polypropylene netting laminated to one side, this side shall be against the innerspring unit (Reliance upholstery or equal). The label or tag will also certify that all material components and construction used in the production of the delivered mattress have passed testing requirements, in accordance with the above. Mattress, foam, pressure reduction, cover system shall be 6.75 ounce per square yard, 70 denier/210 thread count nylon fabric with a blended neoprene/butyl rubber coating. The fabric shall be designed for applications where severe reduction of the Moisture Vapor Transmission Rate (MVT) is desired for the benefit of infection control. The cover shall have a rating of below .7 GR/M2/Hour; it shall have antifungal and anti-microbial treatments. Antic static with hydrostatic burst strength of at least 170 lbs. shall be sewn in such a manner to further reduce interface pressure and skin shear potential. Zipper flap shall cover the entire zipper thus reducing the potential of fluid ingress through the zipper. Fabric shall be NFPA 701 flame resistant and pass FF4 72 cigarette ignition tests. Cover shall be tear resistant, fluid proof, self-deodorizing, anti-static, anti-bacterial and meet Federal Standard DOC FF4 72.  Zipper shall have no less than two pull tabs for easy removal of cover and shall have fine molded teeth construction to prevent ingress of fluids. Entire cover to be removable in one piece. Four turning handles shall be included and shall be guaranteed against tearing under normal use life of the cover. Foam core shall have one inch top of 2.8 lb density, 20 IFD luxury grade, and anti-microbial, high resiliency foam. Shall be laminated to two inches of 2.6 lb. density, 40 IFD luxury grade, and high resiliency foam. Entire core shall have unique precision cuts to help reduce interface pressure at or near the patient contact surface.  Foam core shall have a 2 ½” bottom and 3 ½” patient transfer side rails of 1.8 lb density, 55 IFB polyurethane foam for easy of patient transfer and durability. The entire foam core shall be fully flame retardant and meet or exceed specifications in California Upholstery Provisions as stated in Technical Bulletin #117.  
Flammability standards:  the mattress shall meet Federal Flammability Standard DOC FF-4-72 as well as flame retardancy provisions as stated in CTB #117.  Cleaning and infection control:  entire cover shall have the ability to be cleaned with standard hospital solutions. Mfg. instructions to be provided. Warranty:  minimum five year warranty to include defects in workmanship, materials and damage from normal hospital use.
