MEETING MINUTES

April 12, 2010

OPENING AND ATTENDANCE

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Law Enforcement User’s Group was held at Dover Police Department, Dover, DE 19904.  Ms. Peggy Bell called the meeting to order at 9:35 a.m.  Those in attendance included:

REVIEW OF FEBRUARY MINUTES
A motion to approve the minutes from the February16, 2010 Law Enforcement User’s Group meeting was made by Sgt. Jody Hauck and seconded by Sgt. Mike Walsh with a correction noted that Sgt. Mike Walsh is with NCCPD and not Dover PD.  The group unanimously approved the minutes and the motion was carried.  

II.
OLD BUSINESS

Automated System Usage Statistics –The statistics were reviewed by LEUG attendees. Please refer to attachment.
· Criminal Summons -There were some questions regarding Criminal Summons and the need for full fingerprint comparison with submission to SBI and the Courts.  Arrest processing must be completed and Mr. Ray Sammons will continue to review Criminal Summons for compliance.  
DELJIS Development Progress Report - An overview of the Development Progress Report was given to the attendees so they could track progress on action items listed. Please refer to attached report.  Discussion points include the following:
· Accident Sale Portal – DELJIS is looking to future Credit Card purchase of accident reports for Insurance Companies. Convenience fees will also apply with these purchases.  CARFAX has shown interest but must go through the formal process before the DELJIS Board prior to access being granted.  
· AG Intake – Work is in progress for DOJ to schedule night intake with felony screening in place of Special Unit. 
· Bail Bonds Person Database– There is a need to create a database of licensed agents so these can be identified by the courts.  

·  Clean Up for NIBRS  – Ms. Renee Rigby discussed the clean- up of old reports and deletion of blank supplements. Reports started but not completed will be deleted and DELJIS will continue clean up old records as time permits.
· Domestic Violence Change in Questions and Use- The new form contains only eleven questions and will be used when certain criteria is met.  The DVCC approved questions are victim focused and will better serve those in need of assistance. Changes will be made in LEISS and it will be released after approval in fall 2010. When the form is ready, DELJIS training will be provided.  
· E-Crash Maintenance- Problems are addressed as needed.  Road location and development mapping problems are being corrected by DelDOT. Mr. Carretto added that the newest version will be released in two weeks. There is the possibility of adding a new field for written clarification of a location. DELJIS has two new temporary employees who will be trained for Validation and Clean Up.  
· Email Units Reference- When Intake is scheduled by an officer, the AG’s Office will be notified by email. Ms. Suzanne DeBarr will re-send instructions for NC County PD. 
· Large Name Field- DELJIS has a dedicated programmer for this project which affects the entire CJIS offender based programs. 
· Sealed Warrants – DELJIS is currently working on the method to create    a selected warrant interface and that will be ready in 2010. The Large Name Field must be completed before this can be started.
· License Number Full Details- Officers are advised to run registration data though CJIS since there is currently problem in Portals if a record has multiple statuses showing incorrect information on registration. 
· Merge Criminal and Traffic charges on two charging documents- 
It was agreed that if there is a criminal charge added to the original voluntary assessment, the voluntary assessment fine will be removed, the criminal charge added and the traffic is then a mandatory appearance. 
Report Distribution Changes- The Domestic Violence Report as well as many other reports are no longer being printed out by DTI.  Many of these reports are now accessed through MOBIUS.  Please call the DELJIS Helpdesk for assistance if reports are needed.
NIBRS –   The need for correct grid areas on reports was discussed and there is a need for officers to easily access this information for accuracy. Ms. Peggy Bell will follow up with the 911 Supervisors and DelDOT for this data.
E-TICKET – Transfer of data from E-Ticket to E-Crash is now in production
LEISS.Net – Nothing new to report.  Any problems are addressed as needed.
COGNOS – The application is working as planned and with no problems with a reminder to call DELJIS if training is needed.  COGNOS use is limited and only those who will really utilize it will need to request training.
III.       NEW BUSINESS 

· Review of Abandoned Vehicles - When there is no driver and no VIN number, officers should use Unknown for both.
· Review of No Trespass Notice - Laurel Police – Request for a form to help with tracking trespassers especially for Section 8 Housing.  There was discussion concerning the need for such a list and how to maintain this data. Ms. Peggy Bell suggested that a Database would be a good tool to assist with enforcement.
It was also suggested that a link on the Rap Sheet would be helpful.

· Federal Title 6 Requirement- Cpl. Kelli Burns shared that the agencies who receive federal funds are now required to track foreign language and provide service in that language. LEISS already has a box to indicate if an interpreter is needed for an offender, and it was suggested that this field be made mandatory for all parties. Ms. Peggy Bell will discuss the Federal Language Audit with 
DAG Rich Andrews at the upcoming Police Chief’s Meeting.
IV.       ADJOURNMENT
With there being no further business to discuss Mr. Dave Hopkins made a motion to adjourn the meeting.   Sgt. Mike Walsh seconded the motion and it was unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:20 a.m.
