M C Katoch and over all supervision of Sh Kumar Gyanesh Addl. DCP has arrested a gang of snatchers namely 1. Faruq @ Sohail (age 27 years) s/o Bundu Khan r/o Jhugi No. 3638 E-Block J.J. Colony Bawana, Delhi, permanent resident of village and Police Station- Burdhman, District-Murshidabad, West Bengal 2. Manoj @ Rustam (age 20 years) s/o Narender r/o   Jhugi  E block near public toilet no, 5  J.J.Colony Bawana, Delhi 3. Rafaqat @ Sushil (age 19 years)s/o Nizakat r/o Jhugi of Haseena , E block near 5 number school, J.J.Colony Bawana, Delhi. INCIDENT

          During sustained interrogation, accused Harender @ Hare Ram confessed that on 01.03.2013 at about 11:00 PM, he drove away the trailer HR-63 A 2280 with container No. CRX U 9800229/40 loaded with good quality Aluminium scrap from ICD Dadri which was to be delivered to M/s Sat Aluminium Pvt. Ltd, Bhiwadi, Rajasthan.  Instead of delivery to its destination, he drove the truck with loaded container to Delhi in furtherance of the conspiracy hatched by his associates, namely, Lakha, Shiraj, Wasim & Munne and delivered the material to them.  A case in this regard was found registered vide FIR No. 155/13 u/s 407 IPC at P.S. Suraj Pur, Distt. Gautam Budh Nagar, UP. 
          On his pointing out, 7500 Kgs. of Aluminium scrap was  recovered from a Godown situated at Nilothi Extn., Guru Harikishan Nagar, Nihal Vihar, Delhi.  It came to knowledge that the said godown was taken on rent by one of the accused persons, namely Lakha.

 Reward of Rs 50 thousand was declared on his arrest.
 
In yet another major breakthrough, Special Unit of Crime Branch has succeeded in arresting a criminal involved in a murder case  of PS Nihal Vihar, Delhi and carrying a reward of Rs. 50,000/- on his arrest.
 
INCIDENT AND OPERATION
 
 On 19-10-2011, Sh. Jitender S/O Rampal R/O Jhuggies, near Ganda Nala, Chander Vihar, Nilothi  Ext. Nihal Vihar, Delhi, a mason by profession had lodged a complaint at PS Nihal Vihar stating therein that on 17-10-11, his in-laws came to meet his wife from Uttam Nagar. At around 9.30 PM, they heard some commotion outside his jhuggi and came out to enquire about the same.  Ajay Bind, Shanker Bind and Raju @ Brahmdev Bind, who happened to be their neighbourers  were consuming alcohol. His father Rampal and father-in-law Ram Aasre objected to their conduct and a scuffle ensued. During the scuffle,  Ajay Bind, Shanker Bind and Raju @ Brahmdev Bind, hit them with hammer, rods and sticks. All the three accused persons ran away from the spot. Indrawati W/O Ram Aasre took her husband to Safdarjung hospital for treatment, where Ram Aasre succumbed to his injuries. A case vide FIR No. 291/2011 Dt. 19/10/2011, U/S 304/34 IPC, PS Nihal Vihar, Delhi was registered in this regard. 
 
Efforts were being made to nab the accused persons, who belonged to the Naxalite dominated region in Bihar. Later, all the three accused persons were declared as proclaimed offenders by the Court on 06-07-2012.  Rewards of Rs. 50,000/- on arrest of each accused were also declared by worthy Commissioner of Police, Delhi.
  
On 09-03-2013, specific information was received by HC Surender Kumar and Ct Raj Singh, that Shanker Bind, one of the above accused wanted in the case of murder of Nihal Vihar, and carrying a reward of Rs 50,000/- on his arrest would come to Kodia Pul, Old Delhi Railway Station to meet someone. A raiding party was constituted. The accused was apprehended, who was later identified as  Shanker Bind S/O Biranchi Bind. R/O Village- Jankidih Belderia, Post- Manapur, PS Chanan, Distt. Lakhi Sarai, Bihar.
 
He was subjected to intensive interrogation It was revealed that he along  with the other co-accused Ajay Bind and Raju @ Brahmdev  absconded to Bihar in their native area and took the advantage of the naxal situation of the area to evade their arrest.  Both the other co-accused Ajay Bind and Raju @ Brahmdev  were arrested by the same team of Spl Unit on 21-02-2013 had the reward of Rs 50,000 /- each on their arrest declared by CP Delhi.

Janak Puri has been registered and one laptop, two gold rings, two credit cards, one set pant shirt, one pair shoes purchased by using stolen Credit Cards  and a sum of Rs. 1000/- were recovered from his possession.

Shashank Shekhar S/o Chander Kishore Pandey R/o Vill- Gopalpur, Gali No. 18, Delhi, age 25 years. He completed his graduation from TNV University, Bhagalpur, Bihar. His father is a teacher by profession. After completion of his studies, he came to Delhi in search of employment, but he could not find any Job. He was preparing for Judiciary Services after completion of his LLB. He was in need of money for his above said course. He started making friendship with girls/ladies and after winning their faith and establishing cordial relation, he used to steal their belongings.

Every time he introduces himself with different name. One of the instances came to light that Mrs. Anita (name changed) first met accused Shashank Shekhar at Railway Station Reservation Counter while she was waiting in a queue.  Later he developed friendship/relations with her and cheated one Laptop, one Gold ring and a sum of Rs. 5000/- through this means.

BRIEF FACTS OF THE CASE
 
          On 11-03-13, a PCR call was received in police station Tilak Nagar regarding a quarrel near Aggarwal Sweet, Ganesh Nagar and the same was entrusted to SI Surender Kumar No 2269-D. He alongwith staff rushed to the spot where it was found that a robbery had taken place and injured was shifted to DDU Hospital by PCR Van (P-37). It further came to notice that after committing robbery all the robbers fled away towards Hari Nagar on a motorcycle. Thereafter, SI Surender Kumar reached DDU Hospital where injured Dayal Shanker Sharma R/o Shiv Shakti Mandir Sikarpur Najafgarh, New Delhi was found admitted in the Hospital.  During enquiry Dayal Shanker Sharma alleged that he went to MCD toilet situated at Ganesh Nagar Red Light around 4.00 AM today.  Meanwhile, two persons entered into the toilet and put the knife on his neck and told him to handover all his valuable items.  In between, third person also came there alongwith a big dagger who attacked three times on his head and on his left thigh and robbed his purse and mobile phones.
 
In the meanwhile, PCR Van (P-38) staff HC Ram Phal, 8808/PCR, I/C Van, Ct. (Dvr.) Vinod, 7667/PCR were coming towards Tilak Nagar where they noticed three persons riding on a motorcycle. On suspicion, P-38 followed them. On seeing the PCR Van chasing, they rushed towards Hari Nagar Depot.  A wireless message was flashed by the Control Room.   Immediately, the picket staff of PS Hari Nagar i.e. Ct. Ram Ghaneshwar, 2970/W, CT. DHG Satpal, 8836/DHG, motorcycle patrolling staff of PS Hari Nagar HC Jai Prakash, Ct. Vinod, Ct. Sewa Ram and Ct. Ripu Daman and patrolling staff of PS Tilak Nagar SI Umed Singh, D-1473, ASI (Dvr.) Mahavir, 2493/W and Ct. Rajesh, 1354/W also started following the said motor cycle. All the three persons with motor cycle were apprehended near Santoshi Mata Mandir on Jail Road and 2 Daggers were recovered from their possession.  05 mobile phones and Rs.2500/- were also recovered from them. Desperate Criminals Apprehended and Case of Robbery Solved
                On 10/11.03.2013, HC Ramphool No. 8808/PCR and DVR/Ct Vinod Kumar No. 7667/PCR were detailed for duty on P-38 MPV from 8 PM to 8 AM. During the course of patrolling on Najafgarh road towards Tilak Nagar flyover,when they reached near East Janakpuri Metro Station at about 4.10 A.M. they noticed that three suspicious boys were running away on a pulsar motorcycle bearing registration no. DL-9SV-8372.  The  staff chased them in their MPV and were able to apprehend them at R.K.Steel Picket, Jail road after chasing them for 5-6 Kms with the help of Hari Nagar Police Station picket staff. All the three boys were taken in custody. They were later identified as:- (1) Sanju@ Surender  Age-27 Yrs S/O Puran Singh R/O E-1/8, Uri Enclave, Delhi Cantt, (2) Rohit Age-24 Yrs S/O Kaviraj R/O T-3/1, Uri Enclave, Delhi Cantt and (3) Madan Age-28 Yrs S/O Khem R/O Jhuggi No. 555, South Moti Bagh, Delhi. During their search 5 mobile phones, 1 blood stained knife, 1 small cutter, 2 purses having cash  were recovered from their possession. In this regard a self call was made by HC Ramphool, I/C of MPV P-38 at 4.20 A.M. and it was found that a call regarding quarrel at Ganesh Nagar Chowk near Aggarwal Chowk, Tilak Nagar was given to P-37 at 4.22 A.M. On enquiry, it came to notice that these three persons have robbed one mobile and purse containing cash one Dayal Shankar S/O Deen Dayal Sharma R/O Shiv Mandir, Shikar Pur, Najaf Garh, Delhi after inflicting three stab injuries on his head and one on left thigh. This incident pertains to the call given to MPV P-37 at 4.22 A.M. Hence, thereafter all the recovered articles alongwith motorcycle and 3 boys were handed over to DO/P.S. Tilak Nagar. The injured was admitted in DDU Hospital and in this regard a case vide FIR No. 134/13 u/s 392/394/397/411/34 IPC has been registered at P.S. Tilak Nagar. Accused Rohit is a desperate B.C. of P.S. Delhi Cantt and already have 24 criminal involvements including a double murder case of P.S. Inderpuri, two cases of robbery, one o attempt to murder and 7 cases of snatching of various police stations whereas Sanju has 9 previous criminal involvements including two cases of robbery. By the alertness, effort and presence of mind of the MPV staff the case of robbery of P.S. Tilak Nagar which was committed by the accused persons just before their apprehension was solved.
