Hindu Parav Samaroh Samiti Sadar Bazar will take out a Shobha Yatra on 12th August 2009 on the occasion of Annual Sri Krishna Janamastami. The Shobha Yatra will start at 12.00 Noon and will consist of large number of devotees and Jhankis and cover the following route: -

START FROM SHRI SANATAM DHARAM MANDIR, LIBRARY ROAD, AZAD MARKET VIA TOKRIWALAN, AZAD MARKET, PUL BUNGASH, BAHADURGARH ROAD, RUIE MANDI, TELIWARA, SADAR TIMBER MARKET, QUTAB ROAD, SADAR BAZAR, CHOWK BARA TOOTI, PAHARI DHEERAJ, RANI JHANSHI ROAD, EAST PARK ROAD, IDGAH ROAD AND TERMINATE AT SHRI LAXMI NARAYAN MANDIR, AHATA KIDARA.

At the following places Traffic will be diverted, in consonance with the position of the procession for time required. 

1. Azad Market

2. Bahadurgarh Road

3. Sadar Bazar

4. Qutab Road

5. Rani Jhansi Road

6. Idgah Road.

Traffic Police has made elaborate arrangements in order to regulate movement of procession and give diversion wherever required so that the road users face minimum inconvenience.


To facilitate movement of processionists, traffic will be stopped/diverted on the above-mentioned route.  The public in general and motorists in particular are advised for their own convenience to avoid journeys on the routes of procession and roads leading to the route and follow the diversion given by the Delhi Traffic Police on duty.  Commuters are advised to resort to carpooling and to alternatively make use of metro services in order to avoid the roads affected by the movement of the processions in the city. SENIOR BANKER OF MULTINATIONAL BANK ARRESTED FOR CHEATING SEVERAL INNOCENT PERSONS

INTRODUCTION


 The South District Police has arrested two notorious cheats, one of them is a Sales Manager with M/s HDFC Life Insurance and another  is his conduit and recovered 23 Sim Cards of different Mobile Operators, 6 Mobile Handsets, 10 Debit Cards of State Bank of India, Punjab National Bank, ICICI bank, UTI Bank, ING Vaishya Bank, Vijaya Bank , ABN Amro Bank, and 4 number of Credit Cards of SBI, ICICI and City Bank (Gold Card) , one Computer with CPU and Monitor consisting of stolen data of Insurance customers, fake IDs consisting of Election I/Card, Driving License, one Magic Pen from their possession.  Further six bank accounts, clandestinely, opened  on fictitious identities have been unearthed.

INCIDENT


On 08/07/09, the complainant Vimal Kishore Jugran s/o Anand Mani, R/o G-639, Sarojini Nagar, Delhi reported that he works with a private company. On 02/07/09, he received a telephonic call from one Navin Kumar, claiming himself to be Sales Manager in M/s ICICI bank and offered him for Gold Credit Card against his Insurance Policy. He further induced the complainant that he can avail the loan facilities against Gold Credit Card.   As the complainant was in dire crunch of funds due to persistent medical problem in the family,  he immediately agreed for the same.  The alleged Navin Kumar further instructed him to give a crossed signed cheque for account verification,  Salary Slips, Bank statements, two photographs and a photocopy of Insurance Policy and further promised that an executive from the company will visit his residence on 03.07.09. Accordingly, on 03.07.09, a person claiming himself to be Durgesh Kumar, Sales Executive of M/S ICICI Bank reached at complainant residence and asked for the documents.  As the complainant had already crossed a cheque alongwith other documents, the alleged   Durgesh Kumar insisted the complainant that a fresh crossed cheque be issued as he crossed the cheque in a wrong way.  He even took out a pen from his pocket and showed the complainant how the cheque be crossed.  The alleged Durgesh Kumar collected the documents and assured the complainant that he will receive the Gold Credit card in next three days.  However when the complainant visited his standard Chartered Bank Defence Colony on 07.07.09, he found that an amount of 96300/- has been transferred to the account of alleged Durgesh Kumar through the same cheque issued by him for gold credit card.  He immediately reported the matter to the police. On his statement a case FIR No. 332/09 dated 03.08.09 u/s 420/468/467/471/34 IPC has been registered in this regard in PS Sarojini Nagar, Delhi and an intensive ground work, surveillance and verification of account was started.  
TEAM, INVESTIGATION & ARREST


During the course of investigation, it was revealed that the mobile numbers were issued on fake IDs and the account of Durgesh Kumar at Syndicate bank was also opened on fake IDs.   However, the account was immediately got frozen.  On further investigation, the introducer of the said account was also found to be a fictitious character having an account in Syndicate bank, Geeta Colony.  The financial transaction was thoroughly scrutinized and one transaction was found to be an EMI of Rs. 1662/- on account of purchase of motorcycle on loan from M/s ICICI Bank.  The help of M/s ICICI was sought and it came to light that the motorcycle was got financed  in the name of one Raj s/o Suresh r/o 200-B, C block, Chander Vihar N.D 92. But again the same found to be fake address.  However, regular traps were laid in and around both the banks and surveillance was mounted.  After mammoth and incessant hard work and deployment on daily basis, a raiding team comprising of Inspr. Anil Sharma, Inspr.(Investigation), SI A.K.Singh, HC.Satish Kumar, Ct.Manoj Kumar, Ct.Kapil and Ct.Sukhbir Singh  under the supervision of Inspr. Ramesh Kumar, SHO/S.Nagar and Sh. Mohammad Ali,  ACP/Vasant Vihar, finally nabbed the accused Durgesh Kumar on 03.08.09 from Syndicate Bank Nirman Vihar. 
INTERROGATION


On sustained interrogation, his name and identity was revealed as Md.Yusaf @ Durgesh Kumar @ Raj  s/o Md.Tahir  R/o 448, Kher Nagar, Bazar Meerut UP.  He further confessed of hatching a criminal conspiracy with one Navin Kumar, a mastermind,   for duping innocent people on the basis of stolen data and magic pen by crossing the cheque with the same.   After rubbing the same the ink evaporates and the accused used to fill the same cheque and present it in an account opened on fictitious identities and later used to withdraw the amount from that account.

On the basis of disclosure, an intensive surveillance was mounted  and ground intelligence gathered about the movements of alleged  mastermind Navin Kumar and repeated raids were conducted at various hideouts at IP extension, Madangir, and number of places in  Vaishali Ghaziabad as it was learnt that the alleged Navin Kumar is very smart and having habit of changing residence frequently.  However, the dividends of hard work duly paid off and the alleged Navin Kumar was arrested on 03.08.2009 from Ghaziabad with the help of local conduit.   

After brainstorming several sessions of intensive interrogation, it was revealed that the accused Navin Kumar, a very smart banker  started his career with M/S. Reliance Insurance as a Sales Manager leading a team of 30 sales executives and worked there for 3 years. After that he joined M/s ICICI as a Priority Manager having a team of 14 Sales Executive and worked there for one year. Thereafter he worked with M/s Kotak Mahindra for 3 months and presently he is serving as a Sales Manager with M/s HDFC leading a team of 35 Sales Executive.  Due to high ambitions and lavish lifestyle, he ran into debt and started duping people with modus-operandi of receiving the insurance instalment of previous customer and uses the same for his personal use.  After he duped several people, he further came in contact with one Dinesh Malhotra who gave him a Magic Pen claiming it “ALLADIN KA CHIRAG”  and taught him the modern way of cheating. He cheated more than 60 innocent people so far, out of which five have already been traced and the details of transaction of  bank accounts opened on fictitious IDs  are being procured.  It has also come to light that he duped four multinational banks for an approx. Rs,5. lacs through Credit Cards for which the litigation is in progress.  He also duped various mobile operators by activating sim numbers on fictitious IDs and used it to the maximum credit limits and once it is out of limit, he simply de activated the handset as well as the sim. For all cheating purposes,  he used to give fake address of C- 63 Fazal Pur, Mandavli.
PROFILE 



Accused Navin Kumar Karan did BA ( Hons./English) from R.K. College Madhubani Bihar and worked with M/s Reliance Insurance , ICICI, Kotak Mahindra and HDFC Life Insurance in the capacity of Sales Manager during the period. Due to lavish lifestyle and high ambitions, he devised a unique modus-operandi to cheat innocent people by offering them Gold Credit Cards of ICICI against existing Insurance Policy with a further assurance that they can avail loan facility against the same.  He usually sends his accomplice with the magic pen for collection of documents and cross cheque.  During the transaction on one pretext or another they get the cheque crossed by their own magic pen, the ink of which evaporates after sometime with the help of eraser.  After that, they used to fill the cheque and amount as per the bank statements deposited in the fictitious accounts and later decamped with the cheated money.  

Md.Yusaf @ Durgesh Kumar @ Raj is also a Graduate from Meerut University.  He has earlier worked as Sales Executive in Reliance Bank.  Presently, he was actively associated with Navin Kumar in duping the innocent people.

HOTEL SEX RACKET  BUSTED: TWO GIRLS AND HOTEL MANAGER ARRESTED
 
              On 09.08.09 at 11 PM, a secret information was received regarding prostitution activities going on in Kamal Hotel Than Singh Nagar, Anand Parbat, Delhi by its manager by keeping some prostitutes. Subsequently, a team was constituted under Inspr. Dinesh Kumar SHO/Anand Parbat, Inspr. Bhageshwar Kaushik, ASI Jora Singh, Const. Sadanand & W/Const. Sunita.  As per planning Const. Sadanand was sent as a decoy customer who negotiated the deal with Hotel Manager, Satish Sharma present at counter of Hotel Kamal. Manager produced two girls namely Khushi (name changed) & Arti (name changed) and took the two currency note of Rs.1000/- which were already signed by SHO/Anand Parbat.  The manager handed over the money to these girls and they consented to indulge in prostitution activities with decoy customers.  On a specified signal all three were apprehended by police party. (1) Khushi (name changed) aged 32 years r/o Delhi and (2) Arti (name changed) aged 19 years r/o Delhi and (3) Satish aged 43 years S/o Mool Chand R/o RZ-F 19 Gali No.1 Sadh Nagar Palam Colony, Delhi.  On further interrogation it has found that both the girls got involved in prostitution to earn easy money and they were in flash trade since last three years.
