TREASURER’S REPORT

Motion by Commissioner Heisner, seconded by Commissioner Hicks to approve the Treasurer's Report as prepared and presented by City Treasurer Arthur F. Reese, including the Payroll Check Listing of November 1, 2013, Treasurer’s Report For The Month Ending:  October 2013, Treasurer’s Report October 31, 2013 Compared to October 31, 2012 and Unrestricted Bank Balances (Only) Treasurer’s Report October 31, 2013 Compared to Last Four Years.  Mr. Reese reported the natural gas bill due on the 20th is $32,024.01 and bond payments are due December 1, 2013.  General Obligation Refunding Bonds (Sales Tax Alternate Revenue Source), Series 2011A  $98,150.00, General Obligation Refund Bond (Waterworks & Sewerage Alternate Revenue Source) Series 2011B $254,475.00 and General Obligation Refunding Bond (Waterworks and Sewerage Alternate Revenue Source) Series 2012 $358,650.00.  On roll call:  Commissioners Fulk, Heisner, Hicks, Stone and Mayor Kellerman voted YEA.  NAYS:  None.  Motion declared carried.

CORRESPONDENCE

-  Mayor Kellerman reported there will be a fund raiser held at the KC Hall on Saturday, November 16, 2013 to benefit two local residents battling cancer.

COMMISSIONER FULK AGENDA

-  Commissioner Fulk introduced Jeana Raines, who spoke to the Council about citizens who burn yard debris as well as other items.  She has a child who experiences health issues as well as experiencing infringement by the smoke on her laundry and household items.  Ms. Raines distributed information to the Council concerning the impact of smoke on a person’s health.

-  Following Ms. Raines, Commissioner Fulk introduced Lois Heisner, who continued with more information about the hazards of smoke and the infringement on her rights.  Mrs. Heisner reported there are a number of street lights out and they need to be replaced.  Mrs. Heisner, who is Ms. Raines mother, also reported she has studied Ordinance No. O-2013-07 and finds it very poorly written.  It doesn’t explain the charges and services in a way that is easy to understand.  The Council thanked Ms. Raines and Mrs. Heisner for coming and will take the matters under advisement.

-  Mayor Kellerman stated he would like to enact a no burn ordinance.

CEMETERY REPORT

Commissioner Fulk reported the cemetery drainage work is nearly completed except for the final grading and seeding.  It would benefit the City to wait until spring and after the ground has settled to complete the project.  He requested the council authorize him to pay for the completed work and postpone the final steps until spring.  The Council agreed it is the best route.  Commissioner Fulk will contact the contractor on Tuesday.

 

“SAFE ROUTE TO SCHOOL PROGRAM” – IDOT GRANT APPLICATION

Commissioner Fulk reported he is working on a grant through the Illinois Department of Transportation, who has six million dollars available to satisfy the “Safe Route To School Program”, a federally funded program.  He is looking at the area on the south side of the football field.  He wants to redesign the sidewalk and move it away from the street using imprinted concrete and brick pavers.  He is seeking a $200,000 grant with matching local funds of 20% from the Motor Fuel Tax account.  He requested an affirmative nod from the Council and they agreed he should proceed with the application which is due January 31, 2014. 

2012-2013 ANNUAL MUNICIPAL TREASURER’S REPORT

FIRE STATION ROOFING PROJECT

Motion by Commissioner Hicks, seconded by Commissioner Stone to accept a proposal on the repairs to the Fire Station building gutters and roofing project.  The proposals were reviewed and it was recommended by the engineers H.M. & G. Inc. to award the job to Joiner Sheet Metal and Roofing of Greenville, Illinois in the amount of $11,800.00.  On roll call:  Commissioners Fulk, Heisner, Hicks, Stone and Mayor Kellerman voted YEA.  NAYS:  None.  Motion declared carried.  

 

 

AMEND AGENDA FOR FIRE RESCUE TRUCK PURCHASE

Motion by Commissioner Hicks, seconded by Commissioner Stone to amend the agenda for a Fire Rescue Truck purchase in the amount of $149,990.00.  A Demo Rescue Truck to better allow the department to consolidate emergency equipment and tools now carried on three different trucks.  Commissioner Heisner requested that part of the funding should come from the 2% Fire Tax Fund.  On roll call:  Commissioners Fulk, Heisner, Hicks, Stone and Mayor Kellerman voted YEA.  NAYS:  None.  Motion declared carried. 

 

PURCHASE 2014 DEMO FIRE RESCUE TRUCK 

Motion by Commissioner Hicks, seconded by Commissioner Heisner to approve the purchase of a 2014 Demo Rescue Truck for the amount of $149,990.00.  The truck is available immediately with a full warranty from KME Kovatch Organization and Ford Motor Company.  
The chassis is a 2014 Ford F-550 Crew Cab 4 x 4 300HP engine.  On roll call:  Commissioners Fulk, Heisner, Hicks, Stone and Mayor Kellerman voted YEA.  NAYS:  None.  Motion declared carried.
