Mr. Steinmeier reported the gross payroll of November 10, 2017 totaled $35,176.27. Mr. Miller moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to approve the payroll of November 10, 2017 in the amount of $35,176.27. Motion passed 4-1 with Mr. Harman abstaining.   

Mr. Steinmeier reported the vouchers prepaid to meet due dates were zero.
Mr. Steinmeier reported the total for the vouchers to be approved is $117,502.33. 
MOTION:  Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Miller to approve the vouchers in the amount of $69,989.34. Motion passed unanimously. 
Mr. Steinmeier reported the total for the vouchers to be approved and paid from Fire Tax is $6,985.97.

PLANNING COMMISSION AND ZONING REPORTS 
A.  Motion - #17.004 Rustrum Realty Minor Subdivision

Ms. Hardman stated that the proposed minor subdivision plan for Rustrum Realty involves four lots. The residual tract plus three (3) new lots will be created on the South side of Fox Hill Rd. and on the East side of Compton Rd.  The property is a 129-acre parcel of land located at 6820 Fox Hill Rd. in West Hanover & Lower Paxton Townships.  Lot #1 & #2 will be about 10 acres, lot #3 will be about 18 acres. These lots will have on lot septic and well. The applicant is requesting a waiver from the preliminary plan requirements and from the driveway profile scale.  An exemption from land dedication for recreation was submitted by the applicant with the condition of the submission of a fee in lieu of funds. 
MOTION: Mr. Miller moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to the approve waivers from the preliminary plan requirements and the driveway profile scale.  The motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS
A. Discussion- Townes at Hershey Road, Stormwater and Road Issues- Mr. Yost stated that information was received from HRG which went out to the bonding company.  He is waiting for a response from the bonding company.   
B. NEW BUSINESS 
A. Motion – Consent Items:  Section 607.(4)

a. Improvement Guarantee release for 7019 Devonshire Heights Road.

MOTION: Mr. Steinmeier moved, seconded by Mr. Harman to the release of the improvement guarantee for 7019 Devonshire Heights Road.   Motion passed unanimously.
b. Improvement Guarantee release for 7021 Devonshire Heights Road.

MOTION: Mr. Miller moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to the release of the improvement guarantee for 7021 Devonshire Heights Road.   Motion passed unanimously.

B. Motion – Authorization to use $3,000 of EMA funds for sponsorship of National Night Out 2018


Mr. Rosario stated that this is the first time West Hanover Township is participating in the National Night Out with the State Police and neighboring Fire Companies. It will be a good night out for the community at large.


Mr. Steinmeier asked if the event will be held at the rec center. 



Mr. Rosario stated that it will be held at the rec center.



Mr. Steinmeier stated that the event should be held in warmer weather.



Mrs. Zimmerman stated that it will be held in August or September.

MOTION:  Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Harman to authorize $3,000 of EMA funds for sponsorship of National Night Out 2018.  The motion passed unanimously.

C. Motion – Authorization to approve bidder #2 for 12-month CD
MOTION:   Mr. Steinmeier moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to award the bid to bidder #2 – Mid Penn Ban for 12-month CD.  The motion passed unanimously. 

D. Motion – Authorization to get a Speed Study Proposal from HRG.



Mr. Rosario stated that the study will address the stop sign and speed hump issue for several roads.


Mr. Klein stated that the study will review the Sagewicke, Brynfield, Millstone developments, Manor Drive and Tiverton Road. The Board has been discussing this over the last year or so. The Board must look at alternative means since the State Police are limited for enforcement. 


Mr., Steinmeier stated that the speeding issue is boiling down to speed humps.  



Mr. Harman stated that speed humps are different than speed bumps.  PennDOT will not recognize speed bumps under liquid fuels. Speed bumps will get tore off when plowing snow by the public works trucks.  


Mr. Klein stated that Lower Paxton Township has speed humps. 


Mrs. Zimmerman stated that PennDOT does not necessary like the idea of speed bumps or speed humps as a means to slow down traffic.  Some people hit them at high speeds and go air born.  If they get hurt, they will come back on the Township. 


Mr. Harman stated that the installation of speed humps should be bid out to make sure they are put in right.


Mr. Steinmeier stated that he seen them in Lower Paxton and South Hanover



Mrs. Zimmerman stated that Susquehanna Township is putting them in too.  The taxpayers must pay for them. 



Mr. Yost stated that speed humps or speed bumps should not be put on high speed roads.

MOTION:   Mr. Miller moved, seconded by Mr. Harman to authorize HRG to prepare a speed study proposal.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Mr. Mark Chiles, 228 Brookridge Court asked if the study will also look at stop signs at Tiverton Road. 


Mr. Klein stated that a special study is required for each stop sign.  PennDOT must approve a new stop sign.  Stop signs are not used to slow traffic.

E. Discussion – Brian McFeaters, SEO to address the Board.


Mr. McFeaters stated that this is his annual meet and greet with the Board of Supervisors to provide the Board with the fee schedule for next year if he remains the SEO.  Mr. McFeaters stated that the rates will not change.  Some changes are that his daughter has her SEO license and number and will be assisting him.  She has been assisting him since she was 14 years old.  The other change is item #13 which is an administrative fee that other townships have incorporated.  This fee will offset the cost of OLDS program, enforcement, and complaints.  It will be a one-time fee for a project.
OTHER BUSINESS THAT MAY COME BEFORE THE BOARD
A.  Act 537 Supplement Study and Meeting with DEP.  



Mr. Rosario stated that the meeting with the Water and Sewer Authority and the Department of Environmental Protection resulted in a letter that states what needs to be done to amend the Act 537 plan for the sewer project in Houck Manor.  The revisions are currently underway.  MOTION:  Mr. Steinmeier moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to renew On Demand Energy as the electric supplier.  The motion passed unanimously  
B. Water and Sewer Authority meeting on Tuesday, November 21, 2017. 


Mr. Rosario stated that the Water and Sewer Authority meeting will be held Tuesday, November 21, 2017 at the Park and Rec building in the blue room.

C. Act 42 Casino Money


Mr. Rosario stated that the State has past Act 42 addressing casino monies under category 4, slot machines, in the industrial zone which is the truck stop area.  He tried to call PSATS and did research to get clarification on the fee the township will receive.  The Act states that the Township will receive 50% of 4% local assessment fee.  The host municipality can receive in any one year 50% of the annual its 2016/2017 annual budget.  He is not sure what that means. By December 31st municipalities need to opt out by adopting a resolution.  If we don’t adopt a resolution they assume we will participate.


Mrs. Zimmerman asked if the fee is 4% of 50%.


Mr. Klein stated it is 50% of 4%.

Mr. Steinmeier stated it is 50% of 4% of the fee collected. 


Mr. Yost stated that he thinks it may be restricted to 25 miles of an existing casino.

Mr. Rosario stated that West Hanover Township is part of the gaming grant circle which is tied to the casino. 

Mr. Klein suggested reaching out to Representative Marsico’s office. Mr. Klein asked once we are in we are in, can we opt out. 


Mr, Rosario stated that once we opt in we cannot opt out.


Mr. Steinmeier that current casinos will end up with the licenses.

D. Overtime change to Employee Manual


Mr. Rosario stated that the adjustments to the overtime policy manual that was emailed to the Board.  Mr. Rosario stated that to let him to if there are any questions. 


Mrs. Zimmernan stated that she has no problem with the change. 


Mr. Steinmeier stated that he does not see the change to the personnel manual making the necessary change that we needed.

E. New Website 


Mr. Rosario stated that a workshop was held on the Township new website.  One discussion was on line payment for park and recreation services.  The current credit card contract will not allow online payment that but a separate contract with new fees and setup charges can be done.  He asked the Board what their thoughts and ideas are and if they are ok to pursue that venue.  Any rentals for park and rec will allow residents to pay online.  Mr. Holmes and Mrs. Zimmerman from Park and Rec brought this to his attention. 


Mr. Miller asked if the fee could be added to the charge. That was a question of concern at the meeting.


Mr. Rosario stated that the fees for use of a credit card cannot be added on under our current contract.  He will check to see if the fee can be added onto the payment with the new contract.


Mr. Holmes stated that the transaction fee is where most of the cost is in leasing equipment.

Mr. Miller stated that no one knew why we have that fee with the current credit card machine.

It was consensus of the Board to pursue the use of a credit card on the website for Park and Recreation programs.
F. Secretary Treasurer Position


Mr. Rosario stated that he needs the Board’s direction on the position for secretary treasurer position. 


Mr. Klein stated that a request was made to reopen applications for that position. 

MOTION:  Mr. Kline moved to reopen applications for the position, Mrs. Zimmerman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with Mr. Kline voting no.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Mrs. Sheila Weaver   Mrs. Weaver stated that she was offered the job of Secretary Treasurer in writing four weeks ago and she is wondering what is going on.  She deserves to know what is going on.  
Mr. Yost, Township Solicitor, stated that personnel matters cannot be discussed at a public meeting.  He recommended to Mrs. Weaver to discuss the issue with the Township Manager.

SUPERVISORS COMMENTS
Mrs. Zimmerman wished everyone a happy Thanksgiving. 
Mr. Steinmeier stated that the draft of a special event ordinance was discussed at the regular meeting of the Planning Commission on November 16, 2017 that he attended.  Discussion was held for an hour. We had good evening exchanging ideas.  Woodstock 1 was held in 1968 and the township was approached in 1980 about a Woodstock 2 which shows the need for a special event ordinance.
