Presentation from Laramie County Planning and Zoning. Gary Krantz introduced himself and his staff to the Council. He indicated that they wanted ample input from the Town and wanted to ensure that the final product takes into consideration our unique flavor and our needs for the next 20 to 30 years. Mayor Shain thanked them for coming and that he was looking forward to working with them.

Approval of Pay Request # 1 in the Wildlife Fence Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM # 6
Approval of deductive change order #1 in the Deep Well Project in the amount of $4,800. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM # 7
Ordinance 2011-01 providing for and approving the transfer of the Cable Television Franchise in the Town of Pine Bluffs, WY granted pursuant to Ordinance No 99-002, dated August 10, 1999; amending the Franchise Ordinance in certain respects; providing for publication of the caption; providing for severability; and providing the effective date of the transfer. Second Reading. Motion to approve Ordinance 2011-01 on Second Reading was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM # 8
Approval of changes to the Personnel Policy. Attorney Davison was asked to look into stricter drug screening policies. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes

Department Reports

Attorney Davison updated the Council on the Albin agreement for Law Enforcement and also on the Nuisance Abatement. Councilman Fornstrom indicated the Community Center was still having some problems with the construction. Ms. Miller indicated she was handling it. He also indicated that he had been approached by residents on Black Blvd. He indicated the street needed maintenance and two large potholes needed to be repaired. Staff will follow up. Mayor Shain asked that the 6th Penny project issue be placed on the agenda for next meeting and reminded everyone to please come prepared with ideas and budget estimates. Councilman Curtis updated the Council on his Summit with the Governor and the TEA meeting last week. Ms. Miller stated that they had received a thank you card from the Ragland family. She also asked about possible Direct Deposit for the employees and explained the savings to the Town. Most employees want it. It was the consensus of the Council that Staff move forward with Direct Deposit for Payroll. Ms. Miller informed Council that the bid for the Street Sweeper was ready to go. Councilman Fornstrom asked for discussion related to the garbage truck and indicated that his desire was for us to move forward with that as well. It was the consensus of the Council to have Staff move forward with the bid process. 
Councilman Fornstrom moved to go into Executive Session and was seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion passed with 5 ayes.

Councilman Curtis Moved to go out of Executive Session, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed with 5 ayes.

Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 8:15 p.m.  Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
