a.  Terry Lowell – Capital Project

The last 2/3 months there’s been talk about the lighting and taking the concessions away from Kiwanis.  Talk about taking the $450,000 worth of lighting out of the project and apply it to some of the other items that were on the agenda before.  There will be a list of all items with recommendations for the $450,000.  There will be infrastructures put in for lights in the future.  The grounds at Rymer Fields are very hard, in the project they will reground it, bring in topsoil and reseed it.  Will work with Kiwanis if they want us to stay there.  
KW asked how many parents signed acceptable use forms were returned and what happens if it breaks, school eat the cost.  TK said if we have any repairs J. Thompson works on them.  Next year might get insurance through BOCES because it would be aid able.  JB talked about difficult barriers for parents paying the insurance, maybe not use credits cards, have parents pay cash and the District would use their credit card to cover the cost.
