RESOLUTION

Ko.G-II/lP'-I3/72-lO02— 30th August l972— Prior to liberation of Bangladesh Government Printing and Stationery along with printing and supply of Forms were being controlled and administered by two sets of organisations. The requirements of the erstwhile Central ofﬁces located in the territory now comprising Bangladesh were being met by the office of the Deputy Controller, Stationery, Forms and Publications and those of the erstwhile Provincial Government by the former East Pakistan Government Press and the Provincial Stationery Ofﬁce. With the emergence of People’s Republic of Bangladesh as independent and sovereign nation, it had become necessary to reorganise the Printing, Stationery and Forms Ofﬁces to suit the needs of a National Government.

2. The new Offices : —

In order to streamline the administration of Printing, Stationery and Forms, Government have been pleased to create the following new offices :
(i) Bangladesh Government Press :

The former East Pakistan Government Press has been named as Bangladesh Government Press. This Press has been divested of its functions with regard to the indenting and supply of forms and sale of priced publications. This Press shall be responsible for printing of all jobs, forms and miscellaneous work as are assigned to it by Government.
(ii) Government Printing Press :

Under the Printing Corporation (Vesting) Order, 1972 (President’s Order No. 81 of 1972), the former Printing Corporation of Pakistan in Bangladesh has been taken over by Government and has been named as “Government Printing Press”. This Press shall be responsible for printing of all jobs, form and miscellaneous work as are assigned to it by Government.

(iii) Bangladesh Stationery Office :

The former Provincial Stationery Office and Stationery portion of Office of the Deputy Controller, Stationery Forms and Publications have been grouped together to form the new Bangladesh Stationery Office. This Office shall be responsible to supply articles of Stationery as per approved list of Government required for the use of those offices of the Government of Bangladesh who are/would be registered as indentors with the Controller of Printing and Stationery. Henceforth supply from this office would be made only to those offices who are entitled to Free Issues.

(iv) Bangladesh Forms and Publications Ofﬁce :

The Forms and Publications Branch of the former Government Press and the Forms and Publications portion of the Office of the Deputy Controller, Stationery, Forms and Publications have been grouped together to form the new Bangladesh Forms and Publications office. This Office should be responsible for compiling the-annual indents of forms of the offices under the Government of Bangladesh, issue orders to the respective Presses, receive and store the printed materials and supply them to their respective destinations as per indent. This office should also control the Forms Budget and would suggest to the Controller such monetary allotments at the beginning of the financial year as are appropriate keeping in view the average cost in respect of a particular office during the past three years.

3. Officers in-Charge and their duties :—

(i) Bangladesh Government Press would be under the charge of a Superintendent. He is directly in-Charge of the Press. He would be responsible for the efficient and economical management of /the Press. He shall enjoy Administrative and Financial powers as are/would be delegated to him by Government from time to time.

(ii) Government Printing Press would be under the charge of a Manager. His responsibilities, powers and functions would be the same as those of the Superintendent, Bangladesh Government Press.
(iii) Bangladesh Stationery Office would be under the charge of a Deputy Controller. He would responsible for the procurement, storage and distribution of all stationery articles to the authorised indentors strictly on the basis of monetary allotments made in favour of different offices. He would enjoy administrative and financial powers as would be delegated to him by Government.

(iv) Bangladesh Forms and Publications Office would be under the charge of an Assistant Controller. He shall be responsible for compiling annual indents from diferent offices at the beginning the financial year and arrange to get forms printed, stored and despatched. He would enjoy administrative and financial powers as would be delegated to him by Government.
4. Department of Printing and Stationery and the Controller of Printing and Stationery :

The above four offices would constitute the Department of Printing and Stationery under the administrative control of the Establishment Division. The Controller of Printing and Stationery would be the Head of the Department.
(i) The Controller of Printing and Stationery shall act as the adviser to Government in all matters connected with Printing and Stationery. Except where specifically provided for by rule, no purchase stationery, typewriters, copying, duplicating or similar machines can be made except through him no his advice. He is responsible for seeing that the stores are properly stocked, that the stores of good quality and properly kept and that indents submitted in accordance with rules are and correctly attended to. He will bring to the notice of Government any serious breach or of continued neglect of the rules now in force ; in more serious cases he will refer for orders of Government of Bangladesh. The Controller is also responsible for regulating the monetary allotment from time to time and for seeing that any monetary allotment fixed is not exceeded. .

He shall undertake periodical verification of stock and ensure that there is no pilferage of stock. Such inspection report shall be submitted to the Government : 
(ii) The Controller would exercise the full administrative and financial powers of the Head attached Department and such other administrative and financial powers as would he delegated to him by Government.

(iii) The Controller would supervise and coordinate the activities of the four offices under his control.

(iv) The Controller would immediately undertake to revise three separate Manuals one each for Printing Stationery and Forms with a view to bringing uniformity in the erstwhile Central and Provincial Government Rules and suiting to the needs of a new national Government. This work is to be completed by November, 1972 positively.

5. Location of the Offices:— The Office of the Controller of Printing and Stationery would up in the administration block of the office of the former Provincial Stationery Office.

(ii) Bangladesh Stationery Office would be housed in the office of the former Deputy Controller of Stationery, Forms and Publications. The godowns of the former Provincial Stationery Office would be under the management of the Bangladesh Stationery Office. 
(iii) Bangladesh Forms and Publications Office would be housed in the former Forms and Publications Branch of the Bangladesh Government Press. 
(iv) The two Presses would remain where they are.

6. Distribution of work between the two Government presses:— The distribution of work of the two presses would be as follows:

A. Government Printing Press : 

(i) All kinds of printing work including printing of standard, non-standard and saleable forms relating to the following Ministries and their subordinate and attached offices/units :
(a)
Ministry of Defence.

(b)
Ministry of Law and Parliamentary Affairs.

(c)
Ministry of Communications. 
(d)
Ministry of Posts, Telegraphs and Telephones. 
(e)
Ministry of Shipping, Inland and Water Transport and Airways.

B.
Bangladesh Government Press : 
(i) All kinds of Printing works including printing of standard, non-standard and saleable forms relating to the following Ministries and their subordinate and attached offices/units :

(a)
All other Ministries which are not allotted to the Government Printing Press.

(b)
Bangladesh Gazette.
7. The above arrangements are purely temporary and subject to review by Government from time to time. The Manual shall incorporate in detail the working system in these offices.

8. Ordered that this Resolution be published in the Bangladesh Gazette.

No. 573-Pub—17th July, 1972—The following Order made by the President, on the advice of the Prime Minister of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh on the l4th July, I972, is hereby published for general information: —

President’s Order No. 81 of 1972.

THE PRINTING CORPORATION (VESTING) ORDER, 1972.

WHEREAS it is expedient in the public interest to provide for the taking over by the Government of the undertaking of the Printing Corporation of Pakistan Limited in Bangladesh and for matter ancillary thereto ;

Now, THEREFORE, in pursuance of the Proclamation of Independence of Bangladesh, read the Provisional Constitution of Bangladesh Order, I972, and in exercise of all powers enabling him in that behalf, the President is pleased to make the following Order :—
1.
(i) This Order may be called the Printing Corporation (Vesting) Order, 1972 ;

(ii) It shall come into force at once.

2.
In this order, unless the context otherwise requires.

(a)
“Government” means the Government of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh;

(b)
“Printing -Corporation” means the undertaking in Bangladesh of the Printing Corporation Pakistan Limited registered as a Public Limited Company under the Companies Act, I972 (Act VII of I913);

(c)
“Undertaking” includes any business, asset, right, power, authority and privilege, and property movable and immovable, including land, building, press, machinery, cash or balance, reserve fund, Investments, and any other right or interest in, or arising out of such property and any book of accounts, register, record and any other document of whatever nature relating thereto.

3. Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the time being in force or in any memorandum or articles of association, or in any contract or agreement, or in any deed or other instrument, on the commencement of this Order.—
(a)
the entire undertaking of the Printing Corporation shall stand transferred to, and vest in, the Government ;

(b)
all debts and liabilities incurred all obligations undertaken, all contracts entered into and all agreements made, by or with the Printing Corporation shall, unless the Government otherwise directs, stand transferred to, and be deemed to have been incurred, undertaken entered into, or made by or with, the Government ;

(c)
all suits and other legal proceedings instituted by or against the Printing corporation in Bangladesh before the commencement of this Order shall, unless the Government otherwise directs, be deemed to have been instituted by or against the Government and may be continued or proceeded with accordingly ;

(d)
all officers and other employees of the Printing Corporation shall stand transferred to the Government on such terms and conditions as the Government may determine :

Provided that an officer or other employee so transferred shall have the option not to continue in the service of the Government.

4. The Government may, for the purpose of removing any difficulty arising out of, or in connection with, or in relation to the transfer of the undertaking of the Printing Corporation under Article 3, make such order as it considers expedient and any such order shall be deemed to be, and given effect to as, part of the provisions of this Order.
5. The Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of this Order.
