· ATM Guard obtained Debit/Credit Card Numbers along with the PIN number on the pretext of helping the ATM card users.
· More than 250 ATM Card Numbers along with their secret PIN Numbers recovered from the racketeers.
· The racketeers used the information to purchase online Air tickets, Railway tickets, Movie tickets and tickets of Sun Burn Festival held in Goa. 
A team of officers of Crime Branch led by Inspr. Arti Sharma and consisting of ASI Hem Karan, HC Amit Tomar, HC Bahadur Sharma, HC Rajinder Kumar, Ct. Narender, Ct. Dabbu, Ct. Devinder, Ct. Gyaneshwar and Ct. Kamal Ram under the supervision of Addl. DCP/Crime Joy Tirkey have arrested three persons for cheating a large number of innocent ATM users. One of the accused is an ATM guard deployed at the State Bank of India ATM at Paharganj, Delhi. The ATM Guard obtained the Debit/Credit Card numbers along with the PIN number of the ATM users on the pretext of helping them. More than 250 Debit/credit Card numbers along with the respective PIN numbers has been recovered from their possession. The gang used the information to purchase online Air tickets, Railway tickets, Movie tickets and tickets of Sun Burn Festival held in Goa.
On 06.01.2012 a complaint was received in Crime Branch that Rs. 42,681/- had been illegally withdrawn from the SBI Account of the complainant. On enquiry the complainant found out that some unknown persons had used his Debit Card illegally.  

During enquiry it was found that the Security Guard deputed at the SBI ATM near a Hotel in Paharganj about a month ago had ‘helped’ the complainant withdraw some money. Working on this information on 10.01.2012 the police team apprehended the ATM Guard and his associate near a Cinema Hall in Paharganj, Delhi. They were identified as i) Mohinder Sharma (aged 35 years) s/o Tilak Raj Sharma r/o Vill.  Nagari Parole Tehsil & Distt. Kathwa, Jammu & Kashmir and presently residing at Rain Basera in Paharganj near the ATM Booth and Ajit Singh (aged 23 years) s/o Harender Singh r/o Vill. Roshan Pur Sulemabad, Tehsil Modi Nagar, P.S. Muradnagar, Ghaziabad, U.P.  On their personal search two slips bearing ATM card numbers along with the respective PIN numbers were recovered from their possession. The slip bearing the ATM card number and PIN number belonging to the complainant was recovered from the possession of Ajit Singh.  

After intensive interrogation they disclosed that Mohinder Sharma worked as a Security Guard at the SBI ATM near a Hotel in Paharganj. The ATM was frequented by a large number of persons especially Army Personnel who came to the New Delhi Railway Station. Some of the users requested him to help withdraw money. On the pretext of helping them, Mohinder Sharma noted down the ATM card number and the PIN number on a slip. He then sold the details of the ATM card and PIN number to Ajit Singh.  For each such transaction he was paid Rs. 500/-.  Till date his illegal proceeds have amounted to around Rs. 1.25 Lacs. 
Ajit Singh further used these ATM Card numbers and PIN numbers to book online Air Tickets, Train Tickets, Movie Tickets and also Tickets of Sun Burn Festival held in Goa recently. More than 250 ATM Card Numbers with their respective PIN numbers have been recovered from Ajit Singh’s residence at Noida, U.P.  Ajit Singh had contacts with travel agents and touts and at their instance he purchased Air tickets, Train tickets, Movie tickets and tickets of Sun Burn Festival.  His illegal proceeds amount to around Rs. 6 Lacs.  

One such tout, Anil Mehra (aged 52 years) s/o Chaman Lal r/o Amritsar, Punjab presently residing at a hotel in Pahar Ganj since August, 2011 has also been apprehended. Anil Mehra used to solicit customers for purchase of Air tickets, Train tickets and Movie tickets in the area of Pahar Ganj and pass on the details to Ajit Singh who used to procure relevant tickets online by using the ATM card and PIN numbers that he got from Mohinder Sharma.  His illegal proceeds amount to Rs. 2 Lacs.
Two other such Touts/Travel Agents have been identified. Efforts are on to apprehend them.  

Profile 

1. Mohinder Sharma hails from Jammu & Kashmir and is unmarried.  He studied up to 12th Standard and for the last six months is working with CSS Company as Security Guard. He had been deputed by the CSS company at the SBI ATM near a Hotel in Paharganj, Delhi.  He can memorize the ATM Card Numbers at a glance. According to him all SBI ATM cards have 6 common initial 6 digits. All he had to do was memorise the digits after 6th digit onwards. He can also memorize 14 digit card numbers at a glance. He observed the users punch in their PIN numbers. This was enough for him to start his racket. He met Ajit Singh about 6 months ago when Ajit Singh had come to stay in a hotel in Paharganj near the ATM Booth. Ajit Singh was amazed at the memorizing capacity of Mohinder Sharma and together they decided to put it to use. 

2. Ajit Singh hails from Uttar Pradesh and completed his B.Com by correspondence from Delhi University. He is in the habit of gambling and he is addicted to betting on cricket matches. His family has disowned him. He met Mohinder Sharma about 6 months ago.  He started buying ATM card numbers and PIN numbers directly from Mohinder Sharma for Rs. 500 each. He used this information for online buying of Air Tickets, Train Tickets and Movie Tickets etc. in bulk subject to the availability of the amount of money in the bank account of the victim.  

3. Anil Mehra is a resident of Amritsar, Punjab.  He has been hiding in Delhi because according to him he is wanted in several cases of cheating in Punjab.  He has been staying at a hotel in Pahar Ganj since August, 2011.  He met Ajit Singh in the same hotel about 6 months ago.  He solicited customers in the area of Pahar Ganj for buying Air line tickets, Train tickets and Movie tickets.  Then he used to get these tickets through Ajit Singh who used to charge him about 60% of the actual cost.  Anil Mehra further sold these tickets just below the actual price and made profit for himself.

                     A GANG OF ROBBERS BUSTED
INTRODUCTION: With the arrest of the following four accused persons  the staff of P.S. Shalimar Bagh Delhi, has worked out a case of an attempted armed robbery committed on 5.1.12 in H.No. BK-1/187, near Kela godam, East  Shalimar Bagh, Delhi and has worked out three other cases of cheating and burglary.

INCIDENT:-  On 5.1.12 at about 9 AM, the complainant along with his son had gone to his shop in Adarsh Nagar. At about 10.45 AM, when he came back to home to take his meals, the door of his house was found locked from inside. When he knocked at the door, one person holding a knife came from inside and ran away and then three more persons, one of them holding a revolver, rushed out of the house and then tried to flee away but the complainant raised an alarm and in the meantime, beat officers HC Rajesh No. 250/NW & Ct Dalip No. 973/NW also reached at the spot, who were on patrolling duty nearby and  apprehended one accused Rajesh at the spot who was running away but rest 3 other accused managed to escape. Complainant’s wife stated that initially one person in the guise of a meter reader from NDPL knocked at the door and gained entry inside the house followed by three other persons and then at the point of knife and revolver, they all threatened to hand over the keys of almirah but they had to retreat back when the door was knocked by the complainant.

POLICE TEAM:- A team of the following officers under the close supervision of  ACP/Shalimar Bagh, was constituted  who worked hard, developed information and arrested  rest of the  accused persons and worked out cases.

INVESTIGATION:- During the course of interrogation of the accused person, it came to light that the complainant Sh. Baldev Ram is running a shop of Utensils in the name and style of Bihari di Hatti and the accused Raj Kumar earlier used to work in a shop of electrician in the area of Adarsh Nagar in the vicinity of the shop of the complainant Sh. Baldev Ram and it was in his knowledge that huge amount of cash is transacted at the shop of the complainant and the cash is taken at home in Shalimar Bagh. Raj Kumar shared this information with his accomplish Rajesh, Vinod and Mahender and made a planning to loot the cash in the morning when the complainant is not present at his house. A proper recee of the spot was made by all the four accused persons two days prior to the incident and Raj Kumar used his Santro Car No. DL 2C W 4374 for this purpose.



On 05.01.2012 all the four accused person reached Kela Godown road at about 10.30 AM and accused Rajesh knocked at the door in the guise of a NDPL man holding a torch in his hand. The wife of the complainant opened the door and accused Rajesh entered inside saying that he is to record the reading of the meter. Rest of the three accused persons forcibly entered in the house and held up complainant’s wife and daughter-in-law at the point of knives and katta they are holding and asked the key of almirah, but as ill luck would have it, the complainant came in the house and found the door locked from inside. He raised an alarm. Three accused persons succeeded in running away from the spot, whereas, Rajesh was get caught with the help of beat officers of the area, who were on patrolling duty nearby.

INTERROGATION:- The interrogation of the accused person further revealed that the accused persons wanted to help to bail out another accused named as Anand already inside the Jail in case FIR No. 47/10 U/S 396/395/120B/414 IPC PS Bawana and for that purpose they wanted cash. Accused Vinod has been co-accused in the above noted case with accused Anand. Then, accused Raj Kumar gave this idea and they attempted this robbery.

Motive:- Motive was apparently to rob the unsuspecting individuals of cash and 
ewellery and to help a hard core dacoit namely Anand to bail out.

PROFILE OF THE ACCUSED ARRESTED:-

Rajesh:- Rajesh belongs to vill. Kanjhawala, Delhi. He is a primary school dropout. He started his criminal career as a truck driver from 1987 and started stealing petty articles loaded in trucks and addicted to liquor. Thereafter, he formed a gang and started truck jacking/looting. Whenever he is out of jail, he committed all sorts of crime like robbery, dacoity, truck jacking in various parts of Delhi for which he was arrested in 9 criminal cases so far.

Raj Kumar:- He is illiterate and came to Delhi from eastern UP to work as a labour in Subzi Mandi area. He started criminal career from 1986 and thereafter he was involved in 15 criminal cases of robbery. Dacoity, burglary including murder.

Vinod Kumar @ Laddu :-   He is primary school dropout and   started working  as a  labor, then ‘rajmistri’ and after that motor cycle mechanic. He started his criminal career from burglary in 2002 and committed a dacoity with murder (396 IPC) in Bawana area and after coming out from jail, he again started robbery/burglary.

Mahender Singh :-  He is an illiterate and is working at the    ‘kabari’ shop of his elder brother Vijay in Shahbad Dairy area. The criminals used to visit kabari shop for the disposal of stolen articles. He also fell in bad company and was involved in a burglary case in the year 2002 in the area of PS Bawana. When he came in the company of Rajesh and Raj Kumar, he again started committing robbery/burglary.

ALERT BUS CHECKING STAFF APPREHENDED TWO DESPERATE PICK POCKETERS AND RECOVERED 23 EXPENSIVE STOLEN MOBILE PHONES 


With the arrest of two desperate pick pockets namely Sukhbir @ Sukha (30 years) s/o Lakhmi Chand r/o H. No 544, Gali No. 7, L Block, Sangam Vihar, Delhi and Rajbir @ Bablu (24 years) s/o Krishan Lal r/o Gali No. 7, L Block, Sangam Vihar, Delhi, staff of PS Fatehpur Beri, South District has recovered 23 stolen expensive mobile phones from their possession. 

BRIEF FACTS :


On 11/01/12, HC Rishi Pal, Ct. Rishipal and Ct. Raghubir were conducting checking of buses near Radha Swami Satsung. At about 11.40 am, a DTC Bus (Route No. 523) was signaled to stop for checking. Suddenly, two young boys with one bag got down from the bus and started running towards the jungle. The checking staffs chased them along with motor cycles patrolling staff, who accompanied the checking staff and after a brief chase, both the persons were overpowered.  Their identities were reveled as Sukhbir @ Sukha (30 years) s/o Lakhmi Chand r/o H. No 544, Gali No. 7, L Block, Sangam Vihar, Delhi and Rajbir @ Bablu (24 years) s/o Krishan Lal r/o Gali No. 7, L Block, Sangam Vihar, Delhi. On search, two stolen expensive mobile phones were recovered from the possession of Sukhbir @ Sukha and 2 expensive mobile phones recovered from the possession of Rajbir @ Bablu.  In this regard, a case vide FIR No. 12/12 U/s 411/34 IPC PS Fatehpur Beri was registered and investigation taken up.

INTERROGATION :


On sustained interrogation, accused confessed to have stolen these mobile phones from the pockets of passengers travelling in bus route No. 523, at Mehrauli near Andheria More in the morning.  At their instance, 19 more expensive mobile phones were recovered.  Accused disclosed that they were going to Sanjay Colony to dispose off the stolen property. The investigation of the case is still on and further cases are being linked and past record is being verified from the other police stations and their native palces.

RECOVERIES :

1. 23 expensive mobile phones.

PROFILE OF ACCUSED PERSONS :

1. Sukhbir @ Sukha (30 years) s/o Lakhmi Chand r/o H. No 544, Gali No. 7, L Block, Sangam Vihar, Delhi is illiterate & unmarried.  He attracted towards crime to earn fast money and to lead lavish life after inspiring from the Hindi movies.  He was earlier arrested in case vide FIR No. 384/02 u/s 25/54/59 Arms Act PS Sangam Vihar. 

2. Rajbir @ Bablu (24 years) s/o Krishan Lal r/o Gali No. 7, L Block, Sangam Vihar, Delhi is a school dropout and unmarried.  He inspired from the lavish life style of his neighbour leading and joined Sukhbir in crime.

TWO CHEATS INDULGED IN CELL PHONE TOWER INSTALLATION FRAUDS ARRESTED: RENTED OFFICE (CALL CENTRE) WHEREFROM THE GANG WAS OPERATING RAIDED AND DOCUMENTS RELATED TO A FAKE CELL PHONE COMPANY, FORGED MATERIAL AND CELL PHONES USED TO MAKE CALLS TO INNOCENT VICTIMS RECOVERED


With the arrest of two persons namely Chetan Kumar @ Lucky Chaudhary (24 years) s/o Gauri Shanker r/o Garhi Mendu, Khajoori Khas, Delhi and presently staying at C-I/66, DLF Colony, Ghaziabad, UP and Manish Verma @ Pankaj (28 years) s/o Yogender Verma r/o Nasib Vihar, Loni, Ghaziabad, UP, staff of PS Saket, South District have busted a gang of cheats indulged in the frauds of installation of Cell Phone Towers after publishing proper advertisement in the newspapers and working from a fully functional secret office in different localities of Delhi and NCR and taking services of girls to make calls to trap the victims.  The gang had so far cheated more than 20 persons and had cheated amount approximately 25 lacs.

With the arrest of these two persons, cash Rs. 30,000/-, 28 cell phones used for making calls by the girls, one Safari Car fitted with all latest gadgets, one laptop (Dell Company) with internet connection, 11 Pen Cards, 4 Debit Card and Voter ID Card, 10 different seals/stamps, 4 bank pass books, many envelops prepared for sending letters to various innocent persons in future have so far been recovered. 

 The gang was running their activities secretly from a rented room at H. No. 1/3794, Bhagwanpur Khera, Shahdara, Delhi.  Prior to this office, the gang was having its office in the area of East Delhi near Swaran Cinema.  The gang was frequently changing their offices and girls on rolls of call centre.

INCIDENT:


Sh. Ishwar Singh s/o Kishore Singh r/o Sector-4, Pushpa Vihar, Saket, Delhi (working as Head Constable in BSF), made a complaint in PS Saket on 06.01.12 regarding a fraud related to cell phone tower installation by a company namely “Aircel Company Pvt. Ltd., a Unit of all over India Tower Fixation in Telecom Industries (Regd.) located at 56/2, Anna Nagar Chennai (T.N.)” at his land in his native place in Rajasthan.  He received a letter from the company last year in the month of January regarding carrying out a survey of the site.  Further, he was informed that his site was cleared in the Satellite Survey report and he had to deposit Rs. 60,000/- as tax and installation charges.  He initially deposited Rs. 4,570/- as registration fees and later Rs. 50,000/- as directed by the so called company senior officials after his case and plot got cleared in the survey clearance report.  He had been asked to deposit amount in two account numbers.  After all the formalities were done and cash was deposited, the person in contact so far, severed all their contacts with the complainant and disappeared.  He tried to contact them but could not succeed.  He finally made a police report.  The preliminary enquiry was conducted on the basis of cell phones numbers left by the cheats and account numbers on which the money was asked to be deposited.  The enquiry revealed that the gang was using several account numbers issued on fake addresses or in some cases the addressee had already left the address to unknown locations.  After preliminary enquiry, a case of cheating was registered at P.S. Saket vide FIR No. 13 dated 11.1.12 and investigation taken up.

TEAM, INVESTIGATION AND ARREST:


A team of PS Saket consisting of Inspr. Dharam Dev, SI Rajender, HCs Sukh Lal, Rajender, Const. Bachan Singh, Jitender, Bhagwan Dass and Lalita under the supervision of Inspr. Rajender Singh, SHO/Saket and Sh. Manishi Chandra, ACP/Hauz Khas was formed and raids were conducted and two main persons were zeroed down.  On a specific input, the police team arrest Pankaj from the office of Shahdara and his other colleague Lucky Chaudhary from a nearby place in Shahdara while he was driving Tata Safari around 6 PM yesterday.   The office was searched and above mentioned articles were recovered and both were arrested.

MODUS OPERANDI :


As per the modus operandi as revealed by the arrested persons there are three modules of gang which operate in different fields and take the commission as per their roles.  First group shall give advertisement in national dailies for installation of Cell Phone Tower.  This group shall keep in mind that local newspapers should be avoided otherwise the victim shall insist upon meeting in person at office.  They shall give outside cell numbers / address in the advertisement so that person is restricted to only telephonic communication.  


The next group of people shall collect ATM cards of some persons after giving them nominal amount saying that they have to receive some amount and they do not have any account of the said bank or they would tie up with such professional persons who manages account on fake addresses or in those cases where addressee of account had already left the address for unknown locations and difficult to be traced in case police complaint is made.  This group shall provide these ATM cards to the Kingpin group and take their share i.e. around Rs. 15,000/- per ATM card.  
The third group is the main group which runs the show and takes the major chunk of cheated money.  They arrange girls for making calls and arrange 25/30 cell phones for the purpose which they procure on the fake IDs.  This group takes office on rent (call centre) and secretly runs their nefarious activities.  Girls are paid around 3000/4000 p.m.  This group keeps on changing their office frequently to avoid suspicion by the land lord or the police.  This group collect amount from all ATMs provided by other group and give commission to all the supporting staff and other two groups.  This group mainly forges documents in the name of one Aircel Company and sends these documents to various victims and make regular calls through girls employed to say that through satellite their location have been selected and they would receive rent around Rs. 60,000/- p.m. if the cell tower is installed.  

INTERROGATION:


This group have targeted several innocent persons and doing all these nefarious activities for the last two years.  The gang has consisted of more than 30 boys and girls in whom some are doing intentionally and some are unaware of their actual activities and working on the basis of monthly salary believing a company dealing in genuine business.  Investigation of the case is in progress and more arrest and recoveries are likely. 

PROFILE OF ACCUSED PERSONS:


Both the arrested persons have passed their intermediate examinations and belong to lower middle class families.  They have got several girls friends and solemnized their love marriages. MAID SERVANT ARRESTED WITHIN 24 HOURS AND LOOTED GOLD BANGLES, GOLD CHAIN WITH PENDANT AND NOKIA MOBILE PHONE WORTH RS. 4.14 LACS RECOVERED.
 

Staff of PS S.J. Enclave, South District arrested a maid servant Anita @ Jasbiri (24 years) d/o Rama r/o Village Riwali Nagala Tehsil / PS Budana, District Muzafar Nagar, UP and recovered looted 4 gold bangles, chain with pendant and mobile phone, worth approximately Rs. 4.14 lacs.

BRIEF FACTS :


On 10/01/12, DD No. 20A PS S.J. Enclave was lodged regarding loot of gold bangles, gold chain with pendant and one mobile phone from the house of complainant Smt. Jaya Rakesh (71 years) w/o Sh.  Rakesh Kumar r/o C-2/42, Safdarjung Development Area by a newly employed maid servant on the point of knife.  The maid servant after committing crime had confined the complainant in the bath room forcefully.  In this regard, a case vide FIR No. 08/12 dated 10/01/12 u/s 381,384,327,342 IPC PS S.J. Enclave was registered and investigation taken up.

INVESTIGATION :


In order to apprehend the maid servant and recovery of stolen property, a team consisting of SI D. V. Singh, HC Dinesh Tyagi 6/SD, Ct. Maninder and W/Ct. Ritu 2259/SD headed by Inspr. Sandeep Ghai,  SHO/S.J. Enclave and overall supervision of Sh. Mohinder Singh, ACP/S.J. Enclave was constituted.  


During the course of investigation, enquiries made from the Placement Agency to compile the information about the maid servant.  During enquiry, it revealed that maid had given only the photograph of her mother in the placement agency to conceal her real identity.  The search of all her possible hideouts including her native village i.e. Riwali Nagala, Tehsil Budana, District Muzafar Nagar, UP and her matrimonial house in Village Rampur Khade @ Garh PS Kandhala, District Parbudh Nagar, UP was made but she could not be located.  On the tip off provided by her father Rama, a lead was developed and after intensive hunt, the maid servant Anita @ Jasbiri (24 years) d/o Rama r/o Village Riwali Nagala Tehsil / PS Budana, District Muzafar Nagar, UP was apprehended from Budana, UP.  

INTERROGATION :


An intensive examination was conducted wherein she disclosed that from the inception of her employment, she planned to commit the offence as she wanted to establish her own business and was in dire need of money.  On search, all the looted gold jewellery i.e. 4 gold bangles, gold chain with pendant and one mobile (Nokia 6070) looted from the complainant was recovered from her bag.

PROFILE OF ACCUSED :

            Anita @ Jasbiri (24 years) d/o Rama r/o Village Riwali Nagala Tehsil / PS Budana, District Muzafar Nagar, UP is a school dropout. She was married to Subhash s/o Kishan Chand r/o Village Rampur Khade @ Garh PS Kandhala, District Parbudh Nagar, UP 14 years ago and she had four children.  Due to some personal and social reasons, their relations turned strained and she deserted her husband and children.  She alone came to Delhi to earn livelihood.  In furtherance to the same, she was employed with the complainant through Esha Placement located in Arjun Nagar, Kotla Mubarakpur, New Delhi.

TWO PERSONS ARRESTED FOR GANG RAPING A 21 YEAR OLD MARRIED WOMAN AND ATTEMPTING TO RAPE HER 21 YEAR OLD SISTER-IN-LAW ON THE PRETEXT OF EMPLOYMENT
East District police has arrested two persons viz., (i) Chanderpal @ Amit S/o Lekhi R/o Vill-Shahpur Goverdhanpur, Sector-130, Noida, UP, Aged 38 years and (ii) Kanwar Singh @ Pappu @ Sonu Bhati S/o Dulli Singh R/o Villlage Kam Nagar, PS Kasna, Distt. Gautam Budh Nagar, UP, Aged 45 years for gang raping a 21 years old married woman and attempting to rape her 21 years old sister-in-law on the pretext of employment.
INCIDENT

An incident of gang rape was reported at PS Shakarpur on 06.01.2012 wherein two women were lured to Sector-18, Noida on the pretext of employment, which was being offered through a placement agency viz., Online Job Services located at Laxmi Nagar, Shakarpur, Delhi.  The victims were referred to a person who called himself Amit, who then took the victims on his motorcycle to locations situated outside prominent banks and private sector companies in Sector-18 and 135, Noida.  There were subsequently asked to get into a car, which was being driven by a person who called himself Sonu Bhati.  The complainant ‘X’ was raped by both the persons while her sister-in-law ‘Y’ was sought to be raped, was molested and bit.

INVESTIGATION
A case FIR No. 18/12, u/s 376(G)/354/323/324/34 IPC was registered on 06.01.2012 at PS Shakarpur, Delhi into the alleged incident.  The investigators at PS Shakarpur succeeded in identifying the suspects as Chanderpal, who had styled himself as Amit and Kanwar Singh, who had styled himself as Sonu Bhati.  The suspects have disclosed that the said crime was committed by them near the fields of Village Jhatta, District Gautam Budh Nagar, U.P. which is situated near their native villages.

RECOVERIES

1. Three mobile phones used by the accused persons.

2. Motor Cycle No. UP 16 AF 7023, Make-Discover, used in the crime, belonging to Chanderpal @ Amit.

3. Car No. UP 80 T 7158, Matiz, used in the crime. This vehicle belongs to one Raju who is nephew (Bhanja) of Kanwar Singh.

Chanderpal @ Amit was born in Village-Shahpur Goverdhanpur and studied upto Call-XII and started working as a driver. He was recently working as driver. He is married and has three children. He has no previous involvement. 

 Kanwar Singh was born in Village-Kam Nagar, Noida and studied upto class-X and he is running a tea shop in Sector-151, Noida. He is married and has three children. He is brother-in-law of Jagbir Singh who is real elder brother of Chanderpal.  He has no previous involvement.

· The mystery behind alleged day-light robbery at Surajmal Vihar unearthed.

· Complainant’s daughter and her friend  arrested for the heist.

·  The  break in and theft of Rs. 5 lacs  in cash and gold & jewellery worth  more than Rs. 1 crore master minded by complainant’s daughter, with   her friend Ankit  giving effect to the heist, and later escaping to Jaipur. 

INCIDENT

 An  alleged incident of daylight robbery was reported from B-25, Surajmal Vihar, Delhi on 10.01.2012 at 3.05 PM  wherein  Ms Aditi , 22 yrs, the lone occupant of the house at the alleged time of incident was allegedly  dragged inside the ground floor bedroom of her father, when she tried to tip toe  into the said bedroom on suspicion, allegedly by three masked men  who wore black clothes. Her hands, feet and mouth  were allegedly  tied up by the alleged  robbers who then emptied the almirah of cash and valuables and escaped through the rear door by cutting the door handle and locks   with an electric cutter. 

INVESTIGATION 

 Several teams were formed to investigate the scene of crime, examine the witnesses and  identify the possible suspects. The examination of the scene of crime and a preliminary screening of the   video footage of the CCTV cameras installed in the house indicated that  the alleged robbers had not entered the house from the front entrance.  Further examination also indicated that  it was not possible to enter the house through the rear entry gate by cutting open the lock and the handle from outside.  Investigation teams of Special Staff of East District and P.S. Vivek Vihar suspected an insider hand which could have given entry to  the alleged robbers inside the house.  Armed with the preliminary findings and the suspicion, the team conducted a background  check on the inmates and the employees of the house holder Sh. Naveen Jain.  The verification and the examination revealed that  Aditi had a long standing friendship with her childhood classmate Mr. Ankit Bengani who had surreptitiously been   meeting Aditi in the past by using the rear entry gate. The suspicion was strengthened by the fact  of the discovery of the keys  of the two locks of the rear entry gate inside the bedroom of Sh. Naveen Jain during the search operation of the scene of crime.  Investigation by Special Staff revealed that Ankit had been staying in a guest house viz Shivam Guest House  in the heart of Jaipur. A special team of personnel from Special Staff and Police Station Vivek Vihar was immediately constituted to rush to  Jaipur who succeeded in apprehending Ankit from the said guest house in the wee hours of 12.01.2012.  Ankit was subjected to sustained interrogation who revealed that the entire heist was master minded by  Aditi,  and that the electric cutter and the bag for ferrying the stolen cash and valuable were purchased before hand by Ankit from Jaipur and Laxmi Nagar respectively.  Ankit further disclosed that he was afforded entry  inside the house by   Aditi who had opened the rear door and that  Aditi kept a close watch on CCTV system to ensure that the operation went on  smoothly,  while  Ankit was busy emptying  the almirahs of cash and valuables. Ankit further disclosed that he deliberately left the keys inside the bedroom and left the house by cutting open the door handle and   locks of rear entry gate  to create an impression of robbery.  The entire operation took place between 12.30 PM and 2.30 PM on 10.01.2012, and  Ankit thereafter escaped with the cash and valuables to Jaipur  while Aditi made up the story of robbery and methodically went about misleading her parents, family members and above all the East District Police.

He has been residing at Shivam Guest House, Jaipur  for the last about 4 years. His father is engaged in the business of  computer embroidery  at Dilshad Garden. Ankit is currently engaged in the business of trading of chocolates and bakery products and is commerce graduate from Delhi University through distance education. 
 Aditi is 22 years old,  is a high school graduate and holds a diploma in interior design from a polytechnic  based in  South Delhi. She is currently located at her residence only. She and Ankit had studied together at Vivekanand School, Anand Vihar  from 5th standard onwards. Her father Naveen Jain runs the family business of paper and wedding cards merchandise  from Chawri  Bazar and Loni; along with his three brothers.

INFORMATION AND OPERATION

      On 11/1/2012, an information was received by HC Ajay Kumar AATS
West District that a gang of Harish @ Titu who is indulging in bus robberies in West District will be coming near Radisson Hotel with illegal weapons and they will plan to rob in a running bus near Peeragarhi. On this information, a team under the supervision of Inspr. Maninder Singh comprising of SI Naveen Kumar, HC Ajay Kumar, HC Sanjeev,  Ct. Parveen, Ct. Sanjeev, Ct. P. Tirkey, Ct Parveen Tyagi, Ct Krishan Rathi and Ct. Manendra Singh was constituted under the close supervision of ACP Raj Singh. Team was properly briefed about the accused persons and staff was deployed near Radisson Hotal Ground,  Bhaira Enclave Chowk. At about 5.35 PM at the instance of informer six accused


persons  namely Harish @ Titu, Nawab, Ganesh, Vikas @ Toni, Akhilesh @
Sonu and Rajesh  were apprehended by the staff and two persons whose
names were disclosed as Kailash and Anwar  by the above said accused persons had been able to flee from the spot due to darkness.  One country made pistol alongwith two live cartridges, three button actuated knives, one iron road and one iron chain have been recovered from the possession of accused persons. The interrogation of the accused persons revealed that they
gathered in the Ground in front of Radisson Hotel for making a plan to rob in a running bus near Peeragarhi.

INTERROGATION AND MODUS OPERANDI

            During the course of inquiry gang leader Harish @ Titu  disclosed that he belongs to poor economic background.  He had studied up to 5th class. He had no interest in studies and he wanted to earn quick and fast money.  So he started indulging in Crime in very young age.  He started committing house burglaries, bus robberies with his other associates.  In 2001 he along with his Associates namely Mukesh Gujjar, Pinta, Suraj etc.  had murdered a boy namely Sunil @ Satpal who was a member of their rival bus robber gang in Mangol Puri area. After coming out from the jail, he along with Anwar, Kailash, Nawab and Mehender Gujjar had formed a gang and they started committing bus robberies. He further disclosed that they used to target those passengers in the bus who are usually going to the Railway Station and ISBT, as there is minimum chance of making complaint because the passengers are in a hurry to catch the train/buses.  During interrogation accused Nawab had disclosed that he also belongs to poor family and from his childhood he had addiction to alcohol and he is also fond of making new girlfriends.  For this he required lot of money and to fulfill his needs, he started indulging in crime.    He came in contact with Harish @ Titu and Anwar and became active member  of their gang.  In the year 2011 he alongwith his associate Ravi was arrested in Police Station Pubnjabi Bagh during Bus checking and at that time Harish @ Titu, Anwar, Kailash managed to flee from the spot. Today they all gathered, in front of Radisson Hotal, Behra enclave for preparing a plan to rob a running bus.

BLIND MURDER CASE OF A GIRL AND ATTEMPT TO MURDER OF HER SISTER IN VASANT KUNJ WORKED OUT WITHIN 12 HOURS: ACCUSED ARRESTED AND WEAPON OF OFFENCE RECOVERED

With the arrest of accused Rajesh S/o Rambaran R/o Kusumpur Pahari Vasant Kunj, Delhi, the staff of PS Vasant Kunj South, South District police has successfully worked out the gruesome case of murder of a young girl and attempt to murder her sister, both workers of a cosmetic shop as sales girls.

INCIDENT :

On 12.01.2012 at about 10.15 AM, an information was received at police station Vasant Kunj South vide D.D. No 17-A regarding quarrel in jungle lying between Kusumpur Pahari and DLF Mall, which was marked to SI Rakesh. The said SI along with Ct. Sonu reached the spot where Beat Const. Sanjay & Hemraj were also found present. On reaching the spot, it was found that a young girl, aged about 19 yrs was lying dead  in a pool of blood having injuries over her neck from which blood was oozing. It was also found that her younger sister Kavita, aged 18 years had also sustained injuries and had been rushed to AIIMS Trauma Centre on a PCR Van with the help of beat staff. Efforts were made to identify the dead body which was identified as Anita D/o Mata Prashad, R/o 451, A Block, Kusumpur Pahari, Delhi. Parents of the victim girls reached the spot and statement of their mother, Smt. Shrimati W/o Sh. Mata Prashad was recorded wherein she stated that her daughters Anita and Kavita are working in a cosmetic shop as sales girls. Their neighbour Rajesh S/o Rambaran used to frequently visit their house and wanted to marry Anita.  He wants to marry and had also threatened Anita. Yesterday, at about 8, pm Anita had returned to her house after duty when Rajesh also reached there. He was asking for her mobile number to which she had refused. He was also compelling her for marriage but Anita stated that he was not earning sufficient money for livelihood and hence marriage could wait. Later, Rajesh’s father had taken him from their house. Today morning, at about 7 am he again came to their house and asked to arrange his marriage with Anita which resulted in hot arguments. He also
threatened that if she will refuse marriage, he will make everybody
red. Her daughters left for duty at about 10 am and Rajesh also followed them. She claimed that Rajesh had killed her daughter Anita and had also assaulted Kavita. SHO/PS V.K. South along with staff also reached the spot. A case vide FIR No. 11/12 Dated 12.01.2012 u/s 302/307 IPC P.S. Vasant Kunj North was registered and investigation was taken up. The prompt action of beat staff namely Ct. Hemraj and Ct. Sanjay in shifting of victim Kavita to Trauma centre played a very important role in saving her life.

TEAM AND INVESTIGATION :

Keeping in view the desperate act of accused who had assaulted two girls (both sisters) in which one was murdered and other sustained serious injuries (still unfit to give statement), a team comprising of Inspr. Ishwar Singh, SHO/Vasant Kunj South, Inspr. Raj Kumari, ATO/Vasant Kunj North, Inspr. Naresh Malik, PS V.K. South, SIs Rakesh, Mahesh, Kuldeep, HC’s Kailash, Naresh, Satpal, Ct’s Vinod, Sonu, Surender, Sanjay, Hemraj, Prakash, Karamveer under the over all supervision Sh. Rajender Singh ACP Mehrauli to work on the case. The team so formed made sincere efforts without wasting any time to trace & apprehend the culprit. Intelligence was developed and it was learnt that suspect Rajesh had contacted his father on telephone and had called him near the bus stop at Nelson Mandela Road with some money. Staff was deployed in plain clothes and after receipt of specific tip, one young boy, later identified as Rajesh S/o Mata Prashad R/o C-54 Kusumpur Pahari, was apprehanded. On sustained interrogation, he confessed to his crime and disclosed that he was having an affair with Anita for the last five years. Now, he wanted to marry her but she started avoiding him lately. He tried to persuade Anita but she bluntly refused to entertain him. He even threatened Anita but she continued to ignore him. Thereafter, he decided to kill her and took a knife in his pocket and a cricket wicket in his hand and reached her house in the morning. Despite all efforts Anita again
refused for marriage and she along with her sister Kavita left for duty. He followed them and attacked Anita when she reached a lonely area on the way. Kavita tried to intervene and was assaulted who fell down on the ground.  He continued hitting Kavita on her head. He further slit the throat of Anita with a knife and she died on the spot. Thereafter, he fled from there.

ARREST :

The team so formed received specific information and succeeded in apprehending accused Rajesh S/o Mata Prashad R/o C-54, Kusumpur
Pahari, Delhi from Nelson Mandela Road near the Bus Stand. On his instance weapon of offence i.e. a knife and wooden stick (cricket wicket) used in crime have been recovered. The investigation of the case is in progress and the staff involved in good work is being suitably rewarded.

Rajesh (26 years) S/o Mata Prashad R/o C-54 Kusumpur Pahari, Delhi has
studied up to 11th class.  He was working as security guard in Delta Guard Pvt. Ltd. and presently deployed at DT Cinema, Promenade Mall. He is unmarried.  He has father, mother, 3 sisters and 1 brother in his family.
