From the Desk of Sister Didyaknow
The Holy Season of Advent: The Advent Wreath
Our Advent traditions reflect a spirit of expectation and unfold gradually.  The most popular tradition is the lighting of candles on the Advent Wreath in church and at home.  This custom originated among Lutherans in Germany in the 16th century and gained in popularity.  Along with the Christmas tree, the Advent Wreath is an example of Christianizing practices popular from pre-Christian times.  The Advent Wreath came to America with German immigrants.  It became popular among Catholics with the liturgical movement in the mid-1990’s.  

The Advent Wreath may be of any size and is usually made of evergreens.  There are four candles, one for each week of Advent.  The color of the candles is not an essential factor because the symbolism is the flame.  Wreaths have always been symbolic of victory and glory.  The symbolism of the Advent Wreath goes beyond this.  It lies in the tension between darkness and light.  It represents the time when people lived in spiritual darkness, waiting for the coming of the Messiah, the Light of the World.  Each year in Advent we wait once again in darkness for the coming of the Lord, his historical coming in the mystery of Bethlehem, his final coming at the end of time and his special coming in every moment of grace.

Tuesday, December 6 is the feast of Nicholas of Myra, bishop.  Nicholas’s life, although he was one of the most universally venerated saints in both East and West, is virtually unknown.  He lived in the 4th century and was the bishop of Myra, located in Lycia, south-western Turkey and called Mugla.   He had a special love for children and every year would quietly give little gifts to the children of Myra around the Christmas season.  He was also especially loved by sailors and young unmarried women—their protector and champion.  Nicholas of Myra is the patron of children and perfumiers.
