Commissioner Kokoski moved the adoption of the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, The amount of taxes which may be raised within the ten mill limitation will be insufficient to provide an adequate amount for the necessary requirements of said Lorain County, Ohio; therefore be it

RESOLVED, by the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, two-thirds of all members elected thereto concurring, that it is necessary to levy a tax in excess of the ten mill limitation for the benefit of:

MENTALLY RETARDED AND DEVELOPMENTAL DISABLED CHILDREN AND ADULTS OF LORAIN COUNTY for the purpose of:

PROVIDING FACILTIES, PROGRAMS AND SERVICES FOR MURRAY RIDGE CENTER BY OPERATING MURRAY RIDGE SCHOOL, WORKSHOPS, COMMUNITY BASED EMPLOYMENT AND RESIDENTIAL FACILITIES AND MAKING CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS ON THE BUILDINGS OF MURRAY RIDGE CENTER.

at a rate not exceeding 1.6875 mills for each one dollar of valuation, which amounts to sixteen and seven-eighths (16 7/8) cents for each one hundred dollars of valuation, or a five (5) year time period, pursuant to Section 5705.19(L) and 5705.222 of the Ohio Revised Code and other sections of law pertaining thereto.  This levy is a replacement levy of 1.6875 mills to be placed on the tax duplicate for the year 2013, to commence collection in 2014.
Said levy shall be placed on the ballot at the primary election to be held on May 7, 2013.
RESOLVED, That said levy be placed upon the tax list of the current year after the February settlement next succeeding the election, if a majority of the electors voting thereon vote in favor thereof; and be it further

RESOLVED, That the Clerk of this Board of Commissioners be and is hereby directed to certify a copy of this Resolution to the Board of Elections, Lorain County, Ohio no later than 4:00 p.m. on February 6, 2013, and notify said Board of Elections to cause notice of election on the question of levying said tax to be given as required by law.

7. This notice to be given by the Board of Elections shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the subdivision once a week for four consecutive weeks prior to the election.

Residents of Elyria or Lorain travelling to Oberlin may be accepted by LCT as long as there are no adverse impacts on Oberlin residents.


Said agreement is considered a part hereof to this resolution by reference thereto and can be found on file in the Commissioners/Purchasing and LCT offices, effective Wednesday, January 2, 2013 and ending Thursday, December 26, 2013.


Said agreement specifies Oberlin services fares that are consistent with LCT fares plus a special one-way fare of $1.65 for Oberlin residents of LMHA facilities who are declared by the City of Oberlin as low-income and provided with an Oberlin-issued ID card entitling them to receive the fare discount through the pilot service period and on the Oberlin Connector only.


FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, City of Oberlin will provide the County with local funds in the amount of $40 per hour (less farebox collected) to be used by LCT as match to an equal amount of grant funds in order to support the service and no County general funds dollars will be used for said service.

Commissioner Williams discussed the possibility of changing how the dogs are adopted from the kennel, there are a lot of our county residents that are unable to adopt, and they should get first priority.  Commissioner Kokoski said there use to be a lottery and this did not work well, so that is why it is first come first serve after the 3 holding days.  County Administrator Cordes said if there are changes people should still call to see if the dog is available. Commissioner Williams said all dogs needed to be posted on the web.  Commissioner Kalo said with the changes made several years ago, this is when the volunteer rate increased; more dogs were adopted and less euthanization.  

Commissioner Williams also discussed the possibility of waiving the fee to rescue groups on pit bulls, since these are not adoptable to residents.  Commissioner Kalo asked how many pit bulls are adopted out and what the ramification would be on the budget since this is a source of revenue. Commissioner Williams said these were discussion he had with other dog wardens at CCAO conference and how they handle their kennels.

Commissioner Kokoski said she does not want to change procedure, dogs have been adopted.


Commissioner Williams said an article was in the paper about Lorain Councilman Dennis Flores and trying to be prosecuted by the City of Lorain Law Director for stating something out of executive session.  Commissioner Williams said there was no misconduct, he spoke with Mr. Flores about a council meeting and noted that the sewer discussion for Township of Amherst and was not on the agenda and then learned the City waived the 72 hour rule and voted on this issue to discuss in executive session.  He stated there is no need for an investigation there was anything wrong it was transparent, how people are supposes to trust and have a better government. He stated that Mr. Flores did not go against executive session policy and did not share anything from there.
