Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski to adopt resolution. 


Clerk called for discussion.


Commissioner Kalo said he has been working on this budget for the last month getting final numbers and in respect to conversations 

with the County Administrator, all advances were pulled back.  County Administrator Cordes said there were a lot of outstanding encumbrances that needed to be swept and going through all advances and this was done due to have the carry over stronger for borrowing next year, but the advances will go right back out in the 1st quarter next year.  He stated these advances are for CDBG, WDA, CFFC, usually all grants that need to get money up front before state/fed reimburse, so there is no real cash.

Commissioner Kokoski so with advances the carryover will be $8.3 million, Budget Director Hobart said sales tax is not in yet, could be increase.  County Administrator Cordes said he thinks it will be higher and spoke with Domestic Relations Court Administrator Barilla and they will be returning more cash.  Commissioner Kalo thanked her and said nice budget.  Mr. Cordes said he will be meeting with them at the beginning of the year with a project in January.
Commissioner Kalo said this is a temporary budget and the budget commission is always conservative and there were no real changes, except Adult Probation location on Middle Avenue and removing the $50,000 from Common Pleas. There will be a walk through today regards to Jury Commission and potential vendors in repairing this room, also the Veterans building, which is not the responsibility of them it is up to the Commissioners, so the budget is $58,276,454.00 but only doing the temporary 1st quarter and this document is always s a living document.


Commissioner Williams said based on expenditures for this year, Budget Director Hobart did a good job getting this to him, he added 3-5% to departments, all departments are getting what they requested or similar to last year and its under $2,000 project income for revenue of 2015 and submit this budget that is within our actual budget and if additional revenue comes in then adjust next year

Commissioner Kalo said concern, and no offense but looking at line #17, public assistance that is the mandated share to JFS and Commissioner Williams was cutting 20/15%, Commissioner Williams said this is an increase, Commissioner Kalo said this is by ORC.  Commissioner Williams said the budget is $2 million and spending under $1.2 million.  Commissioner Kalo said this is safety net and Commissioner Williams did adjust with because he did have a cut to jail allocation. Commissioner Williams said jail is getting the $4,125 million.

Commissioner Kokoski said line #10 and #11 Commissioner Williams has blocked out and 24/25. Commissioner Williams said it is not blacked out those were highlighted so the copier made it look that way, and under Hobart’s it is combined and Community Development it is $600,000+ total expenditure.  Commissioner Kalo said a lot of line items are because the department has not recaptured employees that have left; we will introduce our new Community E.D. person today.  He stated that Commissioner Williams wants to take a 5% increase to what they have expedited and their request was $309,000 which is all reimbursements so whatever goes out comes back in, it’s not truly an expenditure in general fund it is a budget line item. 

Commissioner Williams said again he is just going through a looking at expenditures and is ok with increasing numbers. Commissioner Kalo said he is happy with what he submitted.  Commissioner Kokoski said the revenue for 2014 was just under $50 million, not including carryover, the budget commission is giving $47.9 million for next year and if we got $50 million this year, the chances receiving $50 million next year should so they are $2 million lower and they are conservative and that is fine but will not devastate county government because they are conservative.  Commissioner Williams said we are not devastating county government but this is a temporary budget. Commissioner Kokoski said what Commissioner Williams has proposed we would have to make cuts now.  Commissioner Williams said no, it is actually an increase on what they spent.  Commissioner Kalo said the actually expenditures, look at Office Services.  Commissioner Williams said there has always been a built in carryover in the budget that is how you get to $7.6 million so he just would like to show a true budget and put in 3-5% increase for the expenditures and if in June you decided to go through and do a software upgrade and it is going to cost $200,000 or phone system, then you will have a better revenue coming in.  Commissioner Kalo said take line item #43, Sheriff, you went off expenditure and then gave 3% increase, did you take into account the $99,000 cops grant board has to pay for based on the grant approved 3 years ago, $400,000 regards to the court room security for PSI and Adult Probation plus couple other request is $5.618 million and you have $5.462 million and know this is expenditures this year but it does not encompass all the expenditures of next year.  Commissioner Williams a lot of this is already in budget, budget was $4.91 million and he spend $5.3 million so they do have expenditures in there and you have limited amount of funds and it is nice everyone wants more moment and go through and provide more services but you also have to restrict spending as well.  Commissioner Kalo thinks that they have done a good job and county has held own and nice to have more staff but have provided basic services.
Commissioner Williams said like the Veterans building that is a huge investment.  Commissioner Kalo said that is not cash out that is a bond. Commissioner Williams said ok like $100,000 and then there is new phone system that will be bonded out $75-80,000 and then additional capital improvements, software which is not included in this budget so that will increase the dollar amount and he would rather have a lower budget and if these items to arise the county will have the money to purchase.

Commissioner Kalo would like to reaffirm his motion to approve the 2015 temporary budget.

Discussion continued and the following resolution was adopted:
