Transportation from Nanjing Lukou Airport to the hotel:
By Limousine Bus (inexpensive)

	1. PURCHASE a “Limousine Bus” ticket at the Arrivals Lobby of the Nanjing Lukou Airport for line one which travels to the “Nanjing Railway Station”. This bus will be stopping not only at the “Nanjing Railway Station” but also at other stops. The ticket rate is 25 RMB. Tickets are not available on board. When you buy your ticket, confirm the bus stop and departure time.
2. BOARD the bus from outside of the Arrivals Lobby.
3. GET OFF at “Qinhuai District Government Station” (the station is pronounced in “Qing Huai Qu Zheng Fu Zhan” in Chinese) 
4. TAKE a taxi from the bus stop to the “MANDARIN GARDEN HOTEL”. The taxi rate is about 10 RMB. (See the attached map )
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By Taxi (easy, recommended)
Taxi service is available at a cost of approximately 120-150 RMB. It takes about 45-60 minutes. The distance from the airport to the hotel is about 30KM. 
Please note that English is not widely spoken; the Chinese text below may be used to instruct the taxi driver.

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Transportation from Shanghai Pudong International Airport (PVG) to the hotel:

By Limousine Bus and high-speed express train.
	1. PURCHASE a “Limousine Bus” ticket for the “Shanghai Railway Station” at the Arrivals Lobby of the Shanghai Pudong International Airport. The ticket is approximately 22 RMB. Tickets are not available on board. When you buy your ticket, confirm the bus stop and departure time.
2. BOARD the bus for the Shanghai Railway Station which may take up to 70 minutes reach the railway station. 
3. PURCHASE A TICKET for the Express train to Nanjing (D or T-trains). The trip from Shanghai to Nanjing will take a little more than two hours. The ticket is about 90 RMB. Please note that other intercity and regional trains are also available between Shanghai and Nanjing but the travel may be as long as 5 hours. 

4. TAKE a taxi from Nanjing train station to the “MANDARIN GARDEN HOTEL”, at an approximate cost of 25 RMB. The trip from the train station to the hotel is about 30 minutes.


Since airport transfer from Shanghai Pudong Airport (PVG) is more complicated than transferring by air at the Beijing, it is suggested that participants consider arranging travel via Beijing to Nanjing. Numerrous flight options through Beijing are available.

Visa requirements:

Travellers to China may require a Visa. Please ensure that you make proper visa arrangements in advance of travelling. Visa requirements vary by nationality. Information on entry requirements for travel to China is posted at: www.fmprc.gov.cn/eng/ljzg/3647/3648/. Please contact the Chinese embassy or local consulate for additional details.

Currency:

The currency of China is the renminbi (RMB) also referred to as the “yuan”. Although exchange rates vary, the value is approximately U.S. $1 to 6.8 RMB.   

Foreign currency can be exchanged at banks, hotels and at the Nanjing Lukou Airport. Participants should obtain some local currency in order to pay for the bus or taxi. 
Credit cards are generally accepted at most larger restaurants and stores and at most hotels. VISA and MasterCard are the mostly widely accepted. 
At smaller stores and restaurants local currency is required.

Nanjing has a humid subtropical climate. Mid-June to early July is the rainy season. Average temperature in July is 28-33 oC. 
Tip:
Tipping is not customary.
International Calling:  
In the hotel, direct calls from China to overseas can be made according to the directions in the room. Operator assistance is also available in the hotel.
