Transportation from Kansai International Airport* to Kyoto Station:
*If you will arrive at other than Kansai International Airport, please contact Assistant organizer (yuji_kitahara@nm.maff.go.jp). The access from the airport to Kyoto will be informed.
By Limousine Bus (The most convenient and economical way to access to Kyoto Station)
	Kansai International Airport →Buy Limousine Bus ticket to Kyoto Station for 2,500 yen → Take the bus at bus stop No.8→ Get off at bus terminal in Kyoto Station. It takes 90-120minutes. 


Tickets can be purchased from the ticket vending machine located outside the passenger terminal building on the 1st floor. 
Tickets are not available on board. Bus leaves every 30~40 minutes from 6:20 to 22:00. The time table is available at; http://www.kate.co.jp/pc/e_time_table/e_kyoto_tt.html#from
By train
	Kansai International Airport → Buy ticket of Airport Express “HARUKA” to Kyoto Station for 3,490 yen→ Take “HARUKA” in the JR Line → Get off at Kyoto Station. It takes approx.75 minutes


Tickets can be purchased at JR Reservation Ticket Offices in the passenger terminal building on the 2nd floor. Train leaves every 30 minutes from 6:42 to 22:16.
Transportation from Kyoto Station to the Hotel:

By Hotel Limousine Bus (for free)

The Hotel operates Limousine service between Kyoto Station and the hotel at free. It takes about 15-20 minutes. Bus leaves Kyoto Station at every 15 and 45 minutes from 8am to 17pm. 
Bus will stop* outside Hachijo Exit, Station building on the 1st floor. (See below map) 
*Bus stop does not have any signboard but the bus with the hotel name can be found easily. 
(The bus will be coming at bus stop prior approx.5 minutes to the above scheduled time)  
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By Subway
	Kyoto Station →Buy subway ticket for 250 yen →Take Karasuma Line for “Kokusaikaikan” (K01) →Get off at Karasuma Oike Station (K08) →Transfer Tozai Line for “Rokujizo”(T01) →Get off at Keage Station (T09) → Hotel is located next to Keage Station (See below map)

By Taxi

Taxi service is available at a cost of approx. 1,500-2,000 yen. It takes about 15-20 minutes. 
When you take a taxi, you can show the taxi driver the following text in Japanese.

Important Notice for Visa:
Visa requirements vary by nationality. Detailed information can be obtained from http://www.mofa.go.jp/j_info/visit/visa/index.html and further links from there.
For those who need Visa, please contact to Assistant organizer (yuji_kitahara@nm.maff.go.jp) before 30 June by e-mail.

Procedures necessary for obtaining a Visa are as follows;

1. Organizer will send Visa Applicants such documents as “Letter of Reason for invitation”, “Schedule of Stay” and “Letter of Guarantee” prepared in Japan by e-mail.

2. Visa Applicants need to fill out the requirements and send back to Organizer by e-mail.    　  

3. Organizer will send Visa Applicants above-mentioned documents itself by air-mail.

4. In advance, Visa Applicants need to prepare “passport”, “Visa application”, “Photo” and “Confirmation certificate of boarding ticket for an airplane”.

5. When all these documents are ready, Visa Applicants may submit an application for Visa at the Japanese embassy /consulate with jurisdiction over the place of residence of applicants.      

Please consult the Japanese embassy /consulate nearby for further details. 

All procedures for Visa should be completed before departing your country.

Currency exchange and Banking:

The currency in Japan is Japanese “yen”. 

The exchange rate is approx. 1 US dollar = around 95yen (as of May 2010)   
Foreign currency can be exchanged in banks, hotels and Airports. ATMs are available in banks, Airports and convenience stores. Some ATM cards may have limitation for its use in Japan. Please refer to your bank for more information.

Weather (July in Kyoto): 
The weather will stay fine in general. Average temperature is 20-30 oC, high heat and humidity.
Tip:
In Japan, there is no custom to tip in restaurants or in hotels. Some restaurants charge 5-10 percent for their services.
Tax:
Five percent consumption tax is imposed on original price.

Credit Cards:
Most restaurants, hotels and shops accept credit cards, but not all small shops. VISA and MasterCard are the most widely accepted.
International Call:  
You can make an international call as follows:
“International Access code – 010- country code – area code – individual number” 

Major telephone companies offer service through its own access code:

001 (KDDI), 0033 (NTT communications), 0041 (Softbank Telecom)

In the hotel room telephone, direct call from Japan to abroad is to dial “001 -010- country code – area code – individual number” or dial “09” for Operator assistance. 
Emergency Call: 
110 for police and 119 for fire and ambulance station. No charge.

Local Language:

Japanese is the official language. Other foreign languages including English are not widely spoken in Japan.
